Hawving pteuiotislq explained what you get for your money
when purchasing Geo-Basic, | will now give you o short
essay on how | hove progressed.

Rolodex is @ wery straight foreward Database only god
knows why the Americans call it rolodex. Having studied
the program via hard-copy it is very easy to see that with
out any great programming skills it could be adapted to
suite many needs, for example | soon created databases
for books, videos, casettes and of course o normal address
one.

The PRINTING routine is os the docs stated wery basic and
glthough | have played around with the routine, | have not
yet managed to get the print out | want on diffesrent
printers.

All the bases | created hod one drowback only four fields.
Creating a S5th field was fairly straight foreward(using the
hard copy again). Getting it to work was another matter.
Mo motter what | did end | did o lot but it just would not
work. After consulting another member of the GeoClub, he
showed me where | was going wrong. :

Hoving mentioned the hard copy on e few occasions the
one thing that | missed was the upper case and lower case
used in the commands, LE. Menu, Open, Close and not
menu, open and close. Once thé necessary changes had
been mode the new program

worked.

The next alteration was the print routine, it would only
print all records. Handy if you wanted them all{ «
maximum of 127 records aliowed ). Not so handy if you
only wanted one of two. So with ¢ little bit of tral and
erfor | managed to create a single record print out. Sprites
next, the program come with an ageroplane flying across
the screen at random intervals. | changed the sprite to
Geoclub and had it controlied by the joystick button.

Having used the DEBUGGER and remowved all the bugs( a Ffair
few) | came to what | thought would be the easy part.
Just clicking on make opplication and hey presto! GeoBasic
would convert my program. Mot true and really this is
where Basic falls down, the conversion is very
unpredictable. It does not always give you a crash proof
working program. After taking on 11K progiam, adding all
the routines required you end up with a monster 43K
program. It is when adding these needed routines the
conversion faults occur. ’

3till on the bright side | have created piograms. Altered
and moved sprites, icons etc.

GeoBasic is no match for the full bloodied Geopfoqwmmer
package but if you want to learn to program in Geos then
it is a step in the right direction.

One GOLDEN RULE not mentioned in llué instruction book is
that whilst in the EDITOR never update your working
program. Always quit to the Desktop to update.

But | suspect that ¢
different printer driver might make your print a little smaller
and reduce the number of lines to ¢ page and skip the
perforation properly. If you use Perfect Print, check yous
manual and your accesory files to help correct your page
length. | use an Epson Printer and | use an Epson LQ (6C)
printer driver with no probléem. Any other comments?

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do have) use the CMD WRilities Bisk to reformat them. It
does a good job. | hove close to a dozen IBM formatied
disks | hove gotten in the mail and converted to
Commodore format nicely, with 2 partitions each.
