writing the erticle knows the program inside
out. Being the sort of User that [ am, and not
knowing the program half as well I'd like, I
have decided for the seke of clarity to dive
deep into the alreedy well documented work of
an Author on the Geos World here in
Germany: Mr Florien Mueller. The information
supplied by this Auther hes to be reted second
to none, he hes writter many books on Geos
and knows the GeoPublish program in depth.

Before I get into the actual description of the
program itself, which hardwere is necesary to
be able to run the program effectively?
GeoPublish is the largest program developed
for the C641C128 It consists of 99 Kbytes of
pure programing ingenuity and must be one of
the most corplicated programs of it’s genve for
the Commodore 54/128,

It you are going to consider purchesing this
program, you will have to consider the
following points first. Unlike other Ceos
spplications that can Just get awsay with the
basic hardware setup of keyboard, monitor, two
- or even one drive. The GeoPublish program is
very different. The very fact that it is s0 large
causes a great deal of problers. All data not
finding room in the integrated keyhosrd RAM
is held in the RAM in the drive. This causes a
constant losding and downloading to snd from
the drive everytime that information is
required. Valusble time is spent purely on the
downloading routines, which leaves very lttle
time to actually work with the program. Even
with 2 1581 es & second drive (storege capacity
of almost 800 Kbyte) the speed that the
information is downloaded leaves a lot to be
desired. So back to my main point - you ought
to consider purchesing & Ram Extension Unit
(REU). This one piece of hardware makes all
the difference. The speed with which you can
then work with GeoPublish is breathtaking,
no more long waits when accessing the drives.

A further bonbon, {excuse the odd
German word slipping in here and there), fur the
User interested in en excellent reproduction of his
CeoPublish document, can de obtained if the program
Geos LQ (Perfect Print) were to be purchased st some
time or other. The included HQ-drivers for use with
GeoPublish deliver sn excellent reproduction -
although I must admit & printout dees tske a bit
longer than with other printer drivers available.
Depending on the use of the docwiment it is possible to
use & one-pass driver for printing out copies for
checking and leave the more time consuming drivers
for the finished product. Well, in the next issue we
are back to the topic in hand - GeoPublish.
