The auther end the
corputer prograxm need for the work replase
the proffesionals, who normally concern
therselves with sll of the typesetting,
pagesetting end printing of the said piece.
Neturelly, the proffesionals thermselves
cannot be replaced, but the techniques used
by these people van be. When yon squire &
DeskTop Publishing (DTP) program you heve
the tools of the trade, the knowledge to nse
these tools can only be obtained with
prective.  When purchasing the Geos DTP
Program you receive & very ressonably priced
and powerful progrer (6440128 standsrds)
thet will enable you to harness all of the
programing power snd enjoyment on offer for
our emall 8-bit mechines. The sdvantages of
using this softwere are e follows:

Lets hope thet this smell article helps in
persusding you to step into the world of DTP
and proves that it is worth while doing so.

¥ hich steps are now necessary?

Anyone, who hes slready worked on o

publication, or done any typesetting before,
will know that s fair bit of thought hes to be

put in to eny weork done in this field. The thought
concerns ell steps of the publishing methods nsed.
The thinking sterts st the plenning stege snd is
necessaYy when edditing, setting the graphics
snd organising the printout of the finished work,

Step One

General planning { with paper and pencil)

Especially at the beginning when the prograr is
new to you, vou would be well edvised 1o make &
few sketches of yonr idess, decide where you
want to have esch artiele end in which order they
should be in, e well sz to meke & list of the
required text end graphics for the publication.

Step Two

Type- snd Graphic-setting

GeoPublish tekes iUs input in the form of text
and grephics from verions Geos programs, ss well
es other CE4LC1Z8 programs, suck as Printfoy, the
Hendyscanner progrem, ete. The completed text
end graphics sre combined to make & brsnd new
GeoPublish documment It is sdvisshle to include
the type of font in the docurment during the
editing phese to enshle the correct length of the
publish pege to be assessed.

Step Three

Setting-up your WorkDisk

To enshle you to work effectively with
GeoPublish it will be necesssary to inclode s
nomber of files on your workdisk’s desktop. The
list of necesssry files can be found in the
srcompanying user's menual A further list of
ancillary programs for use with the msin program
can be found at the end of the GeoPublish srticle.
The list should include possible sources. The
extra programs sre not binding but they will

comtinued overleaf
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meke life & bit essier for the "budding"
publisher

Step Four

Layout (Page-setting with GeoPublish)

When working with GeoPublish, the
docurient is setup snd the lsyout for all peges
is set within the publish decument. The
slready prepered text is "poured” into one of
the predesigneted aress for the rext and the
grephics are “poured” into snother sres
reserved for graphics only. GeoPublish has
it's own, two completely seperate, text. and
graphic-editing programs. The text-files
shown in the GeoPublish menubox mey only
be used in conjunction with GeoPublish aftey
heving been set in the docwment. The
various GeoPublish components are viewed
in more detail Ister on in the srticle.

Step Five

Printing the finished document

The printed version of your docurnent can be
cbteined via the integrated printer-program
within the GeoPublish wmihrelle- program;
when printing with a matrix-printer, or from
8 seperste printer accessory-program called
GeoPubleser, when printing with ¢ leser
printer.

Object orientated programs
What is an object orientated program

The ecesiest method of explaining the
mesning is by drswing a comparison between
GeoPublish end ancther well known program
out of the Geos collection - GeoPaint. The
GeoPaint progrem is & pixel-orientsted
program. This means that & GeoPeint graphic
consists of & set number of pixels (dots).

GeoPublisk, however, is an object-orientated
program that couldn't recognise s pixel (dot) if it
got up end bit it! What [ mean is this, when you
wish to ersse part of & GeoPaint graphic - you
erase it dot for dot, well, I do anywey! Where ss,
with the publish program s graphic either
imported from GeoPaint, GeoChart or from the
GeoPublisk graphic-editor program, hes to be
treated &5 an object. To clarify this explanstion
look at the follewing graphic.

Try doing thet with GeoPaint. The first sttempr
made &t erssing s grephic which is placed over
another one brings forth cries of dismey to the
unwittingly inexperienced new User, ss lots
(in this case, dots) of his herd work is (are)
ersdicated in one foul swoopl The GeoPaint
program cen only recognise the various dots of
each graphic which fall into the eres being
treated.

Well folks, for those of you that have managed to
bear with me over the past few issues and heve
bravely tried to keep awske, your efforts will be
rewarded - in the next issve. Up until now we
have discussed our way round the outskirts of the
GeoPublish program. I feel that sn objective look
st the program and it's influences were necessary
to enshle all of the newcomers to Geos to grasp
the cubtle differerces between the varicus
programs, which on first sight would sppesr to
have roughly the sarme task in life. In the next
issue we sctually look st the components of the
main program itself.

got uwsed one for & while) and MPS 801,
The 801 driver is compstible with my
MPS 1280 printer, but psge 3 of the
systern disk hides an Epson FABO driver to
drive the 1230 st 80dpi,

Pege 2 contains the Preference mensger
end my defeult preferences, including my
personal pointer design, Next is the alarm
clock D& {or desk sccesory) followed by
the caleulstor DA Slot § is held by the
GEQS game GeoTile, kesed on the game
meh johng Slot 6 is @ £ D Edit, s neat
text editor thet cen save Geowrite or
sequential filez (and I wsed it to write
thisl) These 2 files can be found on Run
Power Pek 2 from RUN Publicstions, The
Maverick File Copier and the QEOS
Diskcopy progrems meke up the final 2
slots, for when | need to copy large
numnkers of files to different disks and to
beckup my lstest work, This leaves 16K
free, sllowing for files to ke quickly saved

to it if necessary, and the Di's to function

GEQWRITE and GEOPAINT

The spplication and Dusl Top fill the
first 2 slots on the first page of these 2
disks, The current printer driver is slot 3
followed by the inective driver. Mext is
either the Text or Photo Mansger, for
ssving multiple text or photo scraps for
re-use. The cslovlator desk eccesory is
followed hy the chsnge printer DA
sllowing me to swap printers during sn
spplication, (I normelly print at 80 or
240 dpi on the 1230, end 60dpi for my
owrn copy on the B01) Geowrite disk
holds the Font Swap DA end Geopeint
hes MewTools version 1,

Page 2 is the fonts [ currently have 8
fonts on ray Geowrite disk, and Font
Swap lets me select the seven that
sppear in the font menu I only copy over
fonts to my Geopsint disk ss [ need them,
Of course, running on 2 drives mskes
this easy, hut | can't keep horrowing my
brother's!

OTHER DISKS

I currently have 'Files" disks for
Geowrite, Geopaint and Geckesic (the
programming  lengusge) which contain
the most recent files, In addition, there
is the Geos Write Utilities disk, whick
contains things like Geormerge (slthough
Gecspell is on its own disk, resdy to set
up a personal dictionary), [ have backups
snd work disks conteining most of the
importent epplications I have collected
(eg Geobesic); most heve the Dual Top
file although not sll heve the printer
driver (which causes & few prohlems. )

As for the ectual hardwere, it cwrently
consists of & colowr TV, 3 disk drives (1
doesn't work), 3 printers (MPS 801,
MPS 1230 snd a Seikoshs GP100 which
doesn't work - dejs vul) and seversl
joysticks.One major proklem hes elways
keen power sockets; I currently only have
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1 printer snd 2 disk drives set up ot &
tire, bringing out the MRS 1230 for hig
projects. At lesst with the IMaverick-made
koot disk 1 don't hawe to remove my
certricdde slthough it serves no purpose
when within GEOS To conclude though,
the best setup is the one you can use
efficiently and the one that mekes vsing
GEOS es easy as it should be.
