DAVID HOOK - TPUG Librarian

The TPUG Library now totals over 1800
programmes and 6 megabytes of coding.
This represents the combined efforts of TPUG
members, other Pet user clubs such as
Michigan, Silicon Valley, The Assem-Ted
Group. Central lllinois, Rockford lll. Winnepeg.
Sphinx, European Groups. The Toronto
Educational groups. and Commodore itself
to name a few. We have received these
programmes from travellers such as Jim
Butterfield who called one day and said
"Here are 10 disks of programmes which
| picked up when | was over in Michigan
last week", or from a member of the Silicon
Valley Ciub who arrived at a meeting and
said "Here are two disks of programmes from
our group - have you seen them?".

Our response to comments like this is
to call Dave Hook, our industrious librarian,
and he takes over, often bartering a few
of our club disks. Then he goes through
the task of adding them to our library. This
involves looking at each program. checking
to see if it's copyright (if it is we cannot
use it). checking to see if it works — if it
doesn’t, he often fixes it. checking to see
if we've already got it - we often have and
if so. he checks to see which version is
better. and finally, he transferrs it to the
proper category library disk and catalogues
it. But it doesn’t stop there!

With new programmes, Dave will pull them
off and put them on the monthly disk for
release at the meeting. He also adds to the
monthly meeting disk on the night of the
meeting. When speakers talk about a program
- such as forecasting income from a
retirement fund. or a whizz-bang accounting
system in ten lines of coding. Dave adds
those to the disk during the meeting. So
the meeting disk has the latest and newest
programmes - and they‘re all yours!!

And finally, Dave spent days and days
reorganizing the library disks for the
tremendous copy portion of the Pet Conference
last June. He condensed the disks so that
the latest programmes were available, and
then he selected "The Best of" disks so
that 6 disks containing the very best
programmes in the entire library were available.

Recently, Dave has catalogued the entire
library. This is the result. Our thanks to
you, Dave Hook, for a tremendous job.

Message from
the President

Another year has transpired, and we have
seen an enormous change in the
microcomputer field. New and different
machines have appeared. IBM has joined
the market and you see different names in
the literature with almost unrecognizable
products. Last year we had basicaly two types
of machines - 40 column and 80 column
and a few of our members had 8050 discs.
but now there are all kinds of new machines
- Superpets, VICs, and new and different
drives. There are a lot more 8050s and with
the single drive, hard disk and 8250 (double
sided 8050) our members are begining to
wonder what they have in common with
each other.

Last year we started out with about 750
members and through the year this has
roughly tripled to about 2000. A lot of these
are associate members. but roughly half
of us are active members here in Toronto.
This presents a real challenge to meet your
needs: more and more we, your executive
are being told that we're not providing you
with what you want. And this stands to reason
- a lot of you are new members and want
to hear about the basics, but there are
a lot of older members who have heard it
all before. A lot of you have VICs and want
more stuff in colour. And the number of people
now with 8050s are growing and we hear
you talking.

Last year we tried a lot of different things
to adapt to ‘the expanding and various needs
of the members. To satisfy different groups
we had separate sessions for beginners
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and for VIC members. This worked well. Al
Farquharson and Paul Higgenbottom were
great for running these sessions. The copy
session got longer and longer and some
people got cut off. Dave Hook. after some
persuasion agreed to copy disks during the
meeting and even he admits that your
response in helping was great and it worked.
We had a super copy session in November
which was extremely popular and in June,
under the guidance of Gord Campbell and
Rob Lockwood we had a Pet Conference
combined with another copy session at George
Brown College which turned out to be an
enormous success.

All this does not happen without dedication
and a lot of work from everybody. Chris
Bennett has managed to keep on top of a
huge amount of mail, sent out thousands
of Torpets and pushed hard to get us into
magazines across the continent. Our ad has
appeared in Compute and mention of TPUG
has appeared in a number of magazines.
Dave Hook has looked after the library,
now up to about 1800 programs which is
a lot of work and Involves collecting.
reviewing, cataloguing and distributing these
programs to all of us at the meetings. or
through copy sessions. Bruce Beach has
edited dozens of Torpets and has also
produced them - often during the wee small
hours of the morning. | think we’ll all agree
that he’s done a first class job for a two
year old club newsletter! These are just a
few of the people who keep this club vital.
There are dozens of others, not to mention
Jim Butterfield. who contribute energetically.
and to all of these people | extend our
thanks.

What about next year? The challenges
| see are going to be those of size. Our
membership is increasing and your
requirements are varied. | feel we can
respond to those needs far better now because
we have the experience and now we have
far more people to draw on. But we do need
help. | hope a separate VIC group will emerge
and meet on their own. There may be other
special groups meeting and there definitely
will be more copy sessions. The room has
been reserved for the Pet Conference in
May and ... well, lets walt and see. Until
September then. Happy Petting, or CBMing
or whatever,

TPUG CONFERENCE - JUNE 19

The first TPUG conference was held on
June 19. Based on comments received,
it was a great success. even if we did learn
some things from it. (le. we didn‘t do
everything right.

The success was a result of the efforts
of many people. Two stand out: Rob
Lockwood and Jim Carswell. Rob did the
initial investigation of sites, as well as
organizing the speakers for the day. Even
with his peak work-related activity for the
year in the way, he came through in terrific
fashion.

Jim was lucky enough to be our key
person ‘on-site’ at George Brown College.
where the conference was held. Between
the demands of a new job and masterminding
the copy session, Jim stood up to the
pressure superbly.

John Shepherd and Bill O’'Brien contributed
significantly. They not only managed the
copy centre, but Bill looked after controlling
the forty-plus computer systems, and John
did our ’‘staff training’. Both these functions
ran smoothly. Would you belleve that every
machine was accounted for by about 90
minutes after closing?

Fred Brown put forth a valiant effort
on signs for the session. This was one
area which we all under—estimated. If it hadn't
been for the preparation Fred did ahead
of time, it would have been a real problem.

Chris Bennett did his usual outstanding
job at the information desk. supplying music
to calm the harried workers, and selling
TORPET’s and diskettes. About 90 new club
memberships were sold.

Jim Butterfield deserves special mention.
His schedule of international travel wasn’t
firm enough that we could put him on the
agenda, but when he learned that he could
make it, his attitude was ‘what do you want
me to do’. When one speaker pulled a
‘no-show’, Jim stepped in to satisfy the
unruly mob. As well. he entertained in the
‘south side-chamber’ for the Ilucky ones
who found him.



To the many speakers, we owe many
thanks. While time didn’t let me attend many
sessions, | know that they each made a
real effort to prepare for their presentations.
For those of you who missed the day, it
included four '‘streams’ of presentations,
including one which was business—oriented.
and another which was highly technical.
The first public presentation of the
Commodore 64 in English Canada was
undoubtedly the highlight of the day.

One aspect of the conference which
seemed to be of interest to many was the
commercial displays. Exhibitors included
Richvale Telecommunications, BMB
Compuscience, Questar International, Computer
Workshops, Computer Communications Group
of Bell Canada. BPI, TypeThrifT. and SRS
Electronics. Many thanks to each of these
organizations. One change which many people
would like for future conferences is letting
the exhibitors sell. Our plans for next year
will include this change.

Several individuals and organizations were
generous with machines to support the
session. At the risk of leaving someone out,
I will mention Brock Godfrey and Bob Hulme,
Commodore. the Separate School Board,
Oakwood Collegiate, Mike Lieberman, Al
Farquarson, Kim Lowndes. and Nazir Karigher.
We expected to have some no-shows on
machinery, so had lined up more than were
needed. Everybody came through., which
helped immensely. A couple of disk drives
went down at the copy centre. but recovering
simply required pulling some backup out
of the 'store-room’ (also known as the ladies
locker room).

Dave Hook did a great job of organizing
a new series of disks, ‘The Best of ... .
Several new programs were available for
the first time, including the best backgammon
game | have seen. A total of 2.32 megabytes
of programs were available for copying.
or 666 programs. Paranola resulted in having
over a dozen sets of masters at the session.
which turned out to be fai more than
neccessary. Of course, if there had been
fewer, it would have turned out to be
insufficient.

George Brown College was an excellent
location for the Conference. The facilities
are more than adequate, and it is easy to
get to. Dave Fraser looks after events such
as this at the College. His assistance was
invaluable. There is nothing like experience
to avoid mistakes. | still don‘t understand
why the college has such an incredible
electrical board for the gymnasium, but
it certainly did make life easy. (The copy
centre used nearly a quarter of the power
outlets which were available. We started
out thinking this might be a real problem.)

The final thank you is to the many people
who have been missed above. Without such
a tremendous amount of effort from many
sources, the event would not have been
possible.

How will we top this. you say? Well,
without making any promises, don‘t plan

to leave town on the weekend on May 13-15
something big.

NEW DISKS

Every THREE months, this list will be
updated and printed in full in the TORPET.
The two Issues that follow that month will

then contain any disks added in the
meantime.

Do not send us any blank diskettes or tapes.
Some members have a mistaken idea about
our monthly release disk. It is not a disk
of the month club. We do not send the disks
on approval each month to all members
and then collect the money if you want to
keep the disk. A number of dealer members
have this idea. | stated clearly in the letter
I sent out that the monthly release disk
would be sent UPON REQUEST to all
members who wished it.

There is a new procedure for ordering
club tapes. To order tapes. send $6.00
for each tape needed to:

Make all cheques or money orders payable
to ‘Richvale Telecommunications’ and include
your membership number and return address.

Richvale now has most of the disk library
transfered to tape. Most disks require two
tapes to hold all the programs. Each tape
costs $6.00, payable In advance. and includes
the cost of the tape. mailing and handling.
The contents of the tapes will be similar
to the contents shown on the disk listings
in the TORPET. Disks that do NOT require
two tapes are V1, V2, V3, TH, GB8. G9 and
N2. Send $6.00 for these volumes. For all
other volumes. send $12 for the two tapes

required to hold all the information kept on
disk.

One more point. The 8050 disks at the present
time contain the same information as the
4040 disks. In other words, we have not
combined 3 4040 disks into one 8050 disk.
This MAY be done some time in the future
if 1 get time.

To order these disks via the mail, just
send $10 for each 4040 disk and $12 for
each 8050 disk (payable in advance). This
includes the price of the diskette, the labour
involved to copy them and all postage and
packaging charges. Do not send us any
diskettes.

NEW PRODUCT REVIEW

Ever since | bought my VIC | have

repeatedly joined the chorus of “If only"s
. If only the VIC could use my 8050 drive.
If only my modem would work with the VIC.
it only BASIC 4.0 had been burned into the
VIC’'s ROM. If only the machine language
monitor were highly accessible as it is on
the PET.
After testing out the new IEEE-488 ROM
for the VIC. my only remaining complaint
is the 22 by 23 character display on the
VIC. All three of the TPUG VIC-20 release
disks are now stashed on a solitary 8050
disk and | have been using the VIC with
a Spinwriter, an Epson MX-80, and a General
Datacomm Modem.

To be fair, | was one of the first to
get to play with Richvale Telecommunications’
new cartridge. and my early involvement with
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* v-Link Expander
in |

.| lust plugs in "
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the product makes these notes more of
a product announcement rather than a review.
With these cautions Iin mind, and with the
intention of being as objective as possible,
| will sketch out a brief description of the
V-LINK. A full review will undoubtedly follow.

Adding peripherals to the VIC-20: V-LINK
adds |IEEE capability to the VIC with a
cartridge containing either 16K RAM, 8K,
3k. or no additional RAM. The approximate
retail price of a cartridge in Canadian dollars
is $190 for the 3K V-LINK, $220 for 8K,
and $270 for 16K (note the 16K cartridge
alone normally sells for about $130. There
are also several cables that a VIC user
may need to get with V-LINK, and all of
these plug easily into the VIC user’'s port
(on the left rear of the VIC). One of these
cables connects directly to an IEEE printer
or disk drive. Another is an adapter that
connects the VIC to a printer Interface which
can link up with both an IEEE (drive) and
a parallel printer such an a MX-80, a
Centronics or a Spinwrlter. Richvale also
provided me with a cable available that
connects directly to a parallel printer (for
the large number of us who use a tape
recorder and/or a VIC 1520 drive with a
non-Commodore printer). Another cable is
designed to be connected directly to an
RS-232 modem. It would be nice If all this
could be done with a single cable. but there
are too many industry standards.

BASIC 4.0 —— on the VIC-20: Whatever
configuration the user chooses, once it
is all hooked up. the VIC becomes a
full-fledged Commodore computer. All of
the famillar BASIC 4.0 syntax can now be
executed directly by the VIC. This creates
the novel situation of VIC users having to
hunt for BASIC 4.0 manuals. The V-LINK
manual lists the BASIC commands and
provides an Index of where further
documentation can be found for each
command.

BASIC 4.0 provides a definite improvement
to the VIC and further compatibility to existing
Commodore Basic programs. Most important,
VIC users can now handle disk I/0 as rapidly
as they would with any other PET. In short,
it is an essential peripheral for anyone who
added their VIC to an existing Commodore
system or to any serious VIC user. Perhaps

products such as V-LINK will extend the

life of the VIC postponing obsolescence by
newer products.

V-LINK provides BASIC 4.0 by linking
into the vectors provided by page 3 of
RAM. There is no modification to the CHRGET
subroutine and therefore V-Link does not
noticeably slow down BASIC as do other
packages that operate on the PET. Also,
since BASIC 4.0 commands are being added
to VIC BASIC., BASIC 2.0 "garbage collection"
Is still present. Incidentally, | understand
that BASIC Included in the Commodore 64
Is also, without an IEEE port, will be released
shortly. David Foster. who programmed the
V-LINK, tells me that a Commodore 64
version of V-LINK will be released at about
the same time as the ‘64’. Since Commodore
has had to modify the VIC-1540 disk drive
to work with the ‘64’ (the VIC-1541, a serial
device which will apparently work with both
the VIC and the ‘64", many of us who were
planning to purchase this exciting new
computer will undoubtedly be pleased to know
that there will be an interface that permits
the use of existing CBM 2031, 2040, 4040,
8050, 8250 disk drives, or CBM hard disk.

Communications with the VIC. Once in
IEEE mode, and with the appropriate cable
to any rs—232 modem, the VIC with a V-LINK
cartridge will communicate with an electronic
bulletin board system or with a mainframe
computer. Any key can act as a control key.
which is very useful when communicating
with the a DEC 10 or similar computer
equipped for telephone access. There
apparently was not enough room in the
cartridge to support uploads and downloads.
These will have to be done through additional
software designed by the user or with
programs that Richvale Telecommunications
plans to release.

Getting onto the modem involves opening
a file which specifies, parity, baud rate,
word length and number of stop bits. In
practice, with a 300 baud standard modem
this is a simple command with examples
in the manual and documentation in the
RS-232 section of the VIC 20 Programmer’s
Reference Guide.
The first message | sent to the User's Group
pbulletin board wrapped around the screen
in a manner that is quite familiar to users
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of the VIC. Because Steve Punter’'s bulletin
board program right justifies messages. there
seemed to be a few large spaces on the
VIC screen. But when | read my message
later in the day on a SuperPET screen. it
was properly formatted and could have been
left by any other Commodore computer. |
now have a vision of science and engineering
students running out to buy the VIC or
the ‘64’ to use as remote terminals. All they
will need is a computer, a cartridge, and
a modem.

The Machine Language Monitor: Access
to the monitor is from a direct command
- MONITOR. As | write this report, there
Is no editor/assembler available with the
package though | see no reason why V-LINK
would not support some of the machine
language utilities that are available
commercially or through the PET User’s
Group, as long as they do not compete
with V-LINK for the same memory addresses
in the VIC's RAM.

Optional Word Processor and mail list:
An optional word processor will be available
as part of the V-LINK cartridge. The product
name for the word processor is not yet
released (VIC-kie? VIC script?). It is
esseniially a scaled down version of the
RTC word processor and texi files are
upwardly compatible with the version of the
program that run on 40 column and 80
column screens. The cartridge that | tested
Is 16K RAM cartridge which permits the
storage of about 6 1/2 pages of single-spaced
text in the VIC's memory.

The problem of the VIC screen (it is
very narrow for word processing) is solved
through the creation of 99 line ‘screens’
each of which is easily scrolled up or down.
Given the clarity of the characters, this
arrangement is quite adequate for many
different needs. Twenty screens are loaded
into  memory at one time and the VIC user
can fill approximately six complete screens
or spread their text over the twenty screens
in memory, leaving space for editing. Text
may be relocated from one line to another
or from screen to screen,

Print commands are invisible to the user
and may be called to the display with the
control key and one key stroke. One such
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"control map" remains operational for the
entire word processing session, and a second
map. which can be saved. changes the
format of individual screens. |f the second
map is not set, the program defaults to
the values in its main control map. All
this means that the word processor can be
used without setting any control map, or
required features such as -— characters per
line. spacing. pitch, and right justification
-- can be set to whatever specifications
the user requires. For my own purposes.
it makes this program a very functional and
portable word processor, which when packed
in a small suitcase. could be wused on the
road or even at the office.

The entire program is written in machine
language and works fairly rapidly. though
not quite as fast as an 80 column version.
The data is stored on tape or on disk
through the use of numbered screens which
can be made to be compatible with Wordpro
files. Over 600 consecutively numbered
screens are stored on a single VIC or CBM
disk. | found that | could rapidly access
screens saved on tape using the fast forward
command. Both disk and tape can be used
alternatively by toggling one of the VIC function
keys. The disk version permits the loading
of files directly from the index.

Used with a separate mailing list program

(which Richvale will release shortly —— |
have yet to see the program) the Vic word
processor will form letters which either send
the same letter to all or part of a mail list
file, or send individualized form letters. The
mall list data will also be compatible with
the CBM Scratchpad which operates on larger
Commodore computers.
After V-LINK the has been around for a
while there will be more utilities available
to use with it. A terminal program and an
editor assembler would be a good start.
Viewed as a package, this new product makes
a work horse out of a games machine.
| should not be surprised. Several years ago.
a colleague insisted that there would be
sophisticated computer systems available
for under 500 dollars. Now that they are
here, my VIC-20 means more to me than
it did when | took it home from the micro
shop.
