Thers are soms exciting changes
plannad for the IMAGE getwork in the very
near futore. We plan to male it possible to
pee the Starhnk snetwork which should cut
the costs considerably. We will also be go-
g to a "zone"” comcept which will sesult m
several smaller netwodas.

The zoves will conust of areas that
are in the same geographical locale or am in
axeas that are best suited to form a smallor
networle For example, the Texas boanls are
all tiad together and get a feed from the na-
tional net through Hip Pocket EBS. That ar
mngement woukl make that area an ideal
candidate for a small net They would be
able to add nodes, delste nodes and make
their own rules. They would atill be tied to
the national net through the aode one boand.
All of the node ones will be tied together,
and, hopefully, all will be Starhnlable.

All we will be concarnad about as far
as the national st is concemad 15 conduct
on the national or shared message bases,
which will be govemed by a faurdy strct set
of rules to avoid "war’ and personal attacls.

We are hoping that these zones will
make a ag impact as they will put the net-
work administration sato the local awmas. It
will also establish several small networis
that will be operating under someowhat dif-

ferent rules or standasds so will offer sysops
a choice in some cases of which 'mini-net’
they wish to join, imowing that which ever
one they join they will still be a part of the
overall IMAGE Network The mimi-nets
will probably have subs that are specific to
their areas, much like the *Sea-Net” svb now
carred on the Florxla boards.

Other changes that we have planned
smclode the two way transfer of data while a
board 18 connaected, thus cutting down on the
aumber of calls.

We hope to begin beta testing the
Starhink software with several boards in the
IMAGE Net in the near foture. It will in-
volve a new pmto file (++ net) and will re-
quire extensive testing before it 15 ready for
general elease. We hope to get it tested and
wpleased as soon as possible so please bear
with us.

We also have some other information
on Starhnl 1 this 1ssuve.

Lately, a lot of users at LO-
RAL have been asking questions re-
garding starting their OWN BES.
Mostly, they deal with the techns-
calities. How much disk space
should I have? How much does a
phone line cost, etc.? The enthuss
asm is amazing, ESPECIALLY con
sidering they are basing it on LO-
RAL’s success.

I'D like to share the story of
LORAL with you readers, as I do
with the wpaers who want to start a
board.

LORAL started 6 years or so
ago. We ran All-American BES, on
ONE 1541. We had 10 subboards,
NO uds, and wesre part-time on the
voice lime. At that time we had
MAYEBE 20 uvsers, bot most of them
were regular, well-liked callers.
Later, we moved to SYNTECH BES.
A system I adored, for it’s SysOp
friendliness, but that the vsers HAT-
ED for it’s slowness. At that time
we went full-time, and
were ruaning on TWO 15417s. A ma-
jor leap for ws. We then had 13
sobs, and STILL no UD’s. We were
averaging 50 wvsers, but they came
and went so quiclkly.

We still had our 'core’ group
of 10-20, so there REALLY wasn’t
any drop off in BB S vpse. Then came
the big jump.. C-met 12.0! WOW!

Wotta great system. We were now

operating with an REU, and 20 mes-
sage bases. Later on, we added a
1581, so for the first taime EVER we
had UD’s.. We now had 70 wuvsers
constantly, but moast of the ’core’
group had moved on. It felt like the
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loss of a group of friends. The inti-
macy was gone. Inside jokes still
hauvnted the subs.

The next major move was to
IMAGE 1.0. We san it with 3
1541°s, 2 1581°s, and an REU. We
jomped uvp to owvr comstaat level of
95 wusers, ditched two of the 41°s,
and 1 of the 81’s,
and added the Lt. Kernal 20. Which
brings uvs to where we are today,
one of the most successful, and the
LONGEST continuing BBS in Pitts-
borgh, PA. Our success can not
match, in sheer numbers, that of
Port Commodore, or Gear Jammer’'s
II, or
any of a aumber of BES’s, but for
Pittsburgh, we’re doing well.. But,
y'know... I still remember, with
fondness, the old All-American, and
the first callerr My two fellow
sysops, Mad DM and Rallon, and I
(Tarthos), all gathered around the
keyboard waiting for the first chat
request. It's been fun, and still i1s,
no matter HOW much I curse at the
1)Program, 2)Drives, 3)users.
