MCI is an
excellent graph MCI

ic/text file re-
sonrce which al-
lows both the creator and viewer to
enjoy versatile graphics in some
cases graphic/text combinations.

MCI fundamentals are few and far
between as MCI allows nearly the
greatest level of creative fresedom
especially when drawing BBS
graphics.

Ouxe of the basic principles re-
volves even thrives on the idea that
too much ruins a good graphic/text
filea. MCI 15 a featore that should
be used sparingly and with good
taste, common sense, even some old
fashioned censoring.

MCI 18 comprised of several
commands each serves a specific
and vunique purpose. MCI com-
mands exist that allow the creator
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to edit speed output, prompt viewer
for input and display it, alter colox,
reverse and print styles, and several
other specialized features.

MCI 1s a simple command to
use mostly becaunse it wutilizes the
rarely wnsed English Pound Sign.
This allows all computers to utilize
MCI in one degree or another and
sets the command into an incredibly
streamlined format for use.

MCI does have some rules
though most of them are simple and
only require common sense for their
use but do bear the need for re
minder occasionally. MCI should
be limited except ixu special cases
such as graphics. It should also not
have excessive wait commands,
speed changes, (especially super-
slow changes), excessive color
changes and especially not nse ex-
cessive prompting from the viewer
(most importantly always be sure to
tell the vser he must input informa-
tion).

This 15 not meant as complete
behind the scemes information for
MCI vse but rather a helpful article
for both the creators and viewers
which will help explain how or why
MCI is wsed. I hope this article is
of some nse.

Ed Note: Remember too, that MCI
color and reverse are mno longer
needed when wusing a C64/128.
They can be entered directly from
the keyboard and will be displayed
properly to the uvser and sysop and
will alsoc be properly translated for
ANSI viewers.

I have been wait-
ing many months for a ceratin game
to come out for my son. It is aot
coming out. It was supposed to be
released in September, but I have
yet to see it. This game 1s ownt for
Nintendo and IBM. Why has it not
been released for the Commodore?

I have a few theories. Oumne 1s
that the writers are tired of fitting a
game into the limited memory of
the Commodore.

Another is that they are tired
of the pirating and have found mar
kets that will not pirate. There 1s
also the tendency to think that Com-
modores are only owned by children
whom no one takes very seriously.

The argument for space may
be valid, but when you comsider
that Nintendo’s use the same chip
as the Commodore, it falls apart.
The companies that are making Nin-
tendo’s have emough perserverance
to fit the game oato those disks.
This also applies to the children ar
goment. The adults who boy Nin
tendos and Segas claim to buy them
not for themselves, but for their
children. Children also have a
much higher disposable income than
years ago, and pasents are willing
to spend from thirty to fifty dollass
and more on cartridges for those
games, so why not for Commodore?

Pirating has declimed in the
Commodore realm. There is a rea-
gon for it--No one makes any mnew
games for the Commodore. While I
feel that it is bpanfair, I do see the

protection than writing
the game, they must get
quite disgnsted.

I think that in the last few
years, a mnew type of wuvser has
emerged. Look at the people who
are buoying IMAGE. Pirating is not
an issne. Even when public domain
files are on disks, there is an over-
whelming rush to purchase the files
anywav 80 that they can be the first

in their area to
have the files.
\ With the emer
=ence of the Net-
fwork, many more
people are more
aware of pirating

' problems, and
most have opted to not have pirated
files on their drives.

There has been a growing
movement away from the collection
of pirated files. I think that many

more mature EBS owners have con-

tributed to an atmosphere that 1s
conducive to gemerating pride in
owning files imstead of stealing
them. Many boards have also
proved to be highly popular and na-
tionally Lknowan anot for what
*warez” they have, but for the
lavely conversations they gensrate.
We lknow that we have
changed, but does the industry? I
think it 1s time to make the industry
aware of the znew type of Com-
modore owner, and the serionsness
of his commitment to the software
producers. I think the Commodore
market can come back to life 1f we
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speak out and tell the industry that
we are willing to boy the programs
and discourage the pirating of their
programs.

E)xtended C)lommand S)et is
a new feature that is being devel-
oped for IMAGE 1.3. Quite simply
it will give a sysop the ability to
add commands, ANY commands, to
his board at any time. No more will
it be necessary to find room for the
command in the "im” file.

ECS has it’s own editor that
will enable yom to edit existing
commands, or add or delete com-
mands.

Each command can be inds-
vidvalized. Every command casn
have it’s own access level (if de-
sired) and could even have a pass-
word assigmned. You could also
charge credit for a command. As an
expirament we charged 5 credits to
uvse the UD on Port Commodore, it
was six moanths befor amyome mno-
ticed. ;)

Commands are not limited to
a couple of letters either. Some of
those we have added include JERK
for the Jerk Award, STACK for the
"+ atack” and so on.

It is also mnot necessary to
take your board dowsn to add com-
mands. Since they are not stored in
the "im’ file there 1s no meed to re-
boot. Fuorther, since there is less
code in "im" it frees up some addi-
tional memory.
