As writer of a sgndicated C-64
column that ig carried by a growing
number of community weekly
newspaperz I operalte three 1571
disk drivesa, have three C-64/128
computere, three Commodore 1250
printera and three Star Micronica
1000C printers. This is neceggitaled
because repair gervice is extremely
glow in Vinnipeg, which iz 60
miles from my basge of operations
here in Grand Beach. 1’z just
another case of being "unable to
complain aboul the service because
1 don't get any”!

And now, due to Loadstar's articles
on 1581 drives and their convergion
to the 3.5" floppy disks o augment
their uguwal 2-disk monthlyg 5.25
format, I acquired three new 1581
drives and swilched o the more
compact Loadstar!

The 1581 drive comes with a diak
containing all the wtilitieg you
need for file-copying, full-disk
backups, changing drive numbers,
etc.

As moat Commeodore ugers know,
1541 disks will hold 664 blockes &
144 files (program, sequential, etc.)
per gide, 1571 double—formal holds
1328 blocka but atill only 144 files.
BUT...1581 drives hold a VHOPPING
3160 blocks and 296 files per disk!
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This means that gou can get 4 or
more of gour 5.25" diske on a 1581
digk!

Yhen Loadstar were contacted bga
few irale uzers wvho'd heard that
their 3.5" disks had more blocks of
conlent than the 5.25" vergion they
regponded by stating that the extra
material waz slanted toward

1381 usgersa. Thia, of courae, wasg
completely proper and of potential
value to all 3.5" enthusgiastal

I decided 1o convert ALL my Loadstar
diske to the 3. 5% format. 1 tried
Loadstar #1 but was unsuccessful; 35
of the early Loadstar disks were
gingles {like the #*1). 50 1 swilched
from #*118 and wvorked dowvnwvards
and finally reached #44 which was
uncopiable {(as were all 2-disk isgues

below thal number}!
S0 NOW LOADSTAR SHOULD
BE ABLE, WITH ALL THEIR
TOP-NOTCH INGENVUITY, TO
USE THOSE INANY EXTRA
BLOCEKS I THE 1581 FORINAT
TO COIME UP WITH 30INE

"FIXE3"?
My sincere advice 1o 1581 drive
owners is that all copyging be done
with the use of the "how-to” disk
from Commodore. The 1581 has “dip
swilchez”™ which can be get 1o
variowus drive device numbers.
The "FILECOPY " program zupplied
is unigue in many ways: it lists
all the fileg from gour source disk
and gou enter {Ylez or (NN)o as
to whether gou want it copied.
If a duplicate file shows up it will
give gou an opportunilyg o have the
original file retained or eliminated
and substituted by the duplicate.
It will advize gou when onlyg a few
filez are left.
