Happy Birthday to You!!

In this, the first issue of RetroReview,
we pay homage to one of the most influen-
tial computers in history - the one that
brought computers to the masses. Ian
Gledhill takes a look at the past, present
and future of this ever-popular machine.

Long, long ago, two things symbolised
the computers of the age - size, and price.
Then came the ZX80, and it was good. Or
rather, it was cheap - and indeed for the
price it was very good. However, the lack
of a moving display meant that the uses
for this machine were somewhat limited.
Only logical, then, that the creator of this
machine, one Clive Sinclair, should improve
this beast with a new machine capable of
moving graphics - enter the ZX81.

Retailing at under £100, and marketed
in high street shops, the ZX81 was the
first commonly available computer to hit
the home, and the first to make an impact
on the general public. Perhaps what is most
intriguing, however - certainly to the mod-
ern 'connoisseur’ - is what people have
achieved with this machine, especially given
the basic spec of 16K RAM, no colour, no
sound and a CPU managed display (so the
CPU had to cope with drawing the display
as well as running code).

The ZX81 wasn't just confined to the
UK - in fact it made a very brief appear-
ance over in the States, before it was re-
placed by the Timex 1000 - which was basi-
cally a ZX81 with 2K of RAM and a "Timex
Sinclair" badge on fop. It was also slightly
slower as the poor Z80A in it had to cope
with drawing 60 frames per second instead
of the ZX81's 50, so leaving less time for
running programs. 2 years after the birth
of the ZX81 came the TS1500 - a 16K ZX81
housed in a case similar to the Spectrum's,
complete with authentic "dead-flesh" rub-
ber keyboard. Strangely, this machine didn't
take of f very well because the other limi-
tations of the ZX81 were still present,
and people had moved on to the wonderful
world of colour and sound by this time.

There are also clones of the ZX81 to
be found - the Lambda 8300 being perhaps
one of the more often seen varieties. These
usually had sound (via a Spectrum-esque
beeper) and a couple of extra graphics in
ROM for games, like a space invader or a
running man.

However, they're not actually compat-
ible with the ZX81 unless you put a ZX81
ROM in the machine.

Although the first programs for the
ZX81 were invariably very simple - par-
ticularly those written for the 1 K ZX81,

which was the machine as it came out of
the box - one program stands out as per-
haps one of the most impressive feats of
programming. Given 1 K of memory which
must also hold the display memory. Artic
Computing somehow managed to produce a
working playable chess game. Of course it
would be beaten by later chess programs
(not least, presumably, by the 16K versionl)
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but nonetheless still a game of chess could
be played. As long as you played as black.
And had a board handy, as of course there
was ho graphical display.

The following years were overseen by
numerous ASCII-based creations, quite of-
ten of the popular arcade games of the time.
Particularly Quicksilva released a number
of reasonable quality conversions, includ-
ing QS Scramble and QS Defender, along
with Psion, also creating games such as
Sorceror's Island to fill in the gap in the
roleplaying market.

To many, however, say the word "game"
in conjunction with "ZX81" and you will get
one fast response - 3D Monster Maze.
Every computer should have a "killer app"
-inthis case, J. K. Greye Software's flag-
ship product. Long before Doom arrived on
the gamer's scene, players could be found
tapping furiously on a small grey membrane
keyboard with intermittent shouts of sur-
prise as the words "RUN - REX IS BE-
SIDE YOU" flash on the bottom of the
screen. How any game can be so atmospheric
with no sound, colour or hi-res graphics is
an ability seemingly lost to this day. Do

not try this game if you are of a nervous
disposition.

If, however, you are of a gamer's dis-
position you must surely try the grandaddy
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of the home computer sweat-inducing
adrenaline pumpers.

1983 also saw the birth of a new gen-
eration of ZX81 games. The question:
“When is a lo-res computer not a lo-res
computer?" must be answered with the
words "When Software Farm have pro-
grammed it!". It was realised that because
the CPU was in charge of the display, chang-
ing certain registers could create strange
effects - in fact, changing the "i" register
relocated the character map. So, by chang-
ing the "i" register at a particular time to
different location in memory, a different
character would be printed! Unfortunately
this could only point to the first 16K - i.e.
the ROM - so unless you owned a 64K RAM
pack which removed the ROM shadow in the
second block of 8K, or did some internal
modification, you could only use character
values which happened to be somewhere in
ROM. This was still used to great effect
in certain games, however - particularly
games such X-Tricator, a rather fine De-
fender game. CRL even released a toolkit
to allow BASIC programming in hi-res - of
course it had to come with a small booklet
to describe which values of i give which
patterns as there is no easy translation
from bit-pattern to i-value!

So where to go from here? Having
pushed the software of the '81 to its ab-
solute limits, and quite a bit further, en-
thusiasts moved onto the hardware. Even
at the time there was released a pageable,
expandable RAM pack - plug ina 16K RAM
pack to the ZX81, and then plug another
16K on top of that module. And then an-
other 16K on that.. and so on. Theoreti-
cally, even in 1983, given enough money and
a high enough ceiling, the ZX81 could have
1IMB of RAM. There were, of course, some
tiny problems with this. At about £50 per
16K, IMB would cost £3,200 - and that was
massive in those days! Secondly, the stack
would be about 5 metres tall. Lastly, and
perhaps most importantly, at a rate of 7
minutes 15 seconds for 16K (about average
for agame at the time), it would take more
than seven and a half hours to save your
program!

Luckily, insanity took over later in the
1980's and 1990's and people have created
their own projects. Take, for example, the
wonderful ZX96 creation. Up to 4MB RAM,
Floppy disk, Hard disk, parallel and serial
ports, PC/AT keyboard, LCD video control-
ler (so you can use laptop screens). This
does make you wonder if the system suf-
fers from RAM-pack wobble like all the old
‘81s did...

There has also been some hew sof tware
produced (using the word 'new' fairly lib-
erally - the all-time classic Manic Miner
has been ported to Zeddy, hi-res graphics
and all. Also, hi-res graphics are being cov-
ered more and more with packages released
to help programming in hi-res - even with a
faster display update than in lo-res model!

A Wolf in Sheep's
CIOThlng (Part #2)

By Nicholas Coplin

In part #1 we went through the basics of getfting
yourself a 64HDD set-up (64HDD is the CBM
drive emulation software for the PC). Things like
choosing a cable, selecting a PC were detailed. The
intricacies of the PC software set-up are cover in
the 64HDD User Manual, but for most folk the
software works “out-of-the-box”, just unzip...
update your PATH... and your off and loading.

64HDD is now available as version 0.7a0 meaning
that it features full 1541/71 read /write capabil-
ity and even sup- R

ports GEOS. To
make your 64HDD
set-up even more
appealing in this
part of the series I
will go through the
steps involved in
building your PC
hardware into a neat 1571 casing - to kind of give
your HDD a Commie feel.

Not for the faint hearted..

If you've ever opened the casing of a 1571, its not
hard to imagine that squeezing a PC mainboard,
power supply and other bits'n'pieces into is is not
going to be easy. The standard 1571 casing nor-
mally contains a switching PSU 5.25" drive mecha-
nism and controller board, but these components
are all designed to fit with plenty of space. In
order fo fit the PC components you will most likely
have to cut holes in the case, remove some of the
structural stiffening ribs and may be even make
some custom mounting brackets and fixturing. If
this seems too much,
perhaps this is not
the project for you.
The conversion
shown in the picture
is probably the most
you'll be able to fit.
With PSU,
mainboard 3.5" HDD
and 3.5" FDD, controller card (wu‘rh X1541 and
Pwr-Load connections) and auxiliary ports (COM
and GAME), it is what you may say "maxed out".

A lot of the heartache can be taken out of the
conversion by carefully selecting the PC parts
before you set out and by trying not to fit too
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much into the casing. Remember, you can always

decide a long the way to leave some things out of
the specification or to house them external, for

example the PSU.

PSU Installation

A small PC PSU can be installed fowards the rear
of the case. The type shown comes from a 386
Compagq PC. There are some PSUs that are smaller
than this, be sure though that the power rating
suits your intended CPU. If your PSU is a little on
the large side it is possible to fit it still by cutting
a hole through the bottom of the case because of
the PSU's height. Depending upon the other compo-
nents you will have to make fit into the case, now
is probably a good time to also some of the plastic
drive mounting posts that held the 5.25" drive in
location.

Also cut out any
other holes you may
need for example as
shown in the photo,
external ports (a
RS232 serial and a
GAME port) for future functions.

Modifications to the LPT I/O card
The X1541 (or XE1541) -
connection can be termi-
nated directly to the LPT
connector on the I/0 card.
The neatest method is to use
a small length of ribbon
cable. This particular instal- -
lation has a second cable for the parallel connec-
tion.

I/0 board installation
If the PC motherboard
you are using has no “on-
board” I/0 port and
connectors, you will need
to use a low profile I/0
card as shown. This sort ¥

of low profile card should just fit height-wise into
the case.

Drive Mounting Plate

A thin sheet of tin plate or any other sturdy
material can be used as a mounting board for the
FDD and HDD. The size of the board should be
shaped to fit the case. Two 3.5" drives will fit side
by side, but you can also sometimes fit them top-
and-bottom.

If I were to build another version, I would con-
sider a 2.5" HDD. These smaller drives can be
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found in laptops and will
result in more free room
within the case.

The FDD is optional, but it's
a handy feature to have,
especially when it comes to upgrading the 64HDD
software. You could omit it from the design, and
save yourself quite a bit of fiddling. But when it
comes fo upgrading you'll either have fo disas-
semble the system and upgrade the software on
another PC or perhaps transfer it directly via a

; SAVE from the C64 (that is
put 64HDD.EXE on a 1541
floppy and transfer it
byte-by-byte.) One other
thought I've had is pre-
installing software such as
LapLink (or the MSDOS 6
equivalent) to remotely manage the upgrade via a
RS232 serial link (you'll need o tweak the
GO64HDD batch file to have a special "EXIT"
mode).

Installation and Connection

You will find that the mounting plate can be conve-
niently supported by the ledge in the 1571 casing.
Ribbon cable for the FDC and IDE controllers
should be as short as
possible as there is
not a lot of space.
You can easily
shorten the stan-
dard cables by
loosening the IDC
plug and snipping the
cable to a new
length. Then re-
install the plug. I found mounting the drives ina
staggered and opposite facing way gave me the
easiest result. This also allows the FDD fo protude
through the 1571 facia, whilst the HDD is hidden
inside.

Main PC board
You need a micro-AT or micro-ATX form-factor
motherboard if you are going to fit within the case
and have a PSU installed. You could use a standard
AT/ATX form-factor board, but the PSU will have
to be external. The power leads from the PSU to
the mainboard may need to be extended (using
another set cut from a bad ar
PSU). Low profile memory
SIMMs are best, sometimes &
there will be enough memory —
on the main-board already.
The micro-AT boards can
be found in old 386 class
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machines, usually with an AMD386DX40 processor
which is good enough (most of the time they have
no “on-board” I/O though).

Final PCB Assembly

It was most convenient in my set-up o mount the
mainboard upside-
down over the other
components. This
installation ensures
that the PCB will not
short-circuit on the
metallic drive cas-
ings!! Alternatively
plastic sheeting or
cardboard can be
used to prevent shorts on the low voltage compo-
nents. Ensure also that the I/0 card is properly
seated.

Also shown in the photo is the small cutout in the

side of the case for the power cable. The choice
of power switch is up to you, but remember you
will be dealing with mains high voltage. The safest

thing is to ensure the case push-button switch is
on" and to not have an external switch.

The Finishing Touches

If you have a FDD in the case, you need an access
hole cut in the front panel. Also power' and achvc‘ry
LEDs can be con- .

nected (usually
there are connec-
tions on the main-
board or I/0 card).
The LED sub-assem-
bly may need a
track-connection
cut for it to work
with your specific installation. If you have fo pass
wiring across the PCB or foresee any other poten-
tial short-circuiting thick cardboard can be used
as an insulator for the low voltage areas.

ARK (.ARK) file archives

Packing:

ARK was originally written by Edward Rohr, and
supports an archive format for combining numerous
Commodore files into a single archive file. ARK formatted
archives are fairly rare, but are comparable in speed and
functionality to LYNX archives. Some believe that ARK
was a more stable and reliable program than LYNX.

To create an ARKive, select the desired files in the
source file window and click the launch button. After
entering a name for the new ARKive file (12 characters
max), the packing process will begin. The extension .ARK
will be automatically added to the name entered. If the
source and destination drives are different, the first
step will be to copy the sources files onto the destination
drive. This means that the destination disk must have
space sufficient to hold all of the source files, and must
not already have copies of the source files. If the source
and destination drives are the same, the ARKive will be
created in-place. This means that all of the source files
will be removed from the source disk directory and
replaced with the single ARKive.

Before creating the ARKive, geoBEAP will attempt to
Convert all GEOS type source files into .CVT format files.
Only in the .CVT format can GEOS files be placed into
ARKives. Finally, the source files will be placed into the
ARKive. If the source and destination drives were differ-
ent, the ARKive will appear on the destination disk, and
the source files will be unchanged on the source disk. If
the drives were the same, the source files will have been
replaced by the ARKive. During the creation of the
ARKive, a progress box will appear in the destination file
window.

geoBEAP will create a ARK V2 compliant ARKive.

Unpacking:

To unpack an ARKive, select the ARKive file from the
source file window and click the launch button. If the
source and destination drives are the same, only one
ARKive may be processed at a time, and the unpacking
will occur in-place, which means that the ARKive file will
be removed and replaced by the files which are the
contents of the ARKive. If the source and destination
drives are different, any number of ARKives may be
selected, and the ARKive files will be copied fo the
destination drive before they are unpacked. This means
that the destination disk must have sufficient space to
hold the contents of the selected ARKives.

During the unpacking process, a progress box in the
destination file window will notify the user when files
are being copied, unpacked from the ARKive, and Con-
verted back from .CVT format to the GEOS file type
format if necessary. REL (relative) files will also require
additional processing to restore side-sector links. If more
than one ARKive file was selected, a confirmation dialog
box will appear between each ARKive file.

EMUTIL single-file disk images

Packing:

The EMUTIL format was invented by the author of
this program as a disk image format for multiple comput-
ers and disk drives. The original EMUTIL program runs
on either a Commodore PET, or the C64, and is able to
create a disk image archive file from any Commodore
supported drive, including the old TEEE-488 drives, such
as the CBM 8050 and CBM 8250. This format features
support for any GEOS supported disk or partition, and a
level of compression comparable (and slightly better)
than ZipCode. Like the .D64 image archive, an EMUTIL
archive file contains an entire disk image. Unlike .D64
image archives, however, this format may be of a 1541
disk, a 1571 disk, a 1581 disk, a CMD FD2000 disk, a
CMD HD partition, or a CMD RAMLink partition. Also
worth mentioning is that, unlike the EMUTIL program,
geoBEAP will place a special extension (.RLE) at the end
of the EMUTIL archive files to better identify them.
EMUTIL does not place an extension on its archive files.
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To create one of these archives, first make sure that
the desired disk and partition are displayed in the source
drive window, that the source and destination drives are
different, and that a disk capable of holding the entire
archive file is in the destination drive. EMUTIL archive
file sizes vary considerably. A relatively blank 1571 disk
may compress to only 20k (80 blocks), while a 1571 disk
full of programs may not compress much at all (1300
blocks). Be sure to leave plenty of destination disk space
for any possible archive. Failure to do so will abort the
archival process, once the disk becomes full.

The EMUTIL RLE format does not store any informa-
tion about the original disk image format. For this reason,
embedding the type of disk from which the archive was
made (1541, 1571, etc) into the name of the archive would
be wise.

Unpacking:

To unpack one or more of these archives, select their
names in the source file window. EMUTIL image files
created with geoBEAP will have the .RLE extension.
EMUTIL image files created with EMUTIL may not. Make
sure that the destination disk is of the correct type,
which depends on the type of disk the EMUTIL file was
made from. geoBEAP will not present an error if one of
these archive files is unpacked onto the wrong type of
disk, but will likely terminate prematurely. The destina-
tion disk must also be completely formatted before
unpacking can begin. Unpacking a disk image onto an
unformatted disk will abort the process. Also remember
that unpacking a disk image will completely erase any
contents on the destination disk and replace them with
the archive contents.

If more than one image archive file has been selected,
a confirmation dialog box will appear between each
archive file. When this confirmation box appears, the
destination disk may be replaced in order to receive the
next image archive.

EMUTIL multi-file disk images

Packing:

The multi-file EMUTIL format is identical to the
EMUTIL single-file disk image format, except that the
image is conveniently broken into numerous smaller files.
Each file in a multi-file EMUTIL disk image archive
begins with a number from one on up, followed by a dash
(1-diskname, 2-diskname, etc). Multi-file EMUTIL disk
image archives created with geoBEAP will also end with
the .RLE extension. Like the single-file version of this
format, a compression algorithm comparable (read:
better) than ZipCodes will be used on the disk sectors.

To create one of these archives, first make sure that
the desired disk and partition are displayed in the source
drive window, that the source and destination drives are
different, and that a disk with at least a few hundred
blocks free is available in the destination drive. If the
destination drive is filled up during the creation of the
EMUTIL multi-file archive, a dialog box will be pre-
sented to allow a new destination disk to be inserted so
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that the process may be completed.

When clicking the launch button, the user will be
asked to give a name (max 8 characters) for the archive
file. The prefixes of a EMUTIL multi-file archive (1-, 2-,
3-, .efc) and the .RLE extension will be automatically
added to the name entered. After confirming the process,
aprogress box located near the bottom of the destination
file window will appear and update itself as the packing
process completes.

Remember that any disk errors on the source disk,
such as those used as copy protection in some commercial
programs, will abort the archival process.

Unpacking:

EMUTIL multi-file disk image archives will always
begin with a number and a dash, and those created with
geoBEAP will end with .RLE. To unpack one or more of
these archives, select the first file in each multi-file
archive pack (the one beginning with 1-) in the source file
window. Make sure that the destination drive is of the
same type that the archive pack was created from, and
that the destination disk has been completely formatted.
Un-archiving a disk image onto an unformatted disk will
abort the process. Also remember that unpacking a disk
image will completely erase any contents on the destina-
tion disk and replace them with the archive contents.

If more than one multi-file pack set has been selected,
a confirmation dialog box will appear between each
archive. When this confirmation box appears, the destina-
tion disk may be replaced in order to receive the next
image archive.

I must begin by
saying the Presentation of the CD is gorgeous, the TIE DYE
style front cover of the CD looks excellent.

Anyway on with the review, I've listed the tracks in order
and given you a run down on them all.

MOODY TUESDAY - Once this gets going it sounds very
similar to the loading music for MARTIN WALKER'S game HUNT-
ER'S MOON - Good tune.

WINTER'S SNOW - I like this, it's an uplifting little ditty
with some nice bubbly popping sort of noises. It's avery catchy
piece of music.

INDUSTRIOUS - The first time I heard this it reminded me
of the IN GAME music for INTERLACED PAIRS which isn't
surprising cos' Paul wrote all the music for that too Il

QUADRO POP - Another tune that seems to have borrowed
the voices from INTERLACED PAIRS, another great little tune.

CHRISTMAS TIME AGAIN - There's some strange voices
in this track, I've always admired Paul's music for its ability to
be nice and catchy without sounding like other composers E.G
Hubbard, Galway etc.

BREAK IT DOWN - This reminds me of those 90s Hardcore
Rave funes, It's great ! It's the kind of thing RICHARD BAYLISS
might do in one of his music demos / intros to a game.

CHEMICAL ROCK - A nice little beaty piece, it reminded me
in bits of BOMB THE BASS'S 80's tune MEGABLAST - Very
addictive.

LIVING ON FEELING - Although I'd never heard this tune
before it had a very deja-vu feel to it. It could be the familiar
sounding bass line which is sort of in the style of the game LAZY
JONES.

HAPPY SUNDAYS - Another pleasant tune, this would'nt be
out of place on the title screen of a game.

NEVER FEAR - A nice slow piece this track, it's only short
but I liked it.

LOGICALITY - This has some similarities fo those great
MANIACS OF NOISE tunes - great stuff.

WHO IS WHO? - With a title like that T was expecting
some type of DOCTOR WHO cover version, alas it was not meant
to be. however what you do get is actually the INTRO music for
INTERLACED PAIRS. For those of you not familiar with the
game it's a good catchy, easy going little piece.

THE MASTERMIND - IF this was a cryptic clue I'd have to
say MAGNUS MAGNUSON ( sorry PAUL, I'll try to be serious
now ! ) ! This tune like track 7 would'nt be out place in one of
those 1980's TASKSET games, it's darn catchy, oh and there's
some nice little sound effects in there too !

A NEW BEGINNING - Another Interlaced Pairs fune for
the C.D. This time its the in game music.

DIMENSION X - Paul goes a bit Rob Hubbardy here (?1?).
It's a hice whiney piece with a decent bit of drum in there too.

BUBBLE ROCK - This is the INTERLACED PAIRS Title mu-
sic, this has always been one of my fave XLCUS game tunes. Its
a nice happy jolly sort of tune.

ONE FINAL TIME - A slower more meaningful tune this
one, very pleasant It goes a bit KNIGHT RIDER-ESQUE to-
wards the end - cool !

PAPER CHAINS - I like this - Think PAUL KUBISZYN meets
MANIACS OF NOISE and you're half way to summing up this
music !

FORGET YOUR TROUBLES (LEAVE THEM ALL BEHIND)
- Another slow piece, It made me think of CREATURES and MAY-
HEM IN MONSTERLAND. T can quite easily imagine this tune
in a cutesy style platform game.
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FATAL INTEN-
TIONS - T personally
think a club mix of this
track would work really
well, another catchy lit-
tle ditty.

IN SEARCH OF
LOVE - A nice BLUE
MONDAY style opening
greets you with this
one, There's some nice
squealy sort of noises
going off in the back-
ground, very short but enjoyable
nonetheless.

SUMMERS DAY - A right balmy little tune this and no mis-
take, It makes me want to dance and jump around the room. It's
the kind of tune you'd expect to hear when you watch Beavis and
Butthead ( It reminded me of an MC 900 FOOT JESUS song I
once heard while watching B & B ).

POPMATIC ROCK - There's a nice crunchy bit of bass in
this, slight hints of the LAZY JONES track too - lovely !!

FEELING LONELY TONIGHT - With one or two slight al-
terations I could very easily imagine this being a BEN DAGLISH
track ( high praise indeed ).

IRRATIONAL ANTHEM - A bit of a rebellious title this
one methinks (.and why not there's nothing wrong with rebelling
against the system once in a while - ahem ! ).

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Entering the dawn of a new era through IDE 64 !

T write this article whilst listening
to my IDE CD-ROM drrive blasting (and
I do mean BLASTING) out Ultravox’s
Rare Collection, with a little help from
the Commodore 64/

Lets back track a little.

One thing that put me of f actually
buying the IDE64 Interface was the
fact that it never actually looked liked
it was ‘finished’, by that I mean be-
cause it comes as a 'bare board'’ as op-
posed to most Commodore items that are
fully enclosed in some sort of casing.
The cost was also an issue too, at £90
it is rather expensive to say the least.

So, when I was asked recently to
order one for somebody through the
CSIS I decided to buy one myself as
well. T was hoping that buying two at
once might bring the price down a bit -
it didn't, but that was more the fault
of this greedy government rather than
the makers of the IDE64.

What do you get for your £90 ?
Well at first glance it doesn’t seem that
much really, you get the IDE64 board
and a mini CD-ROM which contains the
files you need to run it (see below).
Now for my first gripe - why supply

Commodore 64 files on a CD-ROM ?
Surely a better and more Commodore
friendly way would be to supply - at
the very least - the start up filesona
1541 disk ? As I said, this is my only
major gripe with this device. As it
stands at the moment, if you don't have
access to a PC then you can't get at
these files, rendering the device com-
pletely useless to you. Even though I
have the ability to extract the files
from the CD-ROM I still found it hard

to get the files I needed due to the
rather poor instructions.

If you order the IDE64 from the
CSIS Iwill ensure you have a disk con-
taining the files you need.

The IDE64 itself requires you to get
a few things yourself, these are (pic-
tured below) a hard drive (up to 8GB),

tery (for the on-board clock) and a 1541
disk for your files.
Whilst following the instructions

given on the supplied CD-ROM (which
is a mirror image of the web site), I
installed the battery first (see above).
Note that the '+’ side of the battery is

| visible, make sure you put it in the right
- way round ! Next I fitted the IDE ca-

ble to the board, it only fits in one way
due to a hotch on the connector. After
that I fitted the furthest end of the
cable to a 125MB hard drive that I had
spare. You should have a spare connec-
tor on the IDE cable which you can con-
nect either another hard drive or a CD-
ROM drive, for the time being, I left it

empty.

As I had ordered the SuperCPU ver-
sion of the IDE64 I then connected to
the back of my test rig (c64, 1541-IT,

SCPU & CS-SuperPSU). It is important
to note that the SCPU version of the

IDE64 will not work without a SCPU.
Power for all these units came from the
CS-SuperPSU. The '‘Gender Changer
IDE' is now available for this purpose
(pictured below).

Now you can switch everything on -

you should see a new start up screen
confirming that the Commodore has
booted up in IDE-DOS.

You now need to load and run the

program ‘format4’ (from a 1541 disk),
it took me about 12mins to format the
125MB disk.

Right you've formatted your disk
and rebooted the Commodore, now
everytime you boot up you need to ac-
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cess the 'HDINIT (or HDINITI1) com-
mand to activate any IDE device(s) that
are attached.

Using the 'MAN' command will bring
up the contents of the IDE device.
There are many more commands but T
will not go into them in any detail here,
those are for you to read about and
use should you require them.

Finding your way around the
IDE64's operating system is VERY sim-
ple indeed, a few simple keystrokes will
soon have you zipping around the hard
drive and the CD-ROM within a few
seconds.

However, one mention I must make
is the CD player program that comes
with the IDE64. It is a simple music
player but it does wondrous things !
With a CD-ROM attached as a second
IDE device, you can nhow play music CD's
on your Commodore and because this
is an IDE device, you can set your fa-
vourite CD playing and then go off to
do other things with your Commodore
while the music plays on!

The only flaw here is, again, poor
documentation. It fook me about two
hours to realise that the supplied mu-
sic player program was not function-
ing, this was due to poor instructions
in the manual. Also, as before, you will
need to extract the files from the CD-
ROM!

Leaving the superb music player
aside for the time being, lets discuss
the performance in general. It has to

be said that accessing and copying
files to/from/between the IDE is so
fast that if you blink you will miss it
altogether. Copying a large file that
normally takes minutes now is com-
pleted in the blink of an eye - it is very,
VERY fast | The IDE64 leaves all its
competitors in its wake, absolutely
nothing comes close to the speed of this
device, even copying a file from a Su-
perCPU RAMdisk to a RAMLink seems
slow in comparison.

So what do you use it for then ?
Well that is up to you, personally, and
I must stress that this is a personal view-
point, I can't see much more use for it
than a simple (but exceedingly fast)
storage device. There are some pro-
grams that have been altered for use
on the IDE64 (these are supplied for
you on the CD-ROM), but these are few
and far between. Its saving grace for
me would be support for GEOS but as
yet, this is not available and in this day
and age has to be seen as a missed op-
portunity. Sadly, after my initial enthu-
siasm for this device, it is now sat ina
drawer awaiting support for GEOS so
that I canuse it fully.

At the moment it has to be said that
until it is ‘idiot proof’ then it will re-
main an expensive device with little use
to most people. Definately one for the
serious user/programmer at the mo-
ment.

If you've never seen a diskmag, it is basically a
magazine on a disk. I am going to be rating the most
recent releases in four key areas: APPEARANCE - how
the mag looks on screen and whether it has anintro,
EASE OF USE - how easy is it to use and the controls
(obvious really!), TEXT - the content and subjects cov-
ered plus the quality of the English, and MUSIC - is it
exclusive and credited? Each area carries a mark out of
5, giving a final rating out of 20.

ARACHNOPHOBIA #23 from Spiders Crew and
Role - released on a very regular 3-month schedule, with
occasional “live" party specials normally 1 side, with
associated programs on side 2 when available

APPEARANCE: this issue has some great logos from
JSL, along with a scary picture in the intro (a nude
woman being held in a spider’s web). Apart from a poor
choice of colours for the menu, the fonts used are good
with some excellent text-frame graphics. 4/5

EASE OF USE: keyboard or joystick control is very
responsive, the chapters you have read (this session) are
highlighted and do not re-load if they are in memory, and
the fades between menu and text are very good. 4/5

TEXT: the Formula 1 chapter was dropped after much
criticism (I liked it), but the unique "Birthdays" chapter is
still here. Icegirl provides a nice story each issue, along
with DVD/cinema reviews. Text is always well written in
English with few errors.

MUSIC: there are always 8 tunes per issue, with 4
exclusives from Yogibear this time (I particularly like his
