16 May - 15 September 2002, Barbican &allery, London

LEVEL 1 - There are exits to the east, north and
down.

The first task is to get into the exhibition, and it is
easy to imagine you are in a computer game when you fry
to get around the Barbican estate. Concrete ramps and
stairs take you between apartment blocks and car parks.
Of course, if I had listened to Wayne and gone straight
to the main centre, we would have had more time to look
around.

LEVEL 2 - Press button to stop lift

When we found the main entrance, it was easy to
follow the signs to the lifts and up to level 3 where the
actual exhibition was. £11 for entry may sound like a lot,
but you get a glossy brochure and all the machines are on
FREE PLAY!

LEVEL 3 - Insert coin

The actual exhibition is on a massive floor split into
sections, with a gallery running around the top of it.
Stepping through the door takes you back to 1962 and the
first section..

Early Computers and Arcade Games

The first exhibit is a PDP-1, the computer that played
the first ever game - Spacewar! Then there is a giant
videoscreen to play Pong on. All the early classics are
there - Centipede, Missile Command, Tempest - plus
another giant screen running MAME (Multi Arcade
Machine Emulator).

Home Consoles and PCs for Games

The next section covers the top 10 machines of all
time - and the Commodore 64 is included, running the
Archer Maclean classic IK+. Each machine has a panel
describing it and the game, complete with instructions.
Playing TEMPEST 2000 on the Jaguar is a surreal
experience when you are so close to the original arcade
machine, and FIGHTING STREET on the PC Engine CD-
ROM is way too tough!

Games Families

35 different consoles and machines represent the
many different types of game - puzzles, adventures
(Hitchhiker's Guide to the Galaxy), RPG, racing, football,
shoot-em-ups, fight games and so on. Then there's
simulations, online worlds, platform games.. I spent too
much time here, intrigued by the strangeness of Parappa
the Rappa 2.

The Making and Marketing of Games

A series of exhibits explain how massive titles like
the Sims, Grand Theft Auto III and Pokemon were
developed. Among the best bits here is original artwork
from the Final Fantasy games drawn by Yoshitaka Amano.

LEVEL 4 - Time is running out..

Now you have to climb the stairs and make your way
onto the gallery. Here the emphasis changes, looking at
other aspects of games.

Games Culture USA and Europe

Looking at the games in this section, it is apparent

how different the Japanese game culture is. Here we have
sports games like Tony Hawk 3 and a video of "Republic of
Revolution” (in development 3 years - and still not fin-
ished) alongside the classic Battlezone cabinet.

Games Culture Japan

Things change completely here. Now we are looking at

the influence of manga and anime on games, the merchan-
dise like stickers and the bizarre games themselves - from
the dating game Tokimeki Memorial o Sega Bass Fishing.

Character Design

Next to the Japanese section stand Mario and Sonic,
with the designer’s original character sketches and the
games To compare.

Kids Games

From Cookie Monster 1o Bob the Builder, kids have
always been targeted by games. This section also includes
the many examples of handheld game; so games T used to
play as a child are now in a museum!

Sound

More C64 relevance in this piece, with a listening post
containing SID music compiled by Chris Abbott and Jason
Mackenzie. Also, the surreal game Rez is here, a combina-
tion of stunning visuals and interactive sound.

Cinema

Games that influenced films, and films that influenced
games - from a Star Wars arcade cabinet to a poster for
Super Mario Brothers. Sadly there was no time to stop
and watch the big screen here, but the Barbican cinema
also held a season of films that are like games - The
Matrix, for example, or David Cronenberg's Existenz.

Multiplayer Games

The more the merrier, from Saturn Bomberman to
various PC network games.

Future Technology

From an interactive screen that blurs and ripples the
image as it tracks your movement, to 3D tours of new
buildings to help planners, this section was looking
forward.

Contemporary Commissions

Scattered through the exhibition were some interest-
ing and unusual pieces of art inspired by games.
Triggerhappy is like Space Invaders, but you have to shoot
the text from a philosophical essay, accompanied by
random short-wave radio samples. PING and Alien Invasion
use retro ideas to highlight political issues. There were
even "Homemade Heroes", dresses and costumes designed
by people who had never seen the game characters and had
to work from text descriptions - and they were surpris-
ingly accurate.

GAME OVER

Wayne and T only spent a couple of hours inside, but
what an amazing and interesting time it was. If you can
get there before it closes, try to.

Throughout the life of the Commodore 64, many things
are known to be 'quirky'. Some of the ‘quirks’ can be down
right annoying and very frustrating. Most people know that
PAL to NTSC program usage will result in incorrect opera-
tion, at the very least, it will cause screen colour loss. Over
the years I have massed some strange occurrences that I
would like to share with you - maybe they will explain some
of the problems that you have been having too !

RAMLink Mk1

I have in my pos-
session one of the
very first RAMLinks
to make it over to the
UK. This RAMLink
was actually pur-
chased by its origi-
nal owner when he
was holidaying in the USA. He brought it back and only
used it a few times as it never functioned correctly despite
being back to CMD several times for repairs/upgrading. I
had limited success with it myself, as it would work inter-
mittently and freeze up occasionally and sometimes it just
wouldn't start at all. Eventually it died altogether so I sent
it back to CMD to be upgraded to the latest specification (T
also ordered a brand new RAMLink as well at the same time).
When the units arrived back, the brand new RAMLink (Mk2)
worked flawlessly, the upgraded RAMLink would not even
allow the c64 to start | All was not lost though, the up-
graded RAMLink was fried inmy SX64 and the German c128,
again it worked correctly, not only that, it also works with-
out the ' jumper clip' being installed, very strange indeed.

The result : Another great device with 'unique’ char-
acteristics.

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The future for Commodore CDs

It might be worth a moment to ponder what the
future could hold for the Commodore given the
ability o have media on CD-ROM. Firstly,
consider multi-media like graphics and audio
mixed together on a mixed-mode CD. The humble
1IMHz barrier could be shattered by streaming
audio data direct from the CDA track whilst
graphic data is loaded from a temporary hard
drive cache.

A word about DVDs

DVD-ROM drives also function as CD-ROMs,
and in fact like CDs, the DVD disk can be used
to store data - not just video and audio infor-
mation. A data-DVD can be read from MSDOS
with some CD-ROM drivers. With at least
3.5GB of data on a DVD-disk, there should be
enough space for storing that game collection!

A Wolf in Sheep's
CIthlng (Part #3)

By Nicholas Coplin

Inparts #1and #2 we focussed on the basics
of setting up 64HDD, with the end product
being that your Commodore was now equipped
with access to a hard drive and tonnes of D64
files. All that was needed was a PC and the
popular X/XE1541 cable. (64HDD is the CBM
drive emulation software for the PC).

However, a lesser
known feature is
that 64HDD also
supports CD-ROMs.
In fact, 64HDD will
support any storage
device that hasa
MSDOS driver
including ZIP drives, RAM devices, and so on.
In this instalment, we will focus on a review of
CD-ROM capability.

Compact Disc Basics

Ok, so you all know what a €D is... those round
shiny gold disks that have been around since the
1980's. But there's a lot about them that may
not be known to everyone.

CD's were originally commercialised to distrib-
ute audio data, music etc, at a very high quality
digital sampling of original sound track. These
CD's have multiple tracks, one for each "song".
This type of CD format is known as CD-Audio,
or CD-A for short.

The computer industry soon caught on to the CD
as means to store datain its digital format.
These disks typically have a single "track"
which contains the data. A directory table on
this track tells the computer where to find the
particular "file". Computer CD's are called CD-
ROMs, because just like the Read-Only-
Memory within your computer, it can only be
read and not written to under normal circum-
stances.

It is possible to mix CD audio and data onto the
one CD to get what's called a mixed-mode CD.
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CD-ROMs can work across different computer
platforms providing a few design rules are
followed about setting up the directory entries.
Hence, it is possible to use a CD made on your
Macintosh with a PC or Unix box, and vice-
versa.

64HDD and CDs

A standard feature of 64HDD is to provide
access the data contents of CD-ROM. Providing
you have the necessary MSDOS device driver,
you will be able to navigate to the CD-ROM and
read data files.

Will the filenames have 16character names?
Well, this is where CD formats come into the
picture. Not all CD-ROM formats support
names longer than 8+3 characters. To access
16character filenames with 64HDD you will
need the LongFileName (LFN) plug-in, this is
regardless of the device being used as MSDOS
also restricts names to the 8+3 format. The
LFN tfools in turn require the CD-ROM format
to be in IS0O9660 (31character) format. They
will eventually also fully support Joliet disks,
but as yet some problems sometimes occur
(Joliet and IS09660 are format hames...see
your CD user manual for details).

However, 64HDD can also play audio CDs! To
do this download and install the CD-AUDIO
plug in from the
64HDD website. There
is even a simple CD-
Player available for
the €64 and Vic20.

Listening to Music

So how do you hear the "sound" from an Audio
CD you may ask? Well, there are several ways
to do this, and all are described in detail in the
documentation that comes with the CD-AUDIO
plug-in. The simplest way is to plug in a set of
headphones if your CD-ROM drive has a phono-
jack on the front panel. Not too hard really...

But did you know that the SID chip in your C64
can accept input? It sure canl And further, this
audio input can be mixed with the sounds the
SID itself can make - real fun for those SID
player music fans out there...

Commodore Magic Voice

' with this device to
produce speech and I didn't have one at the time of testing.
Anyway, I plugged in the speech cartridge and fried some
of the simple key commands - it didn't work. I tried it in
several machines (c64, c64c, c128,c128d & a c128 German
machine) and unfortunately it didn't work. Later on in the
year I acquired the Wizard Of Wor cartridge which has
speech built into it for the Magic Voice. Again, I tried it in
all the machines but yet again nothing happened. I decided
to be thankful that T had the Magic Voice for my collection
even, if it didn't work.

Later in the year I bought an SX64, NTSC version from
the USA. One day when T had the SX64 out and the Magic
Voice cartridge was lying around I decided to try it in there.
Low and behold, IT WORKED ! T retried my other machines,
nothing.

The result : The Magic Voice is an NTSC only device -
but at least it solved one of my long running problems.

Turbo Master 4Mhz Accelerator

This has exactly the same problem as the Magic Voice
cartridge. Again I
tried all my machines
with no luck at all.
The SX64 however
made the Turbo Mas-
ter sing and dance.
Yet again, the NTSC/
USA machine finds
another specific de-
* vice. I find this a bit
annoying because the
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Turbo Master I have is an ‘English’ version and was sold in
the UK by FSSL and whoever bought it must have been
VERY disappointed to find that he had been sold a turkey !

T would love to know why it is that some devices are only
NTSC/USA compatible and I invite anybody to enlighten
me.
The result : More power for my SX64 but not my UK/
German PAL machines.

And the rest ? ...

Well, I think that this is enough for now don't you ? It
Jjust goes to show that there are definite differences be-
tween UK/PAL, German/PAL and USA/NTSC machines and
devices. Some of the problems are solvable with the right
attitude and skill, some are not.

T hope that some of the above problems and solutions
have been of some help to some of you. I would like to hear
of other problems that you may have encountered and the
solutions, if any, that you came up with.

With my excite-
ment mounting I dug out some different
devices and I even went out and bought a
few brand new devices to try it out even
further.

Along with Blocks, you get a small game called ‘Monsters’,
which is also by J&F Publishing. This game is not a multi-load this
time. It is only single-file.

After loading this game and also a bit of decrunching as well.
The screen goes black and the music starts playing. The letters
start appearing on screen and then shoots down in a strange sort
of way. Then along comes the monsters logo, followed by the cred-
its. The music starts fading away and then the game decrunches.

You are presented with a title screen with a colourful logo,
with some soft sort of music playing, with credits on screen. The
title screen has two nice blue raster bars with no flickering at
all. The credits are all white text. There is no flashing, scrolling
or special effects whatsoever. Still the title screen looks very
nice, with a colourful logo at the bottom of the screen.

Pressing fire takes you to the main game. You play a pac-man
sort of character, who has to go around the maze, collecting
objects before time runs out. Monsters are roaming around the
screen frying to stop you. If you're not careful, one might bump
into you. Luckily you have energy, but if a monster touches you,
you lose a lot of energy. If you lose all your energy, game will be
over. (The same goes for running out of time)

The graphics in each level aren't always the same. Later lev-
els, the graphics and colours change, but the player and monsters
are the same colour. However on some later levels, the levels
start to look impossible, because it looks as if the player wont be
able to get to some of the objects. Well, it is not impossible
really, because the player can eat some of the bricks surrounding
the object. It's just the position of the bricks.

The game consist of two different tunes for each level. All
the tunes are pretty good, but can be ever so annoying for those
people who really dislike short repetitive tunes. The game also
has two straight blue raster bars, and also some sort of flashing
effect for the monsters logo (Probably a fake plasma routine).

The game play itself is similar o some PacMan games, but you
don't move through the maze continuously, when you let go of the
joystick. I find this game very tough to play, but it is kind of
addictive.

People have been wondering if there'll ever be any more
game reviews, as not many people are really into the techni-
cal side of the C64. In this issue, we have a full review of
a budget title release of a brand new puzzle game called
'Blocks’, from J&F Publishing and Protovision.

Because I was on holiday for a week, I did not receive
the disk before I went away, but luckily someone was at
home to collect the post. I received two disks, which I or-
dered. One was Its Magic 2 and the other game was Blocks
and Monsters. I know that there are cracked versions of
these games, but I prefer original versions myself. And that
way it supports the publishers themselves. Unfortunately
the disks did not come with a write protective tabs for the
two notches - to prevent the disk from being formatted ac-
cidentally. So I dug into my disk box and found some black
write-protect tabs to cover the notches.

The disk does not really come with any booklets or fully
threaded games instructions. It comes in a sleeve, with an-
other game on the flip side of the disk, which will be re-
viewed in a short moment (The game is called Monsters).
The disk comes with a nice professional colourful disk la-
bel with the Blocks logo, and Monsters, with (€)2002
Protovision.

When first loading datas (Using either BASIC load or
Action Replay fast load), you are first presented with a
small intro screen, with large text. After the intro has fin-
ished displaying the text, you are presented with the in-
structions screen, which shows all the icons that help you
work out and how to play the game, itself. Pressing the space
bar, the disk loads the title screen.

o,

You are presented with a fitle screen with a set of op-
tions. The title screen consists of a very pretty and mighty
colourful logo. Underneath the logo is a set of options, which
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are indicated by using a joystick to move the arrow beside
the option, and pressing fire to select. There is also an exit
option at the bottom of the screen, which will reset the C64
(Good idea). Beneath the game options is a scrolling field
of blue blocks, which probably was done by using sprite
animations ;o). The presentation also has music playing in
the background, which I quite like. When you chose the
option play game, each level will load for a short while, on
disk.

The main game itself consist of 40 levels. The whole
idea of the game is to guide a white blob (or as the authors
say 'Your hero'), pushing the flashing blocks around the
screen on to the correct pad (Marked white, or crossed).
The only problem is that you have to face the clock, and
you have only 5 lives to think which routes would be the
safest route to push the blocks, without getting the blocks
stuck in a very awkward place. Once you have pushed a
block, it will continue to move until it hits a wall. Therefore
if some pads are away from walls when you try and move
the block, it will continue to move until it makes contact
with a wall. You have to be careful though, because if a
block gets stuck in an incorrect place, you cannot move the
blocks, as the walls surround these, therefore you have to
press the back arrow key to restart that level. Any time you
restart a level, you will lose a life. You will also lose a life
if you run out of time.

Each level in the game requires a different knowledge
on where you should push and place the flashing blocks,
but some levels require different tactics when moving blocks,
because sometimes a flashing block has o stop by another
flashing block, depending where the pads are placed. Now
how are you going to be able to get out of this mad situation
whenyou're racing against the clock, and there's surround-
ing walls? Well, easy, all you need to do is think carefully,
plan a route which you think is right. If not then start the
whole level again by pressing the suicide button. However,
if all the blocks are on the pads, then you complete a level
and you are awarded a password.

The game graphics are very colourful and mainly use a
certain compressed bitmap format for the game background
and the colourful logo. The walls are colourful. Each level
has a different logo, and different or mixture of the game
background. This makes the game look more nice. There are
also 3 different tunes in each level, but if the game is over,
the last tune, which was used will be used in level 1. The

If you only buy one device for your
Commodore then make it this one - it is
SUPERB. This is such a cheap and easy to
use peripheral that there is no reason
why you all shouldn't own one yourself |

The only fly in the ointment is that
optical devices don't seem to work - yet !

I don't usually rate items as there is
usually nothing to compare them with in
this day and age, but if T had to give the
micromys a mark then it gets the full :

Mechanical : For those of you
who are not oo clear about modern
input devices, they fall into two
catorgories. The first is mechanical.
These devices have simialr technol-
ogy that the old Commodore mice
had, simply put, there is a ball un-
derneath the mouse, which, when

moved, in turn moves wheels inside
the mouse which then generates a
signal that the computer transfers
onto the screen as motion. Mechani-
cal devices are prone to dirt and
grime and need something to run on
- usually a mouse mat.

Optical : Newer devices are us-
ing optical technology. This is when
the mouse has no moving parts. This
is achieved by ‘'magic eye' sensors
reading a pattern on a ball or a spe-
cial mat. Inthe case of the most re-
cent devices, they can read imper-
fections on ANY surface - even glass
and animals !l!

Problems ? : You knew it was
too good to be true didn't you ? Well,
when I was testing the micromys, I
came accross a hurdle. Sometimes
it would not function with optical
devices. This gave me quite a head-
ache as Marko Herold specifically
said that it would work with any-
thing and T have no reason o doubt
his expertise.

After a bit of head scratching it
appeared that the SuperCPU was
causing a conflict with the optical
devices. At the moment there is no
cure for this so if you have a SCPU
then a micromys is not really much
use to you with an optical device.

T have tested the devices again
on a bare system but the problem
still persists and I can't explain why
this is the case !

Overall though I still recommend
you all get one.

The reasons for this happen-
ing are long winded, convoluted
and involve voltage outputs on

Highlights of the night (apart from meeting Andrew Fisher) had to be talking
to Kenz and his friends, watching the 3-D rendered Wizball video, and talking to
JON HARE (Sensible Software) and CARL MULLER (Speedball 2 - who reminded
me of the computer guy [Dennis Nedry] in JURASSIC PARK). A lot of Sensible
Software's opinions on computer games and the games industry (remember the
ZZAP interview with them) are very much relevant today, if hot more so than in
the 1980's.

I do hope that there is another B.I.T. event next year; perhaps the organiz-
ers might get Allan and Sean to bring their 64 setups along, and show more
people that the 64 scene is alive and kicking!

SATURDAY 22N> JUNE, 10:30am - 12:30pm - GAME ON at the Barbican

The following day Andrew's parents very kindly drove us on to the Barbican
Centre, my only gripe being that trying to find the place is very difficult and
should have been much better sign-posted. Anyway, what about the exhibition
itself? Well, it was darned marvellous!

The whole event was spread over 2 floors, there was so much to see and do,
and we could have done with more time to look around.

The first thing you see is an archway that leads you through into what I
would call the classic games area. There is a full size projection on a screen of
the game PONG to play, at the side was the first ever game Spacewar, and also
nearby were 2 different colour arcade machines of Computer Space (the blue
ohe was oh loan from Archer Maclean!) Also featured in this section were the
legendary TEMPEST, the cute & cool CRYSTAL CASTLES, Defender, Donkey
Kong and Missile Command (very simplistic but very addictive, the tracker ball
control just adds to the playability). There was also a big screen projection
with a menu of games (the MAME - Multi Arcade Machine Emulator - running
early 80's games). I kept playing Dig Dug and Gaplus, and the 64 conversions of
these are spot on. There was also one that wasn't working - Jeff Minter did an
Amiga conversion of it called Llamatron.

The next sections lead into the next stage of technology - the early 1980's
and home computers/consoles. All the great stuff was represented there, and
this was a large section indeed - it must have cost a fortune to get hold of all
these machines. I had a thrash on a 2-player Frogger game on my own(?), and also
saw a Spectrum running ANT ATTACK (by Sandy White). Our beige beast was
there of course, running IK+.

In the next section I also got to play on some consoles (I love MONKEY
BALL on the Gamecube) and watched Andrew play PARAPPA THE RAPPER 2.

When Andrew finally wrenched me away we decided to look at the upstairs
section. There were more consoles (Jaguar, X-Box, etc.) There were also more
arcade games including Battlezone and Tron, although they didn't work
(AAARGH!) SEGA and NINTENDO'S flagship characters Sonic the Hedgehog
and Mareio respectively had a small section dedicated to them. There was even a
hand drawn framed picture of Mario by his creator. There were some costumes
of Mario and co. as well. Andrew spotted a section that allowed you to listen to
Commodore 64 music on headphones - splendid.

Don't worry too much about the pulse and filter editor, be-
cause we will stick to these sounds.

Right, the next thing we shall do is create the major and
minor chords. So now we'll go to instrument #02 and edit the
ADSR to make it a little quiet compared to the other instru-
ments, waveform, pulse but leave the filter alone. So now let's
give it a try. Something like this:

AD SR WV PU FL V1 V2 V3 #02

Now enter the waveform table and enter the following for a
minor chord:

Copy instrument #02 and paste to instrument #03 and then
input 'OB' under ‘WV', leave the Pulse table then enter the wave-
form table and input the following:

There we are, a major chord. You can also do mixed chords, by
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changing the number beside the waveform. The numbers beside
the waveform are known as the sound transpositions. For exam-
ple at a different waveform address (once set) you can enter
something like:

14 4105 14 4105 14 4105
15 4105 or 15 4105 or 15 4105

You can create different sorts of wave forms for chords in
C64 SID music. It can also be interesting if you mix different
waveforms o form cool sounds, but I wont be showing you this
until next time.

We'll leave it like this for now, but before we go, I'll tell you
about what the next edition of music scene will feature. In the
next edition of Music Scene I'm going to show you how to create
your own drums and bass, and also get you started with the sec-
tor editor (Where you input your notes).

Also in future issues, I am going to look at many other fea-
tures which is always used on the DMC V5.0 music editor, includ-
ing playing with filters, switches, volumes and the new features
as well. It'll be very practical and good fun. Remember, DMC V5.0
may look boring, but it is going to be good fun.

T'll also be showing you how to mix drums inside a routine
that will play leads, so that then it will look as if you have got
more than just three voices. And finally, how to pack your lengthy
music file into a shorter file. So that you can play the music in
your own programs.

ALAN CARTRIDGE ~ CARTRIDGE CORNER

AH-HA I T'm ALAN CARTRIDGE and welcome to CARTRIDGE CORNER, this time I'm reviewing two conversions of
arcade games (shame we didn't get these sent for the arcade special but never mind).

ROBOTRON 2084
First up is this, a game from very early on in the 64's life -1983 fo be exact. I never even knew it existed on the 64
until Allan Bairstow lent me this to review. During a phone call with Andrew Fisher T also found out this is on disk too !
The basic idea is you shoot your way through one screen at a time destroying all the little men and other enemies that
come at you. Considering its age this is quite a novel little blaster. I never got to play this in the arcades, I did see an
arcade cabinet of this at the LONDON 'GAME ON' exhibition but unfortunately it wasn't working Il The only version T
have played is Llamatron (programmed by Jeff Minter (YAK) himself III) on the AMIGA 600 which is absolutely brilliant and
has several weird and wacky sound samples in-game. Technically
the 64 version isn't going to win any awards, The programmer/s
have at least put some effort into getting plenty of action on-
screen although it's not moving smoothly or quite fast enough for
my liking. I'm surprised someone hash't done a more accurate
conversion as the game engine and viewpoint in SMASH T.V is
very similar to ROBOTRON 2084. T wonder if anyone would do
an updated version of this in the arcades too ? I liked the idea of
having the option of being able to use two joysticks to control
the player. The firing method is quite clever too, if a little
tricky to get used to and certainly novel (You can fire in one
direction and move in another).

TAPPER

I've had this on cassette for years it's a classic game -
bright, bold graphics, different levels, a sense of humour (actu-
ally if it was female I'd probably ask it out lIl). The basic idea is that you take the role of a barman serving drinks.
Customers come out through swing doors and you have to serve them before they reach the end of the bar or you'll be in

T7AD . remember it but I persevered and the same levels
kept looping over and over. Now I know Tapper is old
WX— but there is no excuse even if the game is from 1984

for GAWD'S SAKE. The tape and disk versions are
both one file loaders and contain more levels than the
cartridge !l Perhaps Allan might indulge me and put a
copy of this on the cover disk Sometime ?

Trivia Point - Before anyone writes in, Yes I do
know that this was on ah ARACHNAPHOBIA diskmag
ayear or so ago. I wonder how many other games are
out there on Cartridge that we don't know about.

PLAYER 1 UF. Wayne Womersley
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Commodore C64

- A History In Pictures
from the Infinite Frontiers web site

The Commodore C64 is one of the most successful home
computers of all time, selling over 15 million units worldwide.
However, what most people may not be aware of is just how
many C64 variants there have been. In this feature, we'll bring
you details and photos of as many of these as we can, adding
more over time.

Commodore C64GS (1990)

This was Commodore's attempt to take on the console
market head on. The C646S was a modified C64
without any of the expansion ports and no
keyboard. Basically, it became a cartridge only
games console with two joystick ports. Inside it
was virtually identical to the original C64 with
just one or two minor changes with some of the
ROMs to allow for the cartridge only system
and for the enhanced joystick ports which could
now work with two independent fire buttons.

It was released primarily for the UK market at a seemingly
bargain price of £99.99, and came complete with a joystick, and
a cartridge containing four games - International Soccer, Klax,
Fiendish Freddy's Big Top Of Fun, and Flimbo's Quest. Despite
its age, International Soccer remained a classic game and was
worthy of inclusion in the pack, as was the excellent System 3
platform game, Flimbo's Quest. Klax was one of those puzzle
games that you either loved or hated, while Fiendish Freddy was
probably only included to showcase the advantages of instant
loading cartridges over tape and disk.

With it's launch, it prompted a resurgance in interest
amongst C64 publishers to look at the cartridge g
market once again as a way of both combatting
piracy and developing games that would not have
been possible on any other format. Ocean
embraced the console and very quickly released
most of their current games on cartridge and
other companies such as Psygnosis took an
increased interest in the C64 once again,
releasing a stunning conversion of their Amiga
hit, Shadow Of The Beast.

However, the C646GS wasn't without its problems. By the
time it was released, the Amiga had been on the market for
some five years and it was technically inferior to the
Megadrive and SNES. There were also only a handful of games
released for the platform despite the interest, and many
gamers were reluctant to part with their money until they saw
arange of games to choose from.

I can remember when a representative from Ocean visited a
local games store to do a promotional event regarding the
C646S and their games and they were giving away all sorts of
goodies to anyone buying any cartridges that day... I was the
only person to show any interest and as a thankyou for buying
an Ocean cartridge game, I walked home with an Ocean t-shirt
for my trouble!

That wasn't the only problem though. Because of it's poor
profile, it didn't sell particularly well and from it's original
RRP the price steadily dropped - a surefire sign of a dying
games console so early in its life. From £99.99, it dropped
within a couple of months to just £69.99, then to around £30
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and in some stores to as little as £10 and surprisingly,
consumers still weren't interested. Commodore were left with
egg on their faces (to go with the chicken head logo!) and ended
up recalling all of the unsold units...

These machines were then dismantled and converted back
into normal C64s and resold. As you can see from the second
photo, the internal workings of a C64GS were almost identical
to the original C64 and even all the expansion ports were still
there, they were just hidden in the new "biscuit” casing. The
only real difference was one or two chips which were replaced,
and the cartridge port than had been rotated, but this was
easily changed. Tt gave Commodore a cost-effective solution to
re-use parts without having to spend oo much money so at
least they didn't lose much on the C64GS fiasco.

As a result of this, there are very few
C64GS consoles in existance today. Most have
long since died or were thrown out years ago
and fo find one in working order is rare, let
alone finding one still in it's original packaging.
The one T had was in perfect condition, boxed
. and was in mint condition (see the top photo)
and the only reason I parted with mine was
because it was going to a C64 organisation
(Commodore Scene) who were going fo treat it
with the care and respect that such a rare
item deserves.

What was such a pity for the C64GS was that there were
so few existing C64 owners who were aware that C64GS games
could run on ANY C64. Most games had the option of using the
spacebar or another key to substitute for the missing second
fire button, and gamers would have found some superb titles if
they had given them a try.

If more people had known about this then I'm sure game
sales would have been much higher and would have resulted ina
flood of cartridge games and possibly even and
extended life for the console itself. Again
though, as with so many of Commodore’s exper:i-
# mental machines, it was this lack of awareness

| that lead to its ultimate downfall.

This is certainly one of the true collectors
items in terms of the Commdore C64. It's arare
! machine to find at the best of times and if you
ever see one at a car boot sale or being adver-
tised in a local paper then grab it while you can.
If you ever find one still boxed and in mint condition, get your
cheque book ready as I doubt that you'll ever come across
another one of these again on your travels.

Tt has to be said that the C64GS really was a great
machine and when I finally sold mine earlier this year, it was
with a great deal of reluctance. There were some great games
available for it with Shadow Of The Beast being far superior
to the Amiga original, and it really showed just what the C64
was capable of. If only a few more publishers had released
games on cartridge, it could have been a very different story
altogether.

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This issue, we take a look at DMC V5.0. First of all we shall
look at the sound editor, followed by other parts and functions
of the music creator.

After the success of Grafitty's and Panic Designs version of
the DMC V4.0 music player (a music editor), which I gave away
with €529 on the cover disk. Graffity had launched a brand new
version of the DMC music editor (DMC V5.0). Many composers,
such as Fanta, PVCF/Reflex, PRI/TIA, SYNDROM/TIA and my-
self used DMC V4.0 to harmonise and create loads of great music
on the C64 :) Later on, those cool composers got to grips with
DMC V5.0 and more of the demo scene got to grips with the music
editor.

What does DMC V5.0 look like? Well, the user interface of
this music editor looks worse compared to DMC V4.0, but it is
not looks that counts. It is the composer itself. The DMC V5.0
has more built functions to enhance your own sounds. Okay, so
this music editor does not have a live-play sythesizer, unlike
DMC V4.0 but does that really matter? Live-play is not really
that important.

In fact this is how DMC V5.0 really looks.

How simple is DMC V5.0 compared to DMC V4.0? Well, not as
easy as V4.0 and V2.0, in fact the music editor is even tricky to
use, but is still kind of straight forward. It's also on this issue's
cover disk, along with an instructions file :0) Before you carry
on to this tutorial, please read the instructions file from the
menu screen because I put all three files together into one file.

Okay, enough about the nitty-gritty theory. We are
going to have some fun :0)

we'll start and create our own sounds for our own
instruments. Enter the sound editor pressing SHIFT+S.

T have numbered the diagram to show you what the
functions for each section (pictured to right).

These functions do as follows:

1. Attack/Decay: This is for the volume duration/
length of a single note.

2. Sustain/Release: You can control the volumes. For exam-
ple, fade in and fade out
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3. Waveform: This function jumps to the wave table for your
instrument.

4. Pulse: If you set $41 or $49 as your waveform you can set

your own pulse to make the sounds sort of cool

5. Filter: This points fo the filter table, which is very handy
for making your synthesized sounds sound pretty cool.

6. Vibrato #1
7. Vibrato #2
8. Vibrato #3
9. The instrument number. which you are editing.

10. Waveform table: This is where you input the parameters
for your sounds to form your own instruments.

11. Pulse table: A table where you input the parameters to
form your own pulse for any instruments that use $41, $49, etc.
for the voices.

12. Filter table: A table for your own data for the filtered
effects.

The sounds are as follows:

$11, $13, $15, $17, $19 - Triangle
$21, $23, $25, $27, $29 - Sawtooth
$31, $33, $35, $37, $39 - Sawtooth 2
$41, $43, $45, $47, $49 - Pulse

$51, $53, $55, $57, $59 - Pulse 2
$61, $63, $65, $67, $69 - Pulse 3
$71, $73, $75, $77, $79 - Sawtooth 3
$81, $89 - White Noise

$90 xx - Loop voice at xx

Now you know what functions these are and do, it is now time
for some practical (music composing).

Right, now let's create our first instrument. Our first in-
strument is a lead. Here's how you should create it :0)

Now for a preview on the new "6EOS" upgrade from
this side of the pond...

T hope you have all heard of "MegaPatch” or MP3 from
Germany by Markus Kanet (C64) and Wolfgang Grimm
(C128). Both Versions have the same functions and the
same Specification, just the basic system requirements
differ slightly (See Below).

System requirements MP3-64....

A C=64/128 (PAL or NTSC), a 1541 (for installation)
and an REU minimum 192K, preferably more. GEOS V1.3
upwards 64/128, US or German Version.

System requirements MP3-128....

As above + 1571 for installation, GEOS128 V1.3
upwards, 64k VDC is required for Both MP3-128 and
TopDesk64/128, 192k of Ram will work but IF you want
to use the "Task Switcher” and "Spooler” you will need
MUCH more (the switcher uses 3 * 64k banks per Task
(128 Version).

1 Meg will be ok although 2 Meg is a better option if
you want to have a Ram-Disk installed as well. For exam-
ple if you use a Ramlink create a 1 Meg DACC or if you
have an SCPU use the RamCard, up o 4Meg is supported.

SCPU recommended (both versions). Both Versions
support most types of Ram, C=REU, geoRAM, BBGRAM,
RamLink, SCPU + Ramcard.

This new upgrade for GEOS fixes many bugs that are
in the original GEOS kernal and a lot of new routines
have been added and improved. A new TopDesk V4.1
which will use MP3's enhanced routines is available.

I had been Beta testing the software for some time
now with various setups, testing at 1IMhz and 20 Mhz,
HD/RL/FD/REU etc and it runs very well!

Now its ready lets explore it some more..

Installation both versions.

Boot your normal GEOS system, then you need fo run
the "Start-MP###" file, T would recommend that you
copy it over to your Fastest Drive.

After some time (Depending on which drive you have
used) the Packed file will be checked. You then follow
the on screen prompts and select which drive the files are
to be unpacked to (A to D). You will then be asked if you
want a "New" mouse driver created, very useful if you

are using an SCPU. It then makes the disk you unpacked
the Files to "bootable” and then returns you to the DESK-
TOP.

You will be able to create a Boot disk on any drive (A
to D), but NOT 64net or RAM1541. MP3 will detect the
current RAM-expansion you are using and configure its
self for use with it. If you wish you can change your
Configuration by running the GEOS.RESET File and you
will then be presented with a menu showing your various
RAM options and different DACC partitions available to
use.

The first impressions. .

The first noticable change after installation will be
the "Menus", if you move your pointer to the menus at the
top of the DESKTOP or Application your using , you
MegaPatch 3 Review will see that they will now invert as
you move along the menu, so its much easier to see where
your "Pointer” is. Click on the geos option and the box will
be inverted where the pointer is as you move it down the
menu. Your pointer will not go past the bottom of a
"Pulled Down" menu now, something I found annoying
before using MP3 or TopDesk, but if you don't like this
option it can be turned OFF in the GEOS.Editor.
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Another example, now if you click on the "DeskTop
info" from the "geos” menu, the Info Box that appears is
now in colour. All Information boxes and Dialogue Boxes
in ANY programme are now in Colour.

New File-Selector.

T will use geoWRITE as an example, open geoWRITE
and select OPEN from the DBox. And you are now pre-
sented with the New File-Selector. As you can see all the
new Options available, change partitions with the Disk
icon, File Information (Which you can turn off, if you
like) change the Write Protect of a File, you can sort the
current Directory, select the File by typing in the name or
by Double Clicking it and now there's no 15 File limit, it is
now 254 files.

All 4 Drive Icons will be shown if you have the
Patches, so you could start a document from drive *D"
while the Application is on drive "C" for example. This is a
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very useful thing to have..
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Screen Picture

I did the Screen Shots with MP3-128, It is activated
by a C= and CTRL key (or with the new version of
TopDesk click on the New “geos"” icon). If you have
installed the GEOS128.TaskMse Application you can click
both mouse keys. This actually brings up the Switcher
(The "Screen Picture"” is one of the options available in
the Task Switcher).

Now you have a Screen you wish to use, with say a
menu rolled down, its just a matter of bringing up the
Switcher and choose the Screen Picture option. You now
have the choice of renaming the Shot or use its default
using the Current Time, select which Drive you want it
saved to A to D. Its as easy as that. Note.. RL/HD users, it
only saves the Screen Shot to the Current Partition your
using.

GEOS Editor

This is the new Configure File where you can change a
number of options. The first box is where you can
configure your drives, add more or change one, ALL types
are supported ie RAM1541/71/81/Native, RamLink/FD/
HD every type of Partition and a DOS driver for FDxxxx
and 1581 drives, allowing you read DOS disks.

Imagine a large Native Partition onyour HD or
Ramlink. And if you do try a setup thats not possible there
are Information boxes that will warn you of this.

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Other options can be changed like switching the SCPU
optimizing on/off, switch to 1 Mhz, Toggle the various
GEOS menu functions like the cursor speed, turn the
coloured boxes on/off.

You can install the Printer Spooler, Choose a Screen
Saver, Reserve a RAM Bank, to avoid conflicts, select the
size of the Spooler memory and so on. A very well thought
out and easy to use Application.
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Task Switcher

You can have up to 9 applications (if you have enough
RAM) Open and switch between them with a simple Key
Press. If you have say geoPAINT, geoWRITE all ready
opened in the Switcher, its just a matter of jumping from
geoPAINT to the Switcher and choose geoWRITE all with
asimple "C= CTRL" key or click both mouse keys. All VERY
easy ho more opening and closing, jumping partitions
etc..... Update your projects First though.

PLEASE NOTE...
It is not possible to switch tasks when a Dialogue box
s open..

You can install a new printer driver from within the
Application your using, call up a DA from any Drive and it
will be opened from the Current Application your in, and
the Screen picture mentioned before.

Printer Spooler

This is very useful, obviously it can not be as good as
the PC systems but it works very well. If you have the
Spooler option turned on, upon selecting the file for
printing from the file menu the normal DBox pops up,
after clicking “ok" for printing an indicator appears up in
the corner of the screen showing the percentage of Ram
used while the doc is being "Dumped" into memory for
printing later. A pre determined time can be set in the
GEOS.Editor before the Spooler " jumps"” in ready for real
printing of the Doc or you can turn it of f and start it
from the Switcher. The Spooler also has an indicator that
shows the percentage of memory used.

You can also change the Active printer from here as
well before you print and have the choice of choosing
how many copies you want to print, select pages odd/even
and so on.
