Why do you own and operate a 
Commodore computer? Why are you a 
member o f the Commodore Users o f 
Wichita?

I  would venture to 
guess that most o f us bought our machines back when Commodore 
was in its heyday. The rest probably just recently bought their 
firs t computer thinking it was about time you learned something 
about those machines and the Commodore was cheap. Now most 
o f us long-time Commodore users have another brand as w ell. So 
why do you have a Commodore?

Some have a 128, Super 
CPU, RamLink, or a hard drive. That represents quite an 
investment. They were quite the machine in  their day. Fact is 
they can s till do more than most give then credit.

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Random Access

A  near disaster fo r me happened while I 
was working on the October newsletter. 
There are a couple o f lessons to be

learned from it, so perm it me to relate the story:

I  had been keeping several months worth o f ‘ ‘Looking at GEOS’ ’ 
articles on hand in  a R AM link partition. Stored along w ith them 
were most o f the other geo W rite documents I had written over 
several years (letters and such). W hile working on the newsletter, I 
realized that it was time to pull another group o f ‘ ‘Looking at 
GEOS’ ’ articles from floppy and convert them from SEQ to 
geoWrite format. A fter copying the next six files into my 
R AM link, I fired up WrongIsWrite v8 to do the conversion. I 
wasn’t paying close enough attention to the free space, because the 
room available wasn’t adequate to hold everything.

Now, this shouldn’t have been a problem, except that 
WrongIsWrite (which does an excellent job o f converting 
documents) doesn’t seem to pay any attention to disk status. It 
completely ignored the fact that the partition had become fu ll and 
continued m errily on its way, w riting to bogus tracks and trashing 
other files in the process. When I realized what was happening, I 
immediately backed up the partition w ith MCOPY, a b it copier. A 
verify from the GEOS Desktop confirmed the bad news and I was 
forced to reformat the partition. By using a backup I had made 
prior to this incident, along w ith the new backup, I was able to 
recover a ll o f the files that I needed. There were about two dozen 
files on the immediate backup that did not appear on the earlier 
backup.

M y story has a happy ending. A ll that I lost was the time required 
to reconstruct my R AM link partition. But it could have been 
much, much worse.

L essons learned or reinforced:
1. Regularly make backup copies o f your data.
2. Keep your original program disks and backup data disks in a 

safe place away from your computer.
3. As soon as your recognize a problem has occurred, don’t 

panic. Make another backup. I f  you are lucky, you may be 
able to recover the changes made since your last regular 
backup.

4. Beware when using WrongIsWrite on a near-full disk.
5. When coding software that writes to disk, check the 

input/output status after every write operation.

I can’t emphasize enough how important Lesson number 1 is. In  
these days o f large-capacity hard drives, it  is easy to say, ‘ ‘Backups 
take too much time and too many floppies. I can’t be bothered.’ ’ 
Take my word for it, losing an important document w ill bother 
you even more.
