You discuss in your letter about
using geoPsint, thet you encountered &
problern when you are in Pixel Edit
Mode (Color On), and try to change
Pixel colors. The proklem is that they
chenge in = 8x8 pixel klock, snd the
color next to it also chenges. This is
not & prohlem with geoPsint, or GEOS,
What you have encountered is s
herdwsre relsted festure of the VIC
chip in the Commodore,

To explain this clesrly, | need to
digress slightly from GEOS and the
High-Resolution (hi-res) pixel edit
mode. What follows is & concise
explanstion of the hardwsre of the
Commodaore VIC chip,

The VIC chip allows only four
colors in eny Bx8 pixel aree If you try
to use more then 4 colors in an Bx8
block, one color will 'splssh' into
snother. You must be cereful when
using raultiple colors in & small area
The four colors ere obtained hy
switching ON different 'hit peirs' on
the hi-res screen,

Bit Pattern Color Mem Locstion in VIC

00 53281 Bsckground Color

01 53285  Multicolor Register 1
10 B3287-532084 Color Registers
11 83286 Multicolor Register 2

you have to redraw the section of the
display thet wes under the grid lines,
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Now sfter thst lengthy
explanstion my question is this : Is
there a utility or program thet will
trensfer a geoPaint drawing {that is
lerger than the drawing window) into
a photo album, without having to
dissect it into sections 7,

You refer to geoPsint and the
trensferring of & grephic to @
geoWrite documnent, The drawing is
larger than the geoPsintl28 40780
column drawing/edit window, and
the Manusls reference to sctivating
the grid lines kefore copying the
drawing into a photo scrap to paste
into sn slbum,

As you suspect, there sre GEOS
utility progrems swedleble thet will
trensfer & geoPeaint graphic that is
lerger than the edit window into &
photo  screp, without heving to
dissect it into secters, via the grid,
and much eesier than the Manusl lets
on,

Two things to note here

1) Some of the Public Domain
GEOS utilities thst will enskle to
meke & scrap of & lerger than edit
window graphic are &) Scraplt! by
MW.Schell of Baltimore MD USA
this is ean extremely versstile
converting snd scrap meking utility.
k) PaintScrepv2l by D. Seitz of
Qeklend CA USA s very

uncormplicated scrap meking utility, c)
BigClipper eand BigClippervd.0 kv
N.J.Vrtis of Kentwood Ml USA &
slightly more complicated scrap
meking utility. There sre more but this
will do for now.

2) The drewheck of making lerge
Screps using these utilities is thst
geoWrite will not sccept them. This
defeats your very purpose | know. Any
graphics lerger in depth than the
normal geoPaint Edit window, will be
too large for geoWrite, You would need
to use geoPullish to mske use of these
lerger clips in their entirety.

There is good news though, For
my own purposes | heve indeed
trensferred grephics larger then the
edit window to geoWrite with
complete success. I decided that it
should be possible end set shout &
method to meske it so. Whst follows is
one of my secrets to schieving this.

i} In geoPeint and st the top of
your document snd graphic, use the
Edit tool from the tool menu, and
click on the spsnner to meke the tocl
kit clesr off the screen. Draw your Edit
kox from the top left corner to the
kottom right corner, snd click it
there, Then from the Edit Menv,
select Copy. Now you must be precise
here. Memorize the exect pixel
position on yowr grsphic thst the
kottom section of the edit hox is
covering, This is reslly important to
the success of your operstion. Next,
when you sre sure of the position, call
up the photo mansger from the Geos
Menu and peste in this edit window
sized screp. Quit the album heck to
geoPaint,

ii) Now from the tools menu select
the movwe tool arrows to scroll the
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geoPsint pege up until you can see
koth the mernorized position of the
bottom most pixel and the end of
your grephic, Okay Now, using the
edit tool sgain with the toolkit gone,
select the region starting from the
left most side of your geoPsint psge,
including thet memorized pixel
location in the document, end
continue until you are below the
bottom point of your graphic. Now
click to make the edit box stay put,
Then from the Edit Menu, sslect
Copy sgsin. When the screp is
finished, check the edit box to make
sure it did not shift from yowr
memorized pixel of the end of the
previous scrap. If &l is in crder, call
up the photo meneger from the Geos
Menu, snd paste the second scrap
inta the album efter the other one.

iif) Now you must go to geoWrite
end the document you went your
graphic in. Go to the position in your
document to plece your graphic, end
click to bring cursor to this plsce,
Cell up the photo meansger from the
Geos Menu and meke a scrap of the
first section of your graphic you
pleced in the slbum, This section of
yowr documnent should hawe no
mergins, and should be full justified,
Now, from the Edit Menv, sslect
peste, and from the following menu
select Screp. geoWrite will paste the
graphic in, leaving the cursor waiting
below this grsphic. Cell up photo
meansger sgsin and meake & scrap of
the second part of your grephic, end
quit the slbum. Agein from the Edit
Menu, select peste, snd acrep,
geoWrite will plece this screp
directly below the previous one.

Provided you performed the

copy procedure correctly from
geoPeint, the two pieces of the graphic
should come together without sesms,
so overcoming geoWrites dislike for
large scraps, but also getting your
whole grephic in the document.
