CUSTOMIZING YOUR C128D
By Lawrence Chin

Commodore left off many options for the C128D that came with a plain Cl128 and
external 1571. The C128D drive reset button is also recessed and is difficult to press
with your fingers. You might want to use an external drive as drive 8 so you can retain
the C128D internal 1571 as a backup. That way, you can still use your C128D while the
external drive is being serviced. Unfortunately, device number change switches were not
included on the C128D so you must use a program to change the device number. Suppose you
are a SYSOP that just got a new hard drive. You want to set the hard drive as device 8 so
the BBS software will autoboot after a power failure or reset, but the C128D internal 1571

is preset to device 8. Or you have been considering a C128D upgrade to include some
additional features.

will customize a C128D for $85.00. Please contact NMr. Walser either via phone or mail
BEFORE sending your C128D to discuss what enhancements are to be included and whether or
not you want connectors so the modifications can be easily detached. I am sure the price
can be adjusted to reflect the amount of modifications. Please include a SASE if you
decide to write a letter. On the front of the C128D, six mini toggle switches are
installed. The switches include JiffyDOS enable/disable, intermal 1571 enable/disable,
device number change, write protect auto/manual, and write protect enable/disable. The
drive reset opening is widened into a circle and a protruding reset button is installed.

All enhancements are linked via connectors where applicable so the upgrades can easily be
detached for service.

Jif£fyDOS enable/disable will switch between the JiffyDOS and stock ROM. Of course,
you must already have JiffyDOS in your C128D for this switch to work. Internal 1571
enable/disable adds or rsmovss the 15710 from <the serial bus. This feature is the
equivalent of plugging or unplugging an external 1571 from the serial bus. Installing a
switch to remove power from the 1571D is too complex because of the dual power entry
points. Device number change consists of two switches that allow the 1571D to be defined
as device 8, 9, 10, or 11. \Write protect auto/manual allows the 1571D write protect
mechanism to function normally or allows write protect status to be designated by the
write protect enable/disable switch. This feature is handy for write protecting a disk in
the 1571D without covering the write protect notch or formatting the other side of a
single side disk in the 1571D without the need to punch a notch.

I had a local technician install the six mini toggle switches on the front of the
C128D so I cannot vouch for Computer U.S.E.R.S. craftsmanship on this aspect of the C128D
modifications. This technician would only do this task and told me that the C128D
modifications were too complex. Fortunately, Mr. Walser had the skill to do the job. I
am quite pleased with the modifications. Now, my C128D is the hi tech piece of equipment
that I had always wanted. However, there were a few quirks. I had to return my C128D
several times because the internal 1571 did not function correctly. This problem may have
been caused by an inherent drive defect, damage during transit, or an oversight in shop.
The cause could not be determined in the specified time frame as I needed the C128D for
school. In any case, the drive mechanism was entirely replaced. The new drive mechanism
is surprisingly quiet as compared with the old mechanism. When write protect auto/manual
is set to manual position, the 1571D will not initialize another disk when inserted even
though the circuitry for doing this task has been implemented. So when write protect
auto/manual is set to the manual position, you will have to move the write protect
enable/disable switch to the other position then back again or send the initialize DOS
command. Either step must be taken whenever another disk is placed in the 1571D.
Otherwise, the disk might be corrupted as the BAM is not updated to reflect the disk
content. However, this procedure need not be performed when write protect auto/manual is
in the auto position as the 1571D will automatically do the task.
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THE 64/128 MEETS THE VCR

Lately, we have had much discussion in the CML about using our computers to create

video titles. We have discussed programs that are good for video titles, and ways to hook\_/

up the computer to the VCR. 1I'd like to look at the many uses of some cheap, readily
available, and easy to install hardware components that you can buy to help you in making
your video title screens.

What are these magical components? RCA-type cables and connectors, of course. There
are many connectors and cables available, each costing not much more than a dollar or two.
These versatile cables and connectors can be used for audio or video with your computer
and VCR, as well as other equipment such as your stereo system or tape recorder.

The basic essentials are two cables, each with a male RCA plug on each end. These
plugs should be similar to the plugs on the cable that connects your computer to your
monitor. The cable which came with your computer to connect it to the modulator for using
the TV as a monitor is one such cable; you can buy another in the electronics section of
your favorite department store. If your computer is close enough to your VCR, you may not
need any cables; if you want to use sound and video from two separate sources, you will
need at least one cable.

Many different connectors will come in handy. One type provides a jack for the
RCA plug on one side, and a 3.5mm plug on the other. This is useful for connecting to a
monaural (non-stereo) tape recorder for audio. (Incidentally, two of these, two tape
recorders, and one cable will allow you to make clean copies of non-stereo audio tapes.)
Another type of connector allows you to connect two cables, giving you one long cable. I
use this setup because my VCR is one room away from my computer, and it's easier to string
cables across a room than to move the VCR each time I want to use it.

Now that we've covered the equipment, let's get set up to record a title screen. You
can use audio or video from any 64 or 128 40-column programs you like. MNovie Maker ($14
from Electronic Arts and available elsewhere for under $10) provides some simple animation
tools, or you might try a simple Doodle or Koala slideshow, or the Screen Magic feature of
the Print Shop if you're careful. Sound can come from your favorite game, SIDPIC/Si¢
Editor file, or any other sound program you have, or you can use your favorite song from
that rock 'n roll album you bought last week.

1f you are using sound and video from separate sources, you will need to first get
the soundtrack onto an audio tape. The rock album should be fine as-is if it's a cassette,
but if it's a CD or record you may have to put it on tape unless your CD player or record
player has a RCA jack or earphone jack. (Often stereo systems use RCA jacks to connect the
speakers to the console; you can use one of these as your audio source. Y-cables are also
available, so you can use both as your audio source. Using the earphone jack may require a
stereo-to-mono converter, which is just a plug that should be under $3.)

Once you've got the audio on tape, load up the software that you want to use for the
video and get it ready to play. Get the audio set to play, too. Look on the back of your
VCR: you should see a set of RCA jacks labelled Audio In, Audio Out, Video In, Video Out.
Plug your video source into the Video In jack: either use the RCA plug coming out of your
monitor directly, or extend it with plugs and cables. Plug your audio source into the
Audio In jack on the VCR: string a cable from the VCR to the audio source, wusing the
appropriate connector. Signal the VCR to record, and start your audio and video rolling.
Hopefully, the result will be a nice title screen for your video tape. You can use more
cables to string the VCR's output back to your monitor to watch the progress of your
recording, or you can watch it on a TV if there is one still connected to the VCR.

This is just one of the many uses for RCA cables and connectors. Once you understand
this process, you can try to be a little adventurous with a stereo system and try some
low-quality sound mixing for an interesting sound track. Above all, have fun with it.

Iost
Basic and ML programs (but not sequential files), can be stored in the box, using a simpie
utility that is provided. A stored program can be loaded into your computer instantly, and
run, with a three character code. The cartridge has a 10-year lithium battery.

The QBB is available from the maker, Brown Boxes, 26 Concord Rd. Bedford, MA. 01730,
in 16K, 32K, 64K, 128K and 256K versions. Briwall advertises the 128K and 256K boxes, and
can provide the 64K. Their prices are a little lower than the manufacturer's.

The QBB can be used as a RAM disk which will not lose its data when you turn off vyour
computer. Programmers, or those who type in programs, can choose to save/replace their
current version of a program instantly with two keystrokes. If the power fails, the most
recent version of your program is safe in the box.

If you consider investing in a QBB, here are points to consider. A QBB can hold C-64
programs or C-128 programs but not both at one time. The advertising says "up to 30
programs can be stored in a QBB", but a 64K box, for example, can only hold 255 blocks
worth of programs. I wish I had known these facts before I made my decision to buy. I have
two 64K QBBs. I am reasonably pleased with my purchase, but wish better information had
been available. My box devoted to 128 programs is given over to a special QBB version of
TWS 128. Ny 64 box contains "Power Driver Comal" and a few most-used utilities.
