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the Amiga 
enters its second year, its software base has ex­
panded greatly. Nowhere is this more apparent 
than in two software categories for home users: 
education and entertainment. Because 
good educational software is 
usually entertaining and allows 
students to enjoy learning, these 
two categories often intertwine. 

Entertainment programs that 
endure and have the highest 
replayability often require a good 
deal of mental agi li ty and manual 
dexterity. Many Amiga programs 
fit this description. It becomes 
hard for users to tell what they 
are doing most, learning or hav­
ing fun . 

The Amiga is well suited to run 
both software categories. Its 
speed, sound and graphics capa· 
bilities allow programmers to 
simulate an extraordinary range 
of activities. Users can fl y jets, 
joust with knights or become 
19th·century pioneers crossing the 
great plains and settling the 
American West. 

Educational Software 
A substantial number of com· 

panies have begun shipping a va· 
riety of educationally oriented 
programs for every age group. 

For preschoolers, you can get 
The Talking Colon·llg Book ($29.95) 
from JMH Software, which is a 
simple painting program that con· 
tains a collection of predrawn pic· 
tures that can be colored over and 
over again. The program also has 
a simple drawing pad that can be 
used to create new pictures, 
which can be stored to disk along 
with the supplied images. While 
entertaining, this product also 
uses the Amiga's built·in speech 
capability to teach color recog· 
nition. 

First Byte produces Firsl Shapes 
($49.95), aimed at 3· to 8· 
year·olds. It teaches shape recog·

nition and matching and uses the 
Amiga's speech synthesizer to talk 
to children. Users can also com­
bine shapes to make toys or more 
complex recognizable objects. 

For older children, a large num­
ber of programs are available that 
help in reading, math, social 
sciences, languages, spelling and 
everything in between. 

To teach spelling and word 
recognition, there is Discovery Spell 
($39.95) from Micro Illusions. 
Users are crew members of a 
spaceship that has had an acci­
dent, which has caused the ship's 
energy crystals to be scattered 
about. They must search the ship 
and 'collect the crystals, avoiding 
some weird alien creatures that 
have also gotten loose. 

Closed doors inside the ship can 
only be opened by correctly spell­
ing words chosen at random by 
the ship's computer. Because its 
word lists vary in difficulty, the 
program is suited to all age levels, 
including adults. The graphics are 
excellent, the animation is good 
and children like to play the 
game. We recommend it highly_ 

Another good spelling tutorial 
with speech capability is Speller 
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Bee ($59 .95) from First Byte. Chil­
dren from preschool through sixth 
grade can play the games this 
program offers, which teach spell­
ing and word recognition. 

MicroEd offers a large range of 
educational packages. For spelling 
practice, there's Spellillg Series Lev­
els 2-6 (529.95 each) and The 
Spelling Detective Game ($39 .95). 

The company also offers a num­
ber of reading programs, such as 
Begillnillg Readillg 1-4 (829.95 
each), Basic Grammar ($29.95), 
Word Demons ($29.95) and Vocabu ­
lary Series ($49.95, high-school 
level). 

All MicroEd programs are writ­
ten by teachers, and most are 
written in AmigaBASIC. 

First Byte makes a very good 
reading package called KidTalk 
($59.95). Designed for small chil­
dren through the sixth grade, it 
teaches reading and has a simple 
word processor that can be used 
for small writing tasks. 

Queue In tellectual Software 
offers a number of worthwhile 
spelling and reading programs. It 
produces How To Spell ($39 .95), 
Lessons ill Readi1lg alld Reasollillg 
($149 .95), Reading Mvenlt""'s I-III 
($39.95 to $59.95 each), Reading 
alld Thillking I-III (554.95 each), 
Comprehellsive Gramlllar I-II 
($54.95 each), Making Words Work 

(S44.95), Logical, Clear Sellte/ues 
(854.95), Selecting The Best Ap­
proach ($44.95), Making Sentellces 
Work ($44.95), Using Words Correct­
ly ($44.95), Practical Vocabulary 
($54 .95), Vocabulary Mvenl",es 1-3 
($59.95 each) and many others. 

The Other Guys offers a spell­
ing program called Spellman 
($39.95), an elementary-level 
learning package. 

Mathematics has not been for­
gotten by producers of Amiga 
software. One good program is 
DiscovelY Malh ($39.95) from 
Micro Illusions. It uses the same 
spaceship format as Discovery 
Spell, only this time users must 
answer math problems to open 
the ship's doors. Like its spelling 
counterpart, Discovery Malh offers 
a wide range of difficulty levels. 

The Other Guys makes Md­
Man ($39.95), an elementary math

tutor. MalhTalk ($59.95), also 
aimed at elementary-school chil­
dren, is from First Byte. It uses 
sound, speech and graphics to 
teach math fundamentals. 

Junior-high to college-level 
mathematics are well covered by 
'II-ue Basic's math series. All pro­
grams in this series, which are 
written and compiled with Tnte 
Basic, use graphics to teach and 
illustrate various mid to high-level 
math concepts. Available in this 
series are Algebra ($49 .95), 
Trigonometry ($49.95), Pre-Calcuills 
($49 .95), Calwills ($49.95), Discrete 
Math ($49.95), Probability ($49.95) , 
Chipelldale ($49.95) and Tnle Sial 
(879.95). The latter two programs 
cover statistics. 
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There are a large number of 
educational programs for the Ami­
ga aimed at the social sciences, 
history, geography and foreign 
languages. 

MicroEd makes Th e Lewis and 
Clark Expedilion (889.95), Across 
Ihe Plains (S59.95), Fur Trade of 
Ihe Great Lakes (S79.95), Making 
Our COllslilulion (879.95) and Th e 
Transconlinellial Railroad (S39. 95). 

T hese programs consist of read­
ing and question sessions that in­
clude a generous sprinkling of 
digitized photographs and paint­
ings depicting people and places 
from the era each represents. For 
example, Crossing the Plains con ­
tains photographs of pioneers, in­
dians and mountains that help 
explain and emphasize the subject 
matter. Many of these pictures 
are digitized copies of lOO-year­
old-or-more originals. 

Queue Intellectual Software has 
five programs in its geography se­
ries, U.S. Geography Advenlure and 
World GeograPhy Advell/ure I , II, III 
and IV (S59.95 each). It a lso 
offers three hi story packages, 
Amen'con His/ol)! Adventure, How a 
Bill Becomes a Law and World His­
lory Adveiliure (859.90 each). 

To teach foreign languages, 
several programs make good use 
of the Amiga's speech capabilities. 
Queue Intellectual Software has 
produced French Grammer I and 
Spanish Grammer I, II and III, (all 
834.95 each). Eclipse Data Man­
agement sells KWI K-SPEAK I 
(SOO) to teach spanish. Finally 
Soft\\'are markets Senor Tu/or 
(869.96), another Spanish­
language tutorial program. 

The Other Guys makes a pro­
gram called Greal Siaies U.S.A. 
(839.99) that uses graphics, sound 
and speech to teach states and 
capitals. MicroEd produces 111-
lroducing Maps (809.95), \\'hich ex· 
plains maps and map reading and 
teaches geography. 1\1 indscape is 
the maker of a highly entertaining 
program, The Halley Project 
(S44.95), that teaches astronomy 
and space science.

For students preparing for their 
scholastic aptit,lde tests (SATs), at 
least two Amiga programs can 
help. One, from Mindscape, is 
called The Peifecl Score (S79.90). 
The other, from CBS Interactive 
Learning, is called Maslerillg Ihe 
SAT (899.95). It includes t\\'o com· 
plete SAT tests and hundreds of 
exercises. 

En terta inmen t 

A
miga games are cer­
ta inl y impress ive, 
which is not surprising 
at all because of the 
graphic and sound wiz­

ardry built into the machine. The 
company that has produced the 
greatest number of entertainment 
packages [or Amiga is Electronic 
Arts. The best of the lot may \\'ell 
be Marble Madn ess (S39.95), a vis­
ual arcade treat that consists of 
moving a marble through an in­
creasingly complex maze of ob­
jects and creatures. 

Another good Electronic Arts 
game is Arc"oll (839.95), a combi­
nation of arcade action and chess­
like strategy. The Am iga version 
is superb. and a sequel, Archoll 
II- Adepi (S49.90), is also available 
in Amiga format. 

If you like shoot-'em- ups. try 

Skyfox (S39.90) or Arclic Fox 
(S39.90) from Electronic Arts. In 
the first game, you command a 
high-speed aircraft and battle 
tanks and planes. In the second, 
you are in charge of a tank oper­
ating in arctic regions, attacking 
and being attacked by three­
dimensional alien ships. 

Electronic Arts also makes its 
share of role-playing games. Sevell 
Cilies Of Gold (S39.90) is based 
upon the early exploration, con· 
quest and colonization of t\orth 
and South America in the loth 
century. I ts graphics are reason­
ably good and it teaches history 
and geography. 

Adventure Construction Set 
(S49.90) allows a user to create 
extremely complex adventure 
games, each having its own 
unique world environment. Eight 
different ready-to-play games are 
included on the disk. 

One-a n-aile (S39.90) is the 
popula r Dr. J vs. Larry Bird 
basketball game. T he graphics in 
this program are \\'ell done, and 
the sounds are identical to those 
fou nd in a real basketball game. 

Those \\'ho desire a challeng ing 
game of chess should purchase 
C"esslllasier 2000 (844.90). It is,

without a doubt, the most ad­
vanced chess program available 
for any microcomputer, and it 
uses three-dimensional graphics 
for its displays. 

Dark Horse makes a chess 
game called Chessmale (S29.95) 
that is not quite as good as Chess­
mosier 2000, but costs less. It also 
provides a three-dimensional 
graphics display. 

Electronic Arts also markets a 
number of entertainment pro­
grams written by other compa­
nies. Among them are Software 
Golden Oldies (S34.95), which in­
cludes four classic computer 
games of the past: Pong, Eliza, 
Adventure and Life. Slar Fleel I 
(S55) is an enhanced version of 
the game Star Trek, which has 
been played on minicomputers 
and mainframes for years. 

Activision also makes a number 
of splendid Amiga games. Bor­
rowed Time (S44.95) is a great de­
tective game with excellent 
graphics. I t uses color pictures, 
the mouse, animation and text to 
guide users through the mystery. 
Mi1ldshadow (S44.95) is also a 
graphic adventure game. Only 
here users are seeking buried 
treasure. 

Hacker (S44.95) is an especially 
enjoyable adventure game. It 
comes with no instructions, The 
game begins with the words 
"Please Logon." Users must 
break into the computer system 
to discover what sinister deeds 
are developing and who is be­
hind them. 

A game for children of all ages, 
Lillie Compuler People (849.95) 
presents users with a house and a 
little person they must take care 
of. T his interesting program is ac­
companied by excellent music and 
sound. 

Also from Activision is Shanghai 
(844.95), a computer version of 
Mah Jongg. It involves matching 
and removing tiles from a pile of 
tiles, and has simple but elegant 
g raphics. 

Infocom has converted its entire 
line of text adventure games over 
to the Amiga. Some of them are 
the most advanced adventure 
games ever written. 

Zork I (S39.95), II and III 
(S44.95 each) are the original ad­
venture games. All computer o\\-n­
ers should have Zork I so they can 
explore the Great Underground 
Empire and look for all the gold 
and treasure they can find, steal 
or otherwise plunder. 

Deadli1le (SI4.95), Suspecl 

(S39 .95) and The Wiln ess (S39.95) 
are all 1930s-based adventures 
that allow their users to assume 
the role of gumshoe detectives. 
Ballyhoo (S39 .95) is a mystery that 
takes place in a circus setting. 

If you prefer science fiction , 
play Hilchhikers Guide To The Gal­
axy (839.95), which is based upon 
an award-winning British-tele­
vision comedy series. Tn'nity 
(S39.95) is about nuclear war and 
time travel, and A Mind Forever 
Voyagi1lg (839.95) concerns a user's 
travels in a computer-simulated 
world. 

In Pla1lelfall (S39.95). users have 
enlisted in the space corps. Slar­
cross (SI4.95) is a complex 
science-fiction adventure where 
users discover an alien ship and 
attempt to solve its secrets before 
it drifts out of the solar system. 

Suspe1lded (SI4.95) takes place 
in a weird futuristic setting where 
users control a number of robots 
that act as their eyes, ears, arms 
and legs and try to repair their 
planet's control syste m, destroyed 
by their crazy predecessors. 

Fantasy games are also part of 
Infocom's lineup. E1Ic//{lI/ler 
(S39.95) is the first in a series of 
magic-based adventures where 
users must defeat a wicked wiz­
ard. The second in the series is 
Sorcerer (844.95), foll owed by Spell­
breaker (S49.95) and Wishbringer 
(S39.95). 

Other Infocom programs are 
Cu//hroals (839.95), a pirate ad ,-en­
ture; Seaslalker (S I4.95), for youn­
ger adventurers; Infidel (S24.95), 
an Egyptian desert adventure; and 
Lealher Goddesses of Phobos 
(839.95), an adult science-fiction 
adventure game, 

Mindscape makes several games 
for the Amiga. One, Balance Of 
Power (S49.95), is a strategy game, 
not an arcade. L; sers become 
president of the United States and 
must compete with the Soviet 
Union for power and prestige, 
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without causing a nuclear war. 
Also from Mindscape is Bralac­

cas ($49.95), a graphic adventure 
game with a mouse-controlled 
character. We had trouble trying 
to control the character and were 
unable to get too far with this one. 

Racier ($44.95) is a rather 
strange conversational program 
that puts us in mind of talking 
with someone who's completely 
crazy. Tot that we've ever done 
that, you understand. 

Perhaps our favorite Amiga 
game is Defender of Ihe Crown 
($49.95) produced by Master 
Designer Software and marketed 
by Mindscape. It's one of those 
programs that show off the Am i­
ga's graphics. In it you are a 
knight from the Middle Ages try-
ing to conquer Britain . Along the ClJ essmas ter 200 0 from b m'k Horse 
way. there is time to rescue fair 

Borrou'el! Tim e from Activision 

maidens, raid castles, use a cata­
pult and joust with other knights 
for fame and land. T he program's 
graphics were done by Jim Sachs, 
perhaps the best Amiga artist 
around. 

From Commodore there's Miml­
walker ($49.95), a complex, weird 
and very good arcade game with 
a compelling quality. In this game, 
you are a crazy professor­
trapped within your own brain­
trying to regain your sanity. The 
graph ics are fantastic and ex­
tensive. 

If you like sports simulations, 
there are two good golf games 
available. One is Leader Board 
($39.95) from Access Software. 
The other is Mean 18 (544.95) 
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from Accolade. Both offer realistic 
high-resolution color graphics. 

Baseball enthusiasts should 
check out Compuler Baseball 
(539.95) from Strategic Simula­
tions, Inc. Users can crea te the 
teams they want using the world's 
greatest baseball players and pit 
the teams against the computer or 
other famous teams. 

Epyx has converted its classic 
role-playing games Temple of Ap­
slwi Trilogy ($39.95) and Rogue 
($39.95) to Amiga format. The 
graphics are better, but the games 
are essentially unchanged. 

Diablo ($29.95) fro m Classic Im­
ages is a deceptively simple game 
where users must guide a marble 
around a maze and remove all the 
pieces of the track. It's not easy 
to do, but it's lots of fun. 

If complex games are not your 
style, try Merid ian oftware's 
Gallles Gallery I, II and III ($29.95 
each). Each disk contains a large 
selection of simple word and 
graphic games that can be loaded 
from the Workbench. 

From Insight/Lehner Communi­
cations comes a stock-market 
simulation called The Financial 
Time Machine ($39.95). This pro­
gram simulates selected stock ac­
tivities from 1930 to 1984. It also 
has a future stock-market simu­
lation . 

There are more. Polarware 
makes two adventure games. One 
is called Tramylvallia ($29.95) and 
the other The Crimson Crown 
($29.95). Both combine high­
resolution color graphics and text, 
take place in 'T'ransylvania and 
feature monsters and vampires, 

Winnie The Pooh ($39.95) from 
Sierra On Line is the first pro­
gram in a series of educational 
games fo r chi ldren. Players must 
return 10 items to the various 
residents of Pooh Corner befo re a 
big wind blows the items around 
and mixes them up. Children 
learn logic and deductive reason­
ing while playing this game. 

Rainbird has released The Pawn 
($44.95), a complex text and 
graphic adventure game that has 
excellent graphics and surprising­
ly advanced tex t parsing. It un­
derstands complete sentences 
such as "Get everything in the 
case except the rock." 

Triclops Ill vasioll (S27) from Geo­
desic Publications is an unusual 
game where users must shoot 
down three-dimensional Imperial 
Walkers. The game uses three­
dimensional polygon objects, and 
all ground and planetary surfaces 



are generated using fractal 
mathematics. We didn't care much 
for the game itself, but the frac­
tals were interesting. 

Flight Simulalor II ($49.95) from 
SubLogic is one of our favori te 
games. The Amiga ultra-advanced 
version offers users the option of 
flying either a single-engine 
plane, a corporate jet or a World 
War I biplane (with a special dog­
fight option). The disk contains 
over 120 airports, extremely high­
resolution and detailed graphics of 
San Francisco, Chicago and Los 
Angeles and can be used in either 
full-screen mode or multiwindow 
mode. It also has a multiplayer 
option, where two or more com­
puters can be hooked together via 
modem or null modem cable. 
Each player can see the other 's 
aircraft as well as his own. 

Baudville makes Video v"gas 
(534.95), a collection of casino 
games that use color graphics and 
animation to simulate the real 
thing. 

GRIDIRON! ($69.95) is a foot-

ball simulation from Bethesda 
Softworks. It is a real-time simu­
lation that uses an extensive data­
base to calculate the events that 
happen in a foo tball game and 
then display them. 

One of the most entertaining 
programs for the Amiga is not a 
game at all. It is hlstant Mllsic 
($49.95) from Electronic Arts, 
which allows users with no music 
knowledge to arrange, play and 
create music. It comes with 24 in­
struments and a number of songs 
already on disk. 

The best part of this program 
may be mouse jam, where the mu­
sic reacts to every rhythmic move 
a user makes with the mouse. 

Conclus ion 

A
s you can see, the 
Amiga is well sup­
plied with high­
quality educational 
and entertainment 

programs. These are areas of 
great excitement for those de­
veloping products and for those 

interested in the Amiga as a per­
sonal computer. 

Then, as a greater number of 
powerful productivity software 
packages is developed in the 
months to come, the machine will 
be the fi rst to serve equally well 
as an educational, entertainment 
and productivity computer for 
home and office users. This will 
certainly give the Amiga the addi­
tional impetus in the market it 
needs to be a great commercial 
success .•

Welcome to the world inside 
your computer. Somewhere among 
its circuit boards and multicolored 
wires lives a Little Computer Per­
son (LCP). The LCP Discovery [(it, 
from Activision, Inc., Mountain 
View, Calif., allows you to break 
down the barrier between yourself 
and the LCPs and create a world 
suitable for your own personalized 
LCP to live in. 

Reminiscent of the Cabbage 
Patch [(ids, Activision states that 
each LCP is a unique, indepen­
dent being. This information is 
contained on the House-oll-a-Disk 
included in the LCP Discovery [(it, 
along with a Modem Computer Peo­
ple Magazine on the world of the 
LCPs and a deed of ownership for 
the LCP's house. 

After inserting the House-oll-a­
Disk, the initial screen you see, 
which resembles a large book, is 
labeled the "Guestbook." Here 
you are prompted for your name, 
the date and the time. 

After typing in this information , 
the screen unveils a fascinating 
and detailed inside view of a 
house. There are six rooms al­
together in this 21h-story resi­
dence, including a living room, 
kitchen, bedroom, bathroom, 
study and a recreation room in 
the attic. Each room is loaded 
with furniture, appliances and ap­
propriate recreational devices, 
such as a television, a stereo, a 
computer and a piano. 

The first time you log in, the 
house appears totally furnished 
but empty of any LCP life. After 
a minute or so, the front door of 
the house opens and a LCP 
enters. He appears a little appre­
hensive at first, as he inspects the 
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rooms of the house thoroughly. 
This inspection lasts anywhere 
from five to 10 minutes, and the 
LCP tries out a number of things, 
such as turning on the television, 
playing a record on the stereo and 
using the computer. 

After the inspection, the LCP 
leaves the house and returns 
shortly with his belongings and 
his faithful dog. 

The house is now inhabited by 
your LCP, who takes care of it 
and keeps busy throughout the 
day. As the owner of the house, 
though, you have certain responsi­
bilities. You must provide food 
and water and other needs for 
your LCP and his dog, which you 
accomplish using certain keyboard 
control functions. If you want to 
deliver food, for example, control­
F starts the sequence by ringing 
the doorbell. The LCP answers 
the door, receives the food and 
neatly stores it in the kitchen 
cupboard. 

Your LCP also has emotional 
needs that, according to the man­
ual, are important to his overall 
health. The LCP's moods range 
from happy to sad to sick. Each 
mood is shown by a different fa­
cial expression. In order to im­
prove an LCP's mood, there are 

other control functions to try. 
These include giving the LCP 
telephone calls, a pat on the back, 
a new phonograph record or play­
ing a number of games with him. 
Be careful, however. LCPs love to 
chat on the phone, but they be­
come a little upset when answer­
ing the phone interrupts their 
other activities. 

Watching your LCP go about 
his business is most enjoyable. 
Left alone, he will roam from 
room to room and occasionally go 
outside to gather enough firewood 
to keep the fire in his fireplace 
roaring. From our experience, the 
LCP loves to stay in the recrea­
tion room. He will watch TV or 
play the piano, which produces 
stereo sound , on his own. 

Another favorite LCP pastime is 
typing letters. Your LCP will of­
ten sit down at his typewriter and 
type a letter to you about whatev­
er is on his mind . This letter ap­
pears at the top of the screen and 
scrolls up as he writes. 

In a similar way, you can com­
municate with the LCP by typing 
in sentences, in the form of ques­
tions or requests, that appear on 
screen. Depending on the ques­
tion or request, the LCP will 
sometimes respond or react to 
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Reviews 

your inquiry. For example, if you 
ask him to light a fire, he will 
most likely go downstairs to light 
a fire in the living·room fireplace. 

We were quite fascinated to 
watch our LCP roam around the 
house accomplishing his daily 
tasks. If you wish to change the 
time of day you are observing the 
LCP, you can exit the house anti 
go back to the Guestbook . When 
we changed the time to late at 
night, we foun d the LCP coming 
home-probably from a night on 
the town . He went into his bed· 
room closet, reappeared wearing 
pajamas and then climbed into 
bed. When we felt our LCP had 
slept long enough, we rang his 
alarm clock, which put him in a 
terrible mood. He did wash up in 
the bathroom, however, and went 
to the kitchen to make breakfast. 

The LCP's cabinet of games in­
cludes an anagram game, a card 
war, fi ve-card draw poker, black­
jack and a word-puzzle game. You 
can play these games with your 
LCP by either asking him to play 
or waiting for him to knock on 
the video screen, which he 'll do 
when he gets bored . We found 
five-card draw and blackjack en­
joyable since, unlike some com­
puter card games, there is a 
chance for you to actually win. 

With each successive log-i n, af­
ter the ini tial one, you will find 
your LCP performing a multitude 
of activities, as if he is leading his 
own life as you lead yours. 

The Litlle Computer People Dis­
COVelY Kit is ideal for children who 
spend vast amounts of time with 
their computers. It 's not a game 
per se, but more of an on-line 
friend that certainly won't ask to 
borrow any money. We found the 
program fun-even for adults and 
it might teach younger children to 
be responsible enough to care for 
their LCPs.

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MaxiPlan 
Spreadsheet 
512K Amiga; external disk drive. 

MaxiPlan is said to be the first 
spreadsheet to take advantage of 
a ll the unique Amiga features, 
and it may well be the only such 
program to do so. 

Consider this: a range of cells is 
selected by clicking the left 
mouse button and "dragging" un­
til the range is defined; math for­
mulas, from the simplest to the 
most complex, can be created en­
tirely by mouse; a range of num­
bers can be turned into a graph 
or chart and, a few clicks later, 
the chart appears as a window su­
perimposed over a portion of your 
worksheet (and if you change a 
number, you can watch the chart 
red raw itself to reflect the 
change). 

That's power as well as ease-of­
use. Those parameters sum up 
the intent of MaxiPlan. Along the 
way, it also succeeds in being a 
pleasure to work with. One of the 
reasons for that is the varie ty of 
colors available in the Enhanced 
mode. We don't normally think 
of spreadsheets as being attrac­
ti ve (it's enough if they can be 

useful), but this one is. 
To begin with, there is a Stan­

dard as well as an Enhanced 
mode. These have to do with the 
colors available. In Standard, you 
have the familiar four Workbench 
colors, while in Enhanced you 
may work with up to eight colors. 
Like painting programs for the 
Amiga, the Enhanced mode offers 
a palette complete with slider 
bars for changing the hue of any 
particular color. Note that use of 
the Enhanced mode will cost you 
several kilobytes (K) of free 
memory. 

On the basic worksheet, grid 
lines may be superimposed so 
that each cell shows it's own 
boundaries. Since the grid may be 
printed, this featu re also wi ll al­
low you to create charts just as 
you would on graph paper, label­
ing and filling in the blocks as 
you desire. 

To create a pie chart, bar chart 
or line/area chart, pull down the 
chart menu and select Create. A 
Requester window appears, in 
which you specify the type of 
chart, labels and range of cells to 
be included . Then return to the 
Create menu and select Show. Al­
most instantly, your chart appears 
in a separate Workbench window 



at the lower left of the screen. 
Because it is a Workbench win· 
dow. it can be repositioned and 
sized. 

\( more than fou r colors are 
used in the chart, the colors are 
repeated with shad ing and cross' 
hatching. In bar charts, nega· 
tive numbers are accounted for 
by showing the bar extending be­
low the base line: a represen­
tation that is logical but seldom 
found . 

In entering data on the work­
sheet, MaxiPlall recognizes a label 
if the fi rst character is entered al­
phabeticall y. It also recognizes a 
number if a digit is the first 
character entered. Formulas are 
differentiated by being preceded 
by an U=') sign. 

If you wish to make your for· 
Tllula entries by mOllse, refer to 
the math bar just above your 
worksheet. Here you'll fi nd ari th­
metic operands as well as num­
bers from 0 to 9 and a section 
called Names. 

Click on Names and the screen 
changes to show you key words of 
all formulas that operate with 
MaxiPlall, such as Sum, Average. 
Cosine, Net Present Value and 
so on-about 20 in all. Select 
Sum and when you're returned to 
the worksheet you'll see that 
"= sumO" is in place. The cursor 
is within the parentheses and is in 
Insert mode so that you now only 
have to enter the cell s to be ad­
ded. Do this by typing in the cell 
numbers or by draggi ng your 
mouse over a range. 

Although this is no faster than 
enteri ng a formula from the key­
board, it is an aid for those of LIS 

who cannot always remember the 
proper syntax-especiall y for 
some of the more complex opera­
tions possible. 

When entering data into cells, 
you may call on the Keyboard 
Echo feature from the Options 
menu. Each character input into a 
cell is spoken as it is typed. This 
can be thought of as a double­
check on correct data entry. 

Up to five lines of tex t notes 
can be created for each cell. 
These can be called up by select­
ing a cell and pressing the Help 
key. If you like, you can elect to 
have the notes shown, spoken or 
both. While notes cap be a handy 
feature, you should realize that it 
is an option that wi ll lise morc 
memory-as will the speech op­
tion, the implementation of which 
requires 30k. 

Another new feature on the 
command bar is one called 
"Zoom:' Click on it and you are 
shown a graphic representation of 
your worksheet: not all of it, but 
mllch more than can be seen 
on a single screen. Cells are 
represented by tiny sq uares and 
those that are in use are filled 
with color-the color representing 
whether the cell contains a label, 
formula, number or notes. Click­
ing on any cell while in this 
mode causes that cell to become 
the upper-left corner of your 
spreadsheet. 

By duplicating your spreadsheet 
in another window and using the 
Zoom feature to redefine the 
home cell, you arrive at the Nlaxi­
Plall equivalent of a split screen. 
Simply toggle back and forth be­
tween windows as you work on 
different areas of the sheet. And 
for the power user, up to six win­
dows can be opened at once and 
cut-and-paste options may be used 
between windows. 

On the title bar at the top of 
the screen, MaxiPlall continually 
displays both available and free 
memory. Free memory determines 
the maximum size of your sheet. 
The differe nce between ava ilable 
and free memory is what is neces­
sary to operate the system and 
DOS. We feel this is a necessary 
feature for spreadsheets and, 
when used with the aMega mem­
ory expansion board from C Ltd., 
MaxiPlall recognizes and uses the 
additional megabyte without any 
modification. 

In its more conventional fea­
tures, MaxiPlall will also function 

as a database. with sorting on up 
to t\\"o fields and the ability to use 
fields with up to 31 chararcters­
the maximum column width. The 
number of records in such a 
database is limited only by the 
number of rows available (1 6,384) 
and, of course, by available 
memory. 

Bear in mind that the number 
of avai lable colulllns-a maximum 
of 512-will shrink as the columns 
grow wider and that this usage of 
free memory will also lessen the 
number of rows avai lable. This is 
true whenever a spreadsheet is 
used as a database and is not a 
fau lt of NlaxiPI{IIl. 

As for the program's imperfec­
tions, no global functio ns are 
offered (although you can simulate 
such functions by defining a 
range of cells) and there are no 
macro capabilities. Macros allow 
the implementation of complex 
formulas with just one or two 
keystrokes. The mouse method of 
enteri ng formu las is close to the 
convenience of macro lise, but old 
spreadsheet hands may feel it is 
not quite the same. 

Since this review was wri lten, 
NlaxiPlall Plus has been in­
troduced. It contains a macros 
feature as well as additional uti li­
ties. I t is offered as an optional 
purchase and registered MaxiPlall 
owners may currently buy this ad­
dition fo r $25. 

Because MaxiPla" is not copy­
protected, it can be installed on a 
hard disk; you may make a work· 
ing copy and keep your original 
safe. With the several demos on 
the disk and by following the 
step-by-step instructions in the in­
troduction, firs t-time users should 
have li ttle trouble in learning to 
use the program. Experienced 
users should also consult the 
documentation, for there will be 
a fe'" terms that may not be 
familiar. 

In sum, MaxiPlall is a very 
good spread sheet with capabilities 
useful to small and possibly mid­
sized businesses, as well as 
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homes, and it really does use 
most of the features the Amiga 
computer offers.

Mean 18 
Golf simulation 
256f( or larger Amiga. 

In comic strips, golf is por­
trayed as an obsessive hobby that 
takes a a golfer- usually a man­
away fro m his fami ly, leaving the 
spouse to plot ways of diverting 
attention back to the home front. 
Well , computer golf can become 
obsessive, too. By booting up 
Mean 18 on your Amiga, you can 
drive your spouse crazy-even on 
rai ny Saturdays. 

Mum 18 presents YO LI with a 
choice of four golf courses: Pebble 
Beach, Augusta, St . Andrews and 
your own home course at Bush 
Hill Country Club. If none of 
these selections are to your liking, 
you can redesign the features and 
hazards of each individual hole. 

-Ib design your own hole or 
course, select the Arch icon from 
the Workbench window. After 
choosing your course, you' ll be 
presented with a screen showing 
all 18 holes. Select the one on 
which you wish to work and you'll 
be give n a larger image, showing 
the hole from tee to flag. 

This image is surrounded by 
icons that represent trees, water, 
bushes, etc. Select the icon of the 
image you like by clicking on it, 
then put it on the fairway any­
where you choose. Once you are 
done, your alterations can be 
saved to disk and used again. 

To begin the game, you must 
select from the fo llowing: one to 
fo ur players, course to be played, 
practice tee, practice hole, prac­
tice green or playa game. At the 
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practice tee, distances are su­
perimposed on a fairway. After 
making each shot, you are told 
the yardage and if your shot has 
sliced to the right or hooked to 
the left. You can go through this 
routine as many times as you 
like and, hopefully, see some im­
provements. 

Practicing a hole allows you to 
select any of the holes from the 
course you've chosen and play 
them from start to fi nish. Practic­
ing on a green positions the ball 
and gives you a chance to work 
on your putting. 

Your viewpoint is from behind 
the golfer displayed on screen, 
with the fairway stretching into 
the distance. Sometimes you may 
start at a tree trunk, however, de­
pending on where your ball lands. 
Coloring and artwork indicate haz­
ards such as sand traps, bushes, 
trees, water and rough. 

As you make a shot, the screen 
becomes animated. The on-screen 
golfer goes through his swing and 
freezes after the follow-through. 
T he ball continues to travel, hope­
fully, and the fact that you lose 
sight of it as it goes behind a tree 
or through a bush adds to the 
realism. 

-Ib make a shot with Meall 18, 

whether it be teeing off or sink­
ing a one-foot putt, you must re­
fer to a thermometer-type scale 
at the left of the screen. Each 
stroke is broken into three parts, 
requiring three clicks of the left 
mouse button. The firs t cl ick 
sends the "mercury" rising to 
measure your backsw ing. Clicking 
again ends the backswing and 
sends the mercury down as you 
swing forward. 

About three-fourths of the way 
down the thermometer there's a 
critical line. If you click the but­
ton just as the mercury reaches 
this line, you 'll execute a perfect 
golf shot. Hitting the ball too ear­
ly or too late causes it to either 
slice or hook, perhaps even send­
ing it out of bound s. Putting is 
done exactly the sa me way. 

Although the stroke may seem 
complicated, we did not find it 
difficult to learn and are now able 
to occasionally drive a ball 
straight down the center of the 
fairway. 

At the bottom of the screen 
there's an in formation box that 
tells you how many strokes you've 
made, the club in use, distance to 
the fl ag and the name of the play­
er making the shot. Left and 
right arrows, when clicked on, 



cause the screen to scroll in the 
direction chosen-up to a full 180 
degrees- allowing you to accurate­
ly position the golfer in order to 
make the best shot possible. 

A game may be played as an 
amateur or pro, the difference be­
ing the pro tees are farther from 
the flags. You may also playas a 
beginner or an expert. Here the 
differences are greater. As a be­
ginner, you are blessed with per­
fect aim and the proper club for 
each shot is selected for you, 
which you may override. As an 
expert, you're on your own and 
must play according to your best 
judgment. 

When you finally reach a green, 
the viewpoint is from overhead. A 
line extends-in Beginner mode­
from your club to the cup. Click­
ing on the up or down arrows al­
lows you to better align your 
shots. The thermometer is still 
your guide for determi ning the 
force of your strokes. 

Once you've sunk a putt, the 
screen changes to show your 
score card, which is sometimes 
humiliating. 

I never cared about golf; never 
thought much about it one way or 
another. I keep coming back to 
Mean 18, however, determined to 
better my score. Trying to get the 
ball to fly straight and true in this 
game is analogous to real golf, 
where golfers spend half a mor­
ning bouncing about in a golf cart 
during an actual round of golf and 
most of the evening replaying the 
game in their minds. 

In its graphics, Mean 18 
presents clear pictures every step 
of the way. Sound and animation, 
though sparse, are well done, and 
the sound of a driver hitting a 
golf ball sounds like the real thing 
to me. 

The program's documentation 
is also good, though it was writ­
ten for the IBM version of the 
game. An insert card makes it 
clear that translation to Amiga 
terms is very easy. 

I don't know how actual golfers 

wi ll fee l about loading Meall 18 
into a computer and playing 18 
holes. During the depths of win­
ter, perhaps they' ll appreciate it 
a grea t deal. For the rest of us, it 
is a good introduction to the 
game, offering play that seems 
realistic and challenges too good 
to pass up.

MiAmiga File 
Database 
management 
512K Amiga. 

In spite of its cute name, Mi­
Amiga File is a good database that 
does all it sets out to do. That its 
designers did not aim higher is an 
irritation, for the program just 
misses being the ultimate data­
base as far as we're concerned. 

While the program's shortcom­
ings keep it from being suited for 
business use, it remains one of 

the best and easiest-to-use entry­
level databases around. This is 
due, in part, to the fact that File 
makes fu ll use of intuitive inter­
face features, such as pull·down 
menus and mouse movement. 
and even offers the ability to re­
arrange field s. 

If you've never worked with a 
database, an explanation of a few 
common terms is probably in Of­

der. A field is a unit of informa­
tion, such as a name: Fred C. 
Dobbs. Depending upon how you 
plan to make use of the informa­
tion you are about to record . you 
may want to use separate fields 
for first and last names. The 
street address is usually another 
field , city another, state another, 
zip code another. 

You don't have to stop there, of 
course. You can record blood type, 
next of kin , amount of money 
owed you and more. Capacities 
are important with any database. 
In this case, File's fi eld capacity 
of 64 characters is quite re­
spectable. 

The total number of fields per 
record is equally important, and 
once again File comes up with a 
good number: 32. If you know 32 
things about Fred C. Dobbs­
perhaps he's borrowed money on

more than one occasion-they can 
all be included in a single record. 

The total records in a single 
category make up a file. This is 
where MiAmiga File turns in a 
very respectable number: 32,000, 
depend ing upon available random­
access memory (RAM) and disk 
space. Obviously, if each record 
contains the full 32 field s and 
each field contains a full 64 
characters, then the total number 
of records is going to be less. 

To help you know where you're 
going, MiAlIIiga File gives you a 
Status option on one of its 
pull-down menus. Click on it and 
a Requester window appears, tell­
ing you the number of records in 
a file, the number of fields per 
record, average field length , 
percent of memory used and ap­
proximate record capacity for that 
file. 

In setting up a file, you allocate 
space for your fields and give 
them labels. With MiAlIIiga File, 
the Requester window used dur­
ing the creation of a file also al­
lows you to select the type of 
information that can be used in a 
field: Alpha/Numeric takes any­
thing, Date allows only the date in 
a mm/dd/yy (month/day/year) for­
mat, Amount accepts only mone­
tary amounts and so on. Later, 
during information entry, both au­
dible and visual warnings tell you 
when you've entered the wrong 
type of information in a field. 
You're not allowed to continue 
until you correct it. 

In creating your fields of infor­
mation, you use a screen called 
List. It looks rather like a ruled 
tablet with vertical lines separat­
ing the fields. These lines are set 
when you enter the number of 
characters you feel you wi ll use in 
a field. A record is laid out in a 
horizontal line as follows: name 
followed by address, followed by 
city, etc. In this way, as many as 
20 lines-each line a record or 
portion of a record-are visible 
at once. 

While you are labeling columns 
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with field names, a second screen 
for actual data entry is being 
created . It is called the Form 
screen. 

To fill in the information for a 
record, go to the Form screel1 -
accessed from a pull-down 
menu-and enter your information 
in the vertically stacked boxes. 
The boxes are stacked about eight 
high. The screen automatically 
scrolls upward if your records con­
tain more fields than can be 
shown at one time. 

For printing, these field boxes 
may be dragged into whatever or­
der you wish-two abreast if you 
like-depending upon whether or 
not you wish to print mailing 
labels. The limitation here is that 
only five lines can be printed. 
While this will probably be suit­
able for most home use, it is a 
drawback where business is con­
cerned. 

Another drawback is the pro­
gram's lack of math functions: 
MiAmiga File just offers addition, 
which is only operative on fields 
designated as Amount fields. Fur­
ther, it does not make computa­
tions on screen but only on 
printouts. Nor will it perform ad­
dition 011 two amounts within the 
same record. Operation is strictly 
columnar and there is no way to 
change it. 

While the display of information 
on the program's List screen is 
certainly impressive, keep in mind 
that you are looking at 20 records 
and may scroll through them at 
any time. For records too long to 
be contained within a screen, 
horizontal scrolling is also 
possible. 

There is no random access and 
no ability to call up just one par­
ticular record by specifying a key­
word. From the program's List 
screen, however, you can access 
the Form screen where as many 
as 16 fields may appear at once. 
That doesn't rival dBASE III, of 
course, but it 's not bad. 

The word instant can be used 
freely in discussing MiAlIIiga File, 

because the program is RAM 
based. Whenever you call a file 
from a data disk, the entire file is 
dumped into RAM. T here is 
never any need to wait for disk 
access. Enter a record, click on 
Accept and the record is added to 
the file in RAM. Later, at the end 
of your session, you will need to 
save the entire file to a disk. 

Files can be sorted on any field 
in ascending or descending order, 
and MiAm iga File's sorting speed 
is faster than any comparable pro­
gram we've seen. If you blink, 
you'll miss it. This is due to the 
fact that the entire fi le is resident 
in RAM. 

There are typos in the pro­
gram's documentation, which is 
otherwise clear and concise. It is 
geared for newcomers to database 
operations. Screen colors are 
bland, black on fawn , but you 
really don't need flash in a pro­
gram of this type. The combina­
tion chosen leads to a screen 
display that is sharp and clear. 

There are obvious shortcomings 
to MiAlIIiga File, when compared 
to databases created for other 
computers. The people those 
shortcomings would most affect 
aren't looking for an entry-level 
program anyway. 

The fact that MiAlIliga File is 
one of only two such programs 
currently available for the Amiga 
is certainly not the fault of those 
who worked hard to get it to mar­
ket. Those of us who need a full­
fledged, business-level program 
will just have to wait a little 
longer. 

We judge any software by how 
well it accomplishes its aims. The 
aim of MiAmiga File is to be an 
easy-to-use, entry-level database 
that's suitable for light-to-medium 
filing and record keeping. It suc­
ceeds in all these areas, and we 
recommend it highly.

Penmouse 
Input device 

There are always going to be 
people who feel that even the best 
graphics and drawing packages 
for the Amiga are hampered by 
dependence upon the mouse. For 
them, we now have Penmouse 
from Kurta, combining the best 
features of a light pen and a 
mouse in one easy· to-use package. 

Penmouse consists of a cordless 
pen with a plastic stylus (which 
ca n be replaced with a ballpoint 
pen refill to draw permanent 
lines); a software driver called 
Pencra/l; and, at the heart of the 
system, a small, thin graphics 
tablet that connects to and 
draws power from the Amiga's 
serial port. 

Connect the tablet to the serial 
port and click the pen twice to 
turn it on. The click is done by 
pushing the stylus against the 
tablet. The clicking stylus wi ll 
then serve the same function as 
the left mouse button. Install the 
Pellcra/l di sk, open the Pencra/l 
window and click on InstaliPen­
craft. Since the pen is not work­
ing at thi s point, you'll have to do 
this with the mouse. 

From the pull-down menu, se­
lect Penmouse. Default values for 
baud rate and resolution are cor­
rect, but this step must sti ll be 
made. Save those parameters to 
disk, return to the window, select 
Pencraft and you're on your way. 
Move the stylus over the tablet 
and watch the pointer on your 
screen. 

One in teresting feature is that 
the stylus need not touch the tab­
let to have an effect on the cursor. 
The stylus will work up to one­
half inch away. This is true for 
moving the cursor only, not draw­
ing lines. 

Proximity also plays a part in 
how well Pen mouse works. A 
monitor, especially the high­
resolution type you probably have 
on your Amiga, may emit enough 
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radiation to make the cursor be­
have erratically. Should this hap­
pen, the only solution is to move 
the tablet farther away from the 
moni tor. I found the cursor to be 
more consistent when I propped 
the tablet on my knee instead of 
placing it on my desk next to the 
keyboard. 

In our testing, we found that 
Penmouse will work with both 
Graphicraft and Deluxe Paint . How­
ever, you wi ll not find this infor­
mation in the documentation. A 
note on the setup card says users 
will be sent an updated compati­
bility list upon receipt of their 
registrations. This is to ensure 
that you have the latest informa­
tion, but it would have been nice 
to have something with wh ich to 
start using your new toy. 

Penmouse emulates a mouse in 
that you can use it with all the 
tools in Deluxe Paint or Graphicraft 
and can also access pull-down 
menus. Do this by moving the 
pen across the tablet until the 
cursor is where you want it, then 
press the pen down once. T his is 
a command, just as pressing the 
left mouse button is a command. 
1b pull clown a menu, point to it 
and press the fi rst button closest 
to the stylus. This is similar to 

using the right mouse button. 
Assuming you wish to draw a 

circle, move the pen until the cur­
sor is in the right area, press 
down to depress the stylus and 
drag your circle open to the prop­
er size. This procedure is as easy 
as using a mouse. 

A device such as Penmouse 
should show its greatest strength 
in freehand drawing. For those 
with such talent, it probably wil l. 
You may find, however, that the 
cursor lags behind your work with 
the pen, but this slight difference 
is not worth worrying about. 

Overall , we feel Penmouse is a 
very good product, but one that 
fall s short in areas of documenta­
tion and software. 

In the user's manual, while we 
freely admire Penmouse's technol­
ogy, we're not interested in read· 
ing about stop bits or baud rates. 
We don't want to fix the thing, 
we'd rather lise it. A manual writ­
ten for the less-experienced user 
would be more appropriate. 

As for Pel/craft and the Pen craft 
manual, the software's use and in­
structions for use are somewhat 
confusing. As an example, though 
there is a lot of information about 
switching between Tablet and 
Mouse modes, the Mouse mode is 



not supported with Penmouse. 
While we're at it, since the Pen­

craft disk is supplied with Pen­
mouse, why doesn't it have the 
proper drivers already installed? 
[nstead, you must go through a 
Pen menu (though only the Pen­
mouse choice wi ll work), set Baud 
Rate and Points Per Inch (though 
nothing but the default settings 
will work) and choose Tablet or 
Mouse (though only Tablet will 
work). 

Don't get the wrong idea. Let 
us state it again loud and clear. 
Pen mouse is not a bad product. It 
is a very good product hampered 
by documentation that emphasizes 
what should have been a "techni­
cal notes" appendix . 

The hardware is also hampered 
by what probably is an attempt to 
economize on the driving soft­
ware_ Specific versions of Pencraft 
for specific models of the Pen­
mouse line would be much less 
confusing than the current ver­
sion, which tries to be all things 
to all mice. 

Fortunately, these are problems 
that are easily corrected and that 
probably will have been corrected 
by the time you read this. Docu­
mentation written for the non­
technical user and a dedicated 
version of Pencraft are all that's 
needed to make this an exciting 
and easy-to-use product.
