COMMODORE'S SUCCESSES

Alot has been  written about what
Commodore has done wrong. It seems that
everyone from the kid playing games for free
at K-Mart to the Wall Strect tycoon knows how
to run Commodore better than anybody at
Commodore. We've been guilty of that at
times, too.

While we’re not about to become apologists
for everything Commodore does, we think it’s
time that somebody pointed out the things that
they have done right.

First of all, they sold us the first inexpensive
color personal computer, the Commodore 64.
They could have sold it at the same price that
Texas Instruments and Apple and Atari were
selling their machines for. They didn’t.
Everyone else had to drop their prices.

Secondly, they made it an open machine. It’s
not like a MaclIntosh, where everyone had to
pry the case open with a screwdriver and then
guess what everything did inside. They
published memory maps. They brought all the
important signals out to an expansion buss.
And they followed the same philosophy with
the C128 and the Amiga.

Third, they put all their important ROM
vectors in a jump table that remains unchanged
from revision to revision. You hear alot of
developers complain about the changes in
Commodore’s ROMs, but Commodore has been
up front with everybody from the beginning
and the message has been clear: stick with the
kernal tables and your software will be
compatible across ROM changes.

Fourth, they've been innovative. The CI28 is
one of the best new computer introductions in
rccent years, making the most of 8-bit
technology by pushing it to the limits with co-
processors and banked memory. And with the
acquisition of the Amiga Commodore
established themselves as a leader in micro-
computer technology for the next decade.

Joseph, it is a really lucky thing that vou wrote
and asked an impartial magazine like INFO,
rather than one of those biased IBM/PC
magazines like PC World! Seriously, there
really are a couple gj good reasons for picking
the C128 over the PCjr. The PCjr has not been
in production for months; IBM doesn’t say much
about it, but they are closing out the PCjr. It is
also at the low end of IBMs line, and is not
receiving much direct support nor can it run most
of the programs written for the PC. Nobody is
writing new programs for it. The CI128, on the
other hand, can run all of the C64’s programs,
plus there are now over 100 titles thal take
adyantage of its special features, like 80-column
color output, faster disk "access, and the numeric
keypad, with_more coming all the time. Besides
all that, the C128 actually compared favorably to
the IBM/PC in a recent review in yte
magazine. If you are a home user, the CI128 has
many more games and personal productivity
titles available than the PCjr, includin
exceptional  software  such as  Microsoft
Multiplan, Paperclip, and Superbase. If you
need PC compatibility because of work or school,
by all means get a PC (not a PCjr). But if you
want a versatile machine for personal use, take a
good look at the CI128. You won't be

disappointed.

of this issue). They produced some Plus/4
software, and they still publish a support
newsletter  for Plus/4 and CIl6 owners.

For some very fair benchmark comparisons
of the C128 to the IBM-PC, check out the July
issue of Byte magazine. For a machine that
costs a fraction of the PC’s price, with a cpu
that runs at less than half its speed, the C128
did respectably well. BASIC execution times
for the Sieve and floating point calculations
were slightly faster on the C128, and disk read
times and storage capacity were similar, if
marginally slower and smaller respectively.
Even Multiplan recalculation times were
comparable on the two machines. The only
places the C128 really fell down were in disk
writes, file copies, and other disk-write-related
capabilities.

Driver program that is compatible with Easy
Script, Kwik-Write!, and your own BASIC
programs.

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C128 REFERENCE GUIDE

After many long delays, the Commodore 128
Programmer’s Reference Guide ($21.95) is
finally here. This volume contains almost 750
pages of indispensible C128 info for the
serious programmecr. Some of the high points
include: Chapter 10, consisting of 44 pages
devoted to "Programming the 8§0-Column (8563)
Chip"; Chapter 13, which explains how to call
the new CI28 Kernal routines; and
(unfortunately scattered throughout a chapter
or two and a couple of exhaustive appendices)
how to interface to CP/M+ and the Z-80 BIOS

and BDOS. There are also full system
schematics, a less-than-totally-comprehensive
sct  of memory maps, and an in-depth

discussion of the 8502 cpu. I suppose I could
have missed it in a volume this big, but I
didn’t sece a word on the 1700/1750 RAM
Expanders. This book reminds me a lot of the
C64 Programmers Reference Guide. There is
cnough indispensible information in it that vou
won’'t want to be without it, but it by no
means tells you everything you’ll want to know
about the C128.

SHADOW WOES

Megasoft, beset with a multitude of delays
and subsequent financial difficulties in their
attempts to produce a working version of The
Shadow, has been trying to get resituated and
move on. In a letter they have filed with us
and with other computer magazines,
MegaSoft is offering two options to those
who sent their money and then waited an
inordinately long time for The Shadow, only
to find that it did not work as advertised.
They can either return the product for a full
refund, or keep it and receive a $90 credit on
McgaSpI’t purchases, with a promise of an
operational version of the software as soon as
1t is available. If you haven't received your
copy of the letter detailing this offer, we
cncourage you to contact MegaSoft.

CARDCO DOORS LOCKED

Cardco, in financial difficulty for some
months now, has had their doors padlocked
and warchouse seized by the bank. It’s hard
to know in this industry who will fold and
who will bounce back from terminal
financial troubles, and we’re not about to go
into the crystal ball business. Suffice it to
say that there is still a lot of Cardco product
on the shelves out there, and you may be able
to pick some stuff up at a good price, if you
don’t mind being without direct product
support. Just make sure your dealer has a
return policy, in case you nced it.
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GEOS

Well, we’ve finally got GEOS in the final
color wversion, the same one that is shipping
with the 64C. It is a very nice package il you
look at it as a text & graphics "desktop
publishing" program, but as an operating
systecm I'm not sure.

GEOwrite and GEOpaint let you cdit text in
multiple font styles or draw pictures in a
window that looks onto a much larger, full-
page-size  virtual screen. The fonts are
downloaded public domain Macintosh fonts, so
yvou know they look good, though they do look
rather large on the C64’s lower-resolution
screen.  You can cut and paste pictures onto
documents or text blocks onto pictures using
the built-in "scrapbook" function, which is
much like the clipboard on the Macintosh or
Amiga. The user interface is nice, though
slowed down by disk accesses. GEOS gives you

"




capabilities you never had before with your 64,

and if you want to create with GEOS, you
will have alot of fun, with some very nice
(almost Mac quality) output when you are
done.

On the other hand, this is supposed to be an
operating system, too. As such, it is slow and
fat. Even though the disk accesses have been
specd up via an integral fast loader, almost
everything you want to do requires a lot of
disk time. The disk is copy-protected (though
you can make a crippled backup whose purpose
is to attempt to rebuild your original il it
should ever nnlfunct;on) It’s a bad deal to
have somcthmg as important as your operating
system sitting on one copy-protected disk. The
code for GEOS takes up 48K of RAM in your
64K machine. Applications must overlay a
24K area, leaving the 24K GEOS Kernal intact.
These overlay techniques swap memory out to
disk, load in the overlay application, and swap
back when done. This is very similar to what
many CP/M applications do, and results in alot
of disk usage. There are some very nice
features included in GEOS, the menus are easy
to use, and the screens look pretty good; I just
don’t like the way it 'feels’. If this system were
in expansion ROM, I would Ilike it better.
Even the developers of GEOS scem to feel that
it nceds something more. They make a great
deal out of how much easier and faster GEOS
will be once the RAMdisk is modified for use
with the C64. (They had it running on a
prototype at CES.) That may be, but the
RAMdisk costs $300. Add $230 for the 64C
and $200 for a disk drive, and you are up to
$730, 16-bit computer price range!

We are also waiting to see how much support
GEOS gets from third-party developers.
Though Commodore says ’lots’ of companies
are working on GEOS applications, we haven’t
been able to find one yet.

GEOS is a bargain for its graphics & text /
cut & paste features, but as an operating
system it may try to do too much on a I-
megahertz, 8-bit machine.

APPLE ][X COMING SOON

Steve Wozniak’s latest and greatest brainchild
is nearing delivery, after a couple of years of
infighting at Apple over whether or not it
should even be brought to term. Fearful that
it would compete with the Macintosh, Apple
higher-ups held back the Woz's 16-bit 65816
machine, but now appecar willing to let it sce

the light of day. And this one will be a killer.
It’s  supposed to be fully Apple Jle/]c
compatible, fast clock speed, 512K standard
RAM with up to 4.5 megabyte expandibility
(seven slots are probable), detachable keyboard,
internal 5.25" drive for ]le compatibility plus
optional high-capacity 3.5" drives, and a
768x512 RGBA display using 128 colors out of
a palette of 4096! All of this for a price
projected to be in the $1400-$1600 range. This
will position it directly against the 1040ST
from Atari and, of course, Commodore’s
Amiga 1000 and projected future models, the
2000 (?7) and 3000 (Ranger). The Apple
compatibility will be a big seclling point for
this machine, as will the improved graphics.
Apple is also planning a cross-development
system to allow software developers to port
Mac products to the new J[X. What impact will
this have on the Amiga? It depends on how
soon Apple can get it (and related software) to
market, and how the installed base of Amigas
looks by then. There’s no doubt in our minds
that, unlike the way they’ve been trying to
simply ignore the ST, Commodore is going to
have to tackle the Apple ][X head-on.

-->On the other hand, our West Coast contact
says that the Amiga 2000 will not be
produced at all, except possibly in European
versions.,

-->He adds that the Amiga 3000 (the Ranger)
with 68020, 1024x1024 graphics (we've also
heard 1024x780), and crystal clear 640x400,
will be out in Spring ’87.

-->A major software developer (also on the
West Coast..all the best rumors start in
Silicon Valley) says that Commodore is
planning a machine called the Amiga 500 for
mass merchandisers. This model will be sold
with no drive, and wversion 1.2 of the
operating system in ROM. It will have a
maximum RAM expansion capacity of |1
megabyte and sell in the $600 range.

-->0One conversant on the AmigaForum Sig on
Compuserve says that Jack Tramiel/Atari is
buying Amiga and will assume control of the
company in August.

-->The most consistent figures we are hearing
as of mid-June for Amiga sales are around
100,000 units worldwide.

-->The very latest as we go to press, from the
proverbial Very Reliable Source, is that the
Amiga 1000 is definitely going to mass
distribution. The date will be September
first. The price drop should be dramatic.




TRUE FACTS

-->Sources in California say they can buy a
512K Amiga with second drive and RGBA
monitor for $1295, more than $150 less than
the street price of a similarly equipped Atari
1040ST system! Now who’s talkin’ Power
Without The Price?

-->Beta copies of version 1.2 of Kickstart and
Workbench are making the rounds
underground and it is slick! You’ve got built-
in disk cacheing, a font editor, faster disk
I/0, and Preferences includes a new screen
for serial port adjustments. We hear lots of
talk of ROMming this version once the bugs
are worked out. ROMs would save
Commodore $40/unit over current production
costs.

-->WE HAVYE A SPARTAN! Yep, after all
this time, we finally have a production model
of the world-famous Spartan Apple ]+
emulator for the C64. Suggested Retail is
now $300. It came in too late to evaluate
this issue, but look for a CloseUp next time!
-->Commodore is saying that they have sold
over 600,000 Cl28s since its introduction.
That explains why the C128 software list in
this RoundUp issue tops 100 titles. Now
where are the games?

CES CHICAGO

As usual, CES/Chicago served as a kind of
barometer for the entire personal computer
industry.

Commodore was in the show, then they
dropped out, then they were going to be in a
suite at the Palmer House Hotel, then they
were back in the show, not with their big floor
display, but in a mezzanine room, just like
Atari was last year. Atari was at the show in
full force, with a brand-new custom-built
display chock full of third-party developers,
just like Commodore had last year. Tables
turn, it seems. There was a lot of speculation
that Atari must now be doing ’all right’ and
Commodore must be the ones ’'in trouble’ based
on the displays they had.

Even though the mezzanine showroom might
have looked good on the accountants’ books, in
an industry where looks are everything and the
future of your business depends on the rumor
mill, we think it was a mistake for Commodore
to cut back.

The only machine they were showing was the
'new’ 64C. There was not a C128 or Amiga in
sight, though several third-party developers
were displaying the other Commodore machines
in their booths.

On a more upbeat note, though the space
nceded for the computer displays at CES was
way down from previous years, it sececmed to us
that the quality of new products was way up.
Here is a look at some of the best new
products we saw at CES in June.

STAR GEMINI II

The latest printer from Star Micronics is
Commodore-compatible with a built-in serial
buss connector. The Gemini II dumps draft
quality dot-matrix output at 120 characters per
seccond, nlg at 30 chars/sec. It uses a cartridge
ribbon and includes both friction and tractor
feeds. Suggested retail is $329. All functions
are controlled by combinations of front-panel
control keys (no dip switches!). A Centronics-
interface version called the NX-10 which

emulates the PC Graphics Printer is available
for $20 more.
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NEW TITLES FROM FIREBIRD

Firebird meant business at CES, showing
many new titles for Commodore machines. The
Music System ($39.95) for the Commodore 64 is
a SID based music development system with
menus and easy music editing. The Advanced
Music System picks up where its sibling leaves
off, adding some advanced editing features as
well as MIDI control and the ability to print
sheet music scores on a dot-matrix printer
($79.95).

By far one of the most impressive new games
previewing at CES for any machine was The
Pawn, which will be available in versions for
all three Commodore machines as well as the
Atari ST. The Pawn is an illustrated text
adventure, but with several innovative
features. The graphics are displayed in pull-
down ’window-shade’ screens which slide up
and down over the text display. When up, you
can optionally choose to have a small ’cameo’
version of the illustration displayed at the top
of your text screen. But the most impressive

feature o'f The Pawn is its parser. Not only
does  this game employ an impressive
vocabulary, it applies advanced artificial

intelligence techniques to parse out parts of
speech, which makes it possible to communicate
complex commands in plain English. For
example, it understands "Put the key in the hat
on the stump" contextually as either " put the
key which is now in the hat onto the stump",
or "put the key into the hat which is on the
stump”, depending on which is appropriate.
The Pawn is sure to inspire a whole new flurry
of interest in the illustrated text adventure
genre.

NEW FLIGHT SIMULATORS

Two companies were showing flight
simulation games based on historially accurate
renditions of WWII aircraft. Spitfire 40
($35.00) puts you into the heat of battle in the
cockpit of a Mark I Supermarine Spitfire,
accurate right down to fuel pump problems!
From Avalon Hill.

Ace of Aces ($29.95) from Accolade simulates
four missions aboard the British RAF Mosquito
fighter/bomber. The scrolling cloudscapes and
view out the bombay doors are high points of
this historical simulation.

PARTNER 64/128

Timeworks was showing the C128 version of
their incredible new Sidekick-style utility
program, Partner 128 ($69.95). Partner resides
on a cartridge, ready to pop up at a press of
its built-in button from within any application.
If, for example, you are working on a
spreadsheet and want to make a note about
something you suddenly remembered you need
to do later, just press the button to pop up
Partner’s menu. Select the Memo Pad option,
type your note and save it, then jump back and
resume your spreadsheet work where you left
off. Besides the Memo Pad option, Partner
includes an address book, calculator, phone
book/autodialer, date book/calendar, and a
screen  dump  utility. There iare = also
programmer’s hooks and enough additional
internal cartridge RAM to be able to add user-
developed functions to Partner., Timeworks
expects users to develop many public domain
programmers’ and applications utilities that
will link into the Partner cartridge. I was very
impressed with the demonstration at CES. This
seems to be the best thought-out and most well-
designed product to ever come out of

Timeworks. A C64 version will follow this
fall.

EPYX

Epyx was showing several mnew titles,

including World Games, a sort of around-the-
world Olympics; The Movie Monster Game, in
which you control one of five monsters
(including Godzilla) and munch up a major
metropolitan area of your choice; Super Cycle,
which is basically Pole Position on motorcycles;

and Championship Wrestling, which looks to
have captured the phoney showmanship of the
'real’” thing. Epyx has also started to deliver
their first Amiga titles, versions of Rogue and
The Temple of Apshai Trilogy, which is all
included on one disk in the Amiga version!

PRINTER CREATIVITY

The Print Shop from Broderbund was the
first, but now there secems to be a whole wave
of printer creativity programs following in its
wake. Broderbund themselves showed one of

the most innovative, and indeed one of the
most interesting new titles at CES. The Toy
Shop ($59.95) turns your computer and printer
into a paper toy factory. Using the dowels,
adhesive cardboard, and other materials
provided in the program package, you paste
down, cut out, and assemble a marvelous array
of printer-generated toys, ranging from a
balloon-driven model steam engine to a foot-
high ferris wheel. The models all have a
wonderfully Victorian, detailed look to them.
This is a great high-tech approach to a
fascinating but nearly-extinct part of
childhood: home-made toys.

Springboard has followed up their innovative
Newsroom program with Certificate Maker
($49.95) which, naturally enough, lets you
create professional-looking customized award
certificates on your printer. Both the

humorous and the serious examples we saw
looked really nice.

WINE TASTERS |
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Another entry in the genre was Create With
Garfield ($29.95) from DLM Educational
Software, a card-and-sticker customization
program featuring the characters from the
popular  Garfield comic strip. Bantam
Electronic Publishing was showing greeting
card and comic-strip creation programs

featuring Mickey Mouse and the other Disney
characters at $34.95 each.

VOICE TELECOMMUNICATIONS

HearSay Inc. demoed a speech/voice
recognition device for the C64 called the
HearSay 1000 ($79.95). They are offering a
companion telecommunications program for
$29.95 which, when used in conjunction with
the HearSay 1000, will allow two-way
telecommunications via Compuserve or other
carriers using speech. This could be quite a
boon to the handicapped. The unit is also
compatible with Infocom adventures,
Commodore LOGO, The Consultant database
manager, and many other C64 titles.

PROGRESSIVE PERIPHERALS

The folks at Progressive Periphearals were
showing an impressive array of new products.
Device One is a printer interface for the
C64/C128 with a load of extra features.
Among them are three sizes of five fonts in
ROM, 16K RAM buffer, and support for hires
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screcen dumps, calendars (from its own
perpetual calendar in ROM!), Iletterhead
designs, banners and more. Device One gives
you many of the capabilities of a printer
creativity  program inside your printer
interface, accessible from standard
wordprocessors and other software.

One of the most exciting revelations of the
show involved the release of details about the
Amiga version of Superbase. This product will
be without a doubt one of the most
devestatingly powerful applications ever
developed for a personal computer. The
features would fill a book, but here are some
of the most exciting: the integration of picture
files into your files, 17 gigabyte maximum file
size, up to 16 million records per file, up to
999 indexes per file, 15-digit numeric precision,
unlimited number of fields per record,
unlimited number of open files...well, you get
the picture. Besides all that, an advanced
version of Amiga Superbase will be available
at a later date, equipped with its own
dataBASIC programming language which will
be Amiga BASIC compatible. Availability?
All we know is "Fall."

C128 GAMES COMING

This CES saw the first trickle of games
taking advantage of the superior memory and
display capabilities of the C128. Besides The
Pawn from Firebird (mentioned earlier), which
offers advanced capabilities in the CI128
version, Telarium announced The Scoop
($32.95), an Agatha Christie murder mystery
text adventure for the C128. There was also
Trinity ($39.95), from Infocom, a sort of weird
combination of Alice in Wonderland and
Armageddon. We can only hope that more will
come.

Though it’s not a game, it's not a
wordprocessor/database/spreadsheet either, so
Activision’s I Am The C128 ($34.95) deserves
mention here, too. It’s a tutorial for the Cl128,
similar to their "I Am The C64".

ACTIVISION

Activision also introduced Hacker II: The
Doomsday Papers ($39.95) for all Commodore
machines, available this Fall. In Hacker II you
are commissioned by the government to hack
your way into a secret Soviet defense complex,
This one features four miniature independent
video monitor displays on-screen and
programmable robots. If you liked Hacker,

Hacker II looks like more of the same great
stuff.

Garry Kitchen’s Game Maker, which looked
good on the C64, looks great on the Amiga!
This program gives you all the tools you need
to design sprites, music, sound effects, and
backgrounds, plus a gamemaker programming
language and editor to put them all together
with. I was fascinated by just the sound
effects editor of the Amiga version! Available
in the Fall.

Activision also showed a fascinating logic
game for the Macintosh called Shanghai that
we DESPERATELY hope they will translate
for the Amiga in the near future. (This game
is addictive and we don’t own a Mac!)

Activision also announced that they would be
coming out with a line of software called Solid
Gold. These disks will contain computer
versions of some of the old, great game
machine titles they hold the rights to, such as
Demon Attack, at a low price. Sounds like a
good idea.

Also of interest at the Activision booth:
Murder on the Mississippi ($34.95), a joystick-
driven active-illustrated adventure game for
the C64, and Two-on-Two Basketball ($34.95)
for the C64, a team-player version that
includes the passing game.

INFOCOM

Still shunning graphics, Infocom introduced
several new text adventures at a gala CES
party held in the Field Museum of Natural
History. Besides the very strange Trinity,
which combines historially accurate details of a-
bomb incidents with a time-travel story, there
is the even weirder Leather Goddesses of
Phobos, which can be played in any of three
playing modes: Tame, Suggestive, or Lewd.
This sexy farce promises to make even
"Hitchikers Guide to the Galaxy" look tame.
Leather Goddesses will be available on all
Commodore machines, but Trinity just would
not fit on the C64. It will be released for the
C128 and Amiga only.

ELECTRONIC ARTS

EA was again ’off-sit¢’ in a hotel suite,
showing an impressive array of new products.
What most impressed us was Deluxe Video
($99.95), for the Amiga, which will open up
Saturday-morning cartoon style animation to
personal computer users. You can animate

multicolor objects in 3D, adding video effects
like fades and wipes, plugging in music and




sound effects, even using Deluxe Paint screens
as backgrounds. This one will blow a lot of
people away with its incredible capabilities.

Also impressive was Instant Music ($49.95),
which really makes music that sounds like
music with simple manipulations of a Joystlck
This is the closcst thing to becoming an instant
virtuoso we've seen.

Among the other titles EA was previewing
were their first text adventure, Amnesia
($39.95), for the C64, and the Amiga version of
Ultima III ($59.95), as well as Chessmaster 2000
($44.95) and Marble Madness ($49.95), both
Amiga games.

MINDSCAPE

the most exciting new products

By far
announced at the Mindscape suite were the
Cinemaware line of ’interactive movies’ for the
Amiga from Master Designer. Cinemaware is a
new level of interactive fiction, giving you
control over a video character in a cinematic-

quahty scenario. Your character can move in
3D in and out among the props in the scene
just like a character in a movie. Though all
we saw were some very prchmmqry demos, this
software will be incredible if it lives up to its
promises. Four titles will be available this

Fall, with another slated for Winter release.

ACCESS

Access was showing an Amiga version of
their excellent golf simulation Leader Board
($39.95) right next to the Atari 520ST version.
Though it was written in C and the ST version
was in pure machine code, the Amiga version
looked better and ran faster. There was a
noticable delay between screens on the ST, but
the Amiga version flipped from screen to
screen without interruption. They were also
demonstrating the next in their series of sports
simulations, Tenth Frame ($3995), a 3D
bowling game.

BATTERIES INCLUDED

BI was touting several new products, most of
which we’ve heard of before but are now
closer to shipping. We picked up a preliminary
copy of Paperclip II ($79.95) for the CI128,
which includes telecommunications and
spellchecking capabilities, plus multiple-column
output, chaptering, word wrap, and more.
Paperclip Elite ($129.95) for the Amiga will
have more features than you can shake a stick
at, including idea processing capabilities, and
integrated text and graphics, and independent
linked windows. And watch for Degas Elite
($79.95), an improved version of Degas, the
premier Atari ST drawing program.

CLASSIC IMAGE

If you like diabolical logic and strategy
games, Classic Image was showing Diablo
($29.95) for the Amiga. This brain-buster
features a ball rolling along a track; you have
to slide pieces of track in front of the ball to
keep it going. It’s tough, and it's addictive.

BODYLOG

This new company was showing their
Bodylink biofeedback system for the C64,
along with several products that work in
combination with it for aerobic training.
Prices for a basic set start at $139.95, with
additional sensors and softwarec available. This
should create a whole new market among the
body-conscious for C64 computers.
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COMMODORE

Like we said before, Commodore was only
showing the repackaged 64C computer. No
C128s or Amigas were in sight. The 64C is
being bundled with the GEOS opcrating system
and QuantumLink tclecommunications
software, and they were pushing both with
gusto at the show. .

The 64C is a nice-looking machine.
Internally, we hear that a couple of chips are

changed but they won’t affect software
compatibility (really?) Externally, the case
looks like a miniature of the CI128,
unfortunately without numeric keypad. It

looks good, but at the retail list price of
$229.95 you are being forced to pay for
software you may not want, and the price is
getting up awfully darned close to that of the
C128. We still think the older model 64 is a
better deal, though the looks of the new model
and the fancy demos dealers will be able to do
with GEOS will probably sell a lot of 64Cs,
and at least the folks will be buying a good
computer.

GEOS looks good in its
version. (See our comments on
elsewhere in News & Views.)

The big news on QuantumLink was
Lucasfilm’s new Habitat teclecommunications
’environment’. This will be a new premium
service (surcharge rate unsettled at presstime)

that creates a graphic world on your screen.
You are a little character in that world,
interacting with other folks and their
characters. There will be towns and villages,
buildings, objects, and all the other aspects of a
good graphic adventure, but the idea of
Habitat is to give you a new world to explore
and experience. In addition to the established
territories, which will include thousands of
interesting areas, you can create your own
turf’ with its own objects and decor. While
you are on-line others can come into your area.
If you've always wanted to open your own
bar & grill, or comedy shop, or dungeon, you
can do it in Habitat! This is one of the most
innovative ideas we’'ve ever seen  in
telecommunications.

COMDEX-AMIGA

COMDEX is a business-oriented trade show
with a suit and stuffy-demeanor dress-code but
at Atlanta in late April, in their first

COMDEX  appearance ever, Commodore
Business Machines caused a nice little
unbusinesslike commotion. Jerry Pournelle,

senior editor at BYTE magazine reporting in
INFOWORLD (May 12) said he’d saved the best
news for last, calling activity in the
Commodore area a feeding frenzy, which he
knew was appropriate because retailers, like
users, have been starving for product.

There wasn’t a C64 in sight.

What WAS in sight were shoulder-to-shoulder
crowds around a shiny white, two-level steel
structure labeled AMIGA. It dwarfed nearby
displays and the COMDEX SHOW DAILY
called it an oil well rig. Well, sharks and
money add up to a pretty aggressive image, if
you ask me.

IBM COMPATIBILITY PLUS

And Commodore WAS aggressive. They had
a big surprise in the form of a major Amiga
accessory. The Sidecar allows the Amiga to
run IBM software at full speed, making it a
viable alternative in our IBM dominated
business world. As you may know, consultants
advise finding software for your application
before you even look at hardware. And
because there’s more IBM professional software
available than any other, the majority of firms
go that route.




Still, considering the proliferation of low-
priced IBM clones (something Commodore must
have done when they decided not to market the
PC-10 and PC-20 stateside after all) you might
wonder why Amiga IBM-compatibility is such
a big deal. After all, the Amiga is faster with
superior graphics and sound, which would seem
to tailor it for broader use than, say,
accountants. Although that secems to be the
popular concensus and people buy computers
for other than office use, it seems many follow
precedent even when it doesn’t make much
sense. Sidecar is the Amiga’s passport into
tradition. "Instead of all those late nights at
the office, dear, you could bring your work
home."

AMIGA SIDECAR

The prospects for true compatibility look
good. Sidecar uses Phoenix IBM-compatible
ROMs and the Amiga engineers who designed
it reportedly Dbroke every known copy-
protection scheme in the process. Gail
Wellington of Commodore England did a
zillion demonstrations at COMDEX, each time
sliding down a screen on the Amiga display at
just the right moment to reveal Flight
Simulator or Lotus 1-2-3 running in the
background. That's right; multitasking with up
to two IBM displays, one in color and one in
monochrome (only one is executable at a time,
however) with Amiga programs running in as
many windows as memory permits.

The Sidecar is about 10" wide, 1-1/2" higher
and 2" deceper than the Amiga. Connecting
directly to the expansion bus, it sits to the
Amiga’s right and holds the power supply and
interface, 256K of RAM, and an 8088 micro-
processor running at 4,77 MHz, just like an
IBM-PC. Three IBM compatible I/O expansion
slots are in it along with a 5-1/4 drive of 360K
capacity and a socket for an 8087 Floating
Point math coprocessor. Word now is that it
won’t be out until December, but Wellington
was quoting fall availability at substantially
under a thousand dollars, -- off the record, in
the arca of $600 to $700.

AMIGA ADVANTAGES

Now, that’s a decent price for an IBM clone
sans monitor but since I have little need for
IBM software (especially at THOSE prices) I
wouldn’t be excited about the Sidecar if that’s
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all there were to it. 1 haven’t worked with it
yet but get this: Devices in the Sidecar 1/0
slots are said to be accessible by the Amiga
operating system along with the internal disk
drive and a second 5-1/4 or 3-1/2 drive, to a
capacity of 720K. Here’s an example of what
that means: Right now, you can buy an IBM-
compatible hardcard that functions like a 20
MB hard drive (storage for 20 million bytes or
words, roughly speaking) for $600 or $700. If
you had the Sidecar, you could stick that
hardcard in a slot and you’d have a functional
20 MB hard disk drive partitionable between
AmigaDOS and PC-DOS. That's just for
starters. Lots of goodies are available on IBM
cards and they often cost less than Amiga
hardware because of economy of scale.

This sharing of resources is possible due to
Sidecar’s closely coupled dual processor system
which means that IBM programs could access
the Amiga’s internals as well, including devices
connected to the ports and calls to the ROM
operating system.

Of course, the hitch to all this is that the
Sidecar isn’t available now and Commodore’s
record for getting things to market is not
exactly reassuring. But if you’re thinking of
adding a hard drive or other sophisticated
peripherals, in the short-run it looks like the
Sidecar might save you some money, even if
you don’t need IBM compatibility.

But there’s one more consideration. RAM in
the Sidecar is not useable by the Amiga itself
and I was recently told by an Amiga enginecer
that extending Amiga RAM by 2 MB in the
Sidecar as announced at the show may not be
possible after all.

THANKS FOR THE MEMORIES

Another exciting piece of hardware shown at
COMDEX was PAL, Byte by Byte's expansion
chassis that's 5" high and sits between the
Amiga and its monitor. PAL houses 1 MB of
onboard RAM and a 200-watt power supply
with a 5" whisper fan. It fits the ZORRO
e¢xpansion architecture with a 100-pin

connector. All memory is No Wait State and is
automatically configured with version 2 of the
Amiga operating system. PAL retails for $1795
and should be available by publication. (20%
off to Amiga developers from Byte by Byte.)
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You can get a high-speed DMA controller
capable of data transfer rates of 10 megabits
per second for PAL ($895 retail) and a
clock/calendar device with five DMA slots.
(CSA’s 68020 fits nicely there, I'm told, as will
other Amiga products being developed.)

Two PAL hard disk drives are available. A
20 MB unit with 65 mSec access time ($450 to
developers) and a 45 MB unit with 35 mScc
access time ($1200 to developers). Byte by Byte
also offers a 2 MB RAM board ($995 to
developers) expandable to 8 MB onboard. Also
in the works is an Ethernet networking device.

Computer System Associates (CSA) has a
Motorola 68020/68881 piggyback board for the
Amiga that promises to boost performance
speed up to 40 times in calculation intensive
applications. It plugs directly into the 68000
socket inside the machine and is said to be
fully compatible with Amiga programs. Call
for pricing.

2 megabyte expansion boards from Comspec
Communications Inc. were plugged into many
of the Amigas at the show. Retailing at $1079,
this unit functioned properly with software by
the exhibitors I asked, and Comspec says it uses
standard memory bus architecturec and permits
the addition of other peripherals.

I picked up their flier but CardCo’s aMEGA
I MB expansion board wasn’t in evidence at
COMDEX. It's list price was $549.95, but now
that CardCo’s doors are locked it’s hard to say
if anyone will be picking it up, and at what
price.

BUSINESS AND PRODUCTIVITY

Dozens of programs were shown at
COMDEX, many of them professional
applications. An Amiga catalog in a mountain

of fliers had color screen shots of 59 programs,
cach with a brief description (a format they
said was inspired by INFO's Gallery section)
but it didn’t begin to include everything there.

Among professional programs demonstrated
were several interesting and dissimliar data
basc types:

Acquisition from the Tarus-Impex Ltd. of
England is a data base with both relational and
heirarchial filing structures. The filing system
is mapped and linked by paths and does not
require key fields or indices. It’s multitasking
and uses the mouse, windows, etc., and will
handle IFF formats, system memory being the
only limit to size, complexity or number of

ways you access and manipulate data. Three
editors and ACOM, a language with dBase ‘III
command structures, are in the deluxe version
and programs can be written from scratch and
translated into C, Pascal and BASIC and then
attached or compiled into others. Awvailable in
three stages: $99 for the basic system, $199
with filing system and data base languages,
$299 for program generation.

InfoMinder from Byte by Byte may seem
similar but it’s a centralized, hierarchial
information retrieval system that accesses up to
seven files at once, sending them to the screen,
to a printer or narrating them. It secems to
incorporate a full function word processor
with justification, word wrap, font styles and
colors, and has cross referencing and various
user definable display formats. Although you
can store and retrieve both text and graphics
with it, it’s geared toward displaying help
screens and documentation during program
operation. It’s only about 80K in size so you
could keep it in the background for reference
texts while running other programs -- yes, it
accesses the drive fast enough for that, due to
data compression techniques. It was designed
with an eye toward compact disk retrieval.
Available at $89.95.

MiAmiga from Copperstate Business Systems
is without a doubt the prettiest business
program I've ever seen. It sorts in RAM on
multi- fields in ascending or descending order
for printed reports or mailing labels. Up to
32,000 records per file with variable length
management are accomodated. Screen displays
are coordinated in subtle shades of blue, beige
and grey. It’s beautiful and out now for
$99.95.

Flow, from New Horizons Software, is an
idea processor that’s super simple to use but
tough to describe. Billed as a tool for
organizing appointments, tracking projects and
formulating ideas for papers and books, it
looked like something I could sure use. They
had Amiga magazines entered into it. Only the
names of the magazines, in a bold font,
appeared on the screen. By pointing and
clicking on one of the titles, out flowed the
dates and volume numbers of its recent issues,
pushing down the other magazines titles in the
original list. When you clicked on a particular
1ssue, down flowed its table of contents, each
successive level indented and in a different
font. More clicking turned up my name which,
of course, didn’t affect my opinion of the

program at all. Flow is available now for
$99.95,

Organize! from Micro-Systems Software has
the same user interface as other M-SS programs
(OnLine!, Scribble! and Analyze!) and is a data
base _ management program designed for
occasional as well as heavy use. Limited to
disk capacity, each record or form can contain
up to 128 fields on up to 4 pages, each holding
up to 254 bytes to a maximum of 4,000 bytes
(read words) per form. Personalized form
letters can be done wusing Organize! with
Scribble!

BUSINESS AND ACCOUNTING

Financial Plus from Byte by Byte looks to be
a complete professional accounting system with
general ledger, accounts payable, receivable
and payroll. With it, you can create invoices
and statements, print checks, journals, and
financial reports like balance sheets and P & L

statements. Included is Write Hand, a full-
featured word processor, spelling checker
which is also available separately.

Documentation includes a tutorial and looks
extensive.

SPREADSHEETS

Four Amiga spreadsheet programs were
mentioned at COMDEX although I didn’t sec
Lattice’s UniCale. This kind of utility program
is handy for financial analysis and planning
(and playing what-if with your budget) or for
bookkeeping, check registers, mailing lists and
a host of other applications.

VIP Professional is an integrated spread-
sheet from VIP Technologies. It adheres to the
Lotus 1-2-3 standard which means you operate
it in the same way and can use instructional
materials already in existence. Bigger than 1-2-
3 with 8192-rows by 256-columns, VIP says it
will read and write Lotus 1-2-3 data files, has
color presentation graphics and macros.

MaxiPlan, MaxiSoft’s spreadsheet, is
supposed to read and write 1-2-3 files but I
haven’t worked with it (or VIP) myself yet.
MaxiPlan scems to use special Amiga features
quite well. Cells support color (when you're in
the red, you're REALLY in the red) and pie,
area, line and bar charts in IFF format, and
the Amiga’s speech synthesizer will read

information aloud. Electronic Arts distributes
MaxiPlan at $150.

Analyze! from Micro-Systems Software again
uses their standard user interface. It offers
8156-rows by 256-columns using sparse matrix
technology that prevents excess memory from
being taken up by widely spaced cells. 40-plus
formulas are provided for business, finance,
educational and statistical applications.

WORD PROCESSORS

Scribble! from Micro-System Software uses
the M-SS user interface with mouse, windows
and menu features. Write Hand ($50) and its
spell checker from Byte by Byte’s Financial
Plus is available separately. It doesn’t use
icons or many other Amiga features.

PROFESSIONAL GRAPHICS

Aecgis unveiled Aegis Draw, their Computer
Aided Design (CAD) drawing package designed
specifically for the Amiga. It allows creation
of structured drawings with precision details
with results going to a plotter or printer. At
$200 retail, how can you go wrong? Acgis was
also demonstrating Animator and Images.

PCB CAD (Printed Circuit Board, Computer
Aided Design) from Soft Circuits is a multiple
layer, interactive autorouting CAD tool for
engineers and technicians who want control
over their printed circuit board artwork.

MUSIC AND GRAPHICS GALORE

It wasn’t easy for music and graphics
developers to steal the show from all that
business stuff, but they’re a creative bunch.

Mimetics was SRO for four days running --
that’s Shoulder Room Only. They were
showing SoundScape, their powerful Pro MIDI
Studio ($149) that also uses Amiga internal
sounds, and their stereo digital sampler ($99)
both of which are IFF compatible, and their
MIDI interface ($49). All are available now.

Activision’s pretty, non-IFF music program,
Music Studio ($59.95), was directly across the
counter making music internally and with the
MIDI Gold interface ($79) from Golden Hawk.

Applied Visions was on the opposite side of
the area with FutureSound ($175), their sterco
digital sampler with a pre-amplifier and mike.
Their sample files are IFF compatible and the
unit is shipping.
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Instant Music from Electronic Arts was
shown briefly and it’s the first music program
I've ever seen that looks like it might be of
real value to untrained musicians. (It's ready
as I write this so I'll have let you know for
sure.)

Electronic Arts also previewed Deluxe Paint
Art & Utility Vol. 1 (which should be on the
shelves now for $30). It has over 175 brushes,
three utilities and loads of ready-to-use maps,
graphs, faces, aliens, dinosaurs and birds.

Digiview was there looking good with a rack
to mount camera and lights over a photograph
as it’s digitized in 4096 colors or gray-scale.
No price on the rack but Digiview is $199.

Amiga Live! was there dutifully putting us
on the screen as we pushed through the crowd.
Breakthroughs in H.AM. speed as we go to
press make us hope it’s available this fall as A-
Squared says. Maybe even Genlock, too?

ENTERTAINMENT

Electronic Arts previewed even more new
games. Among them were Marble Madness,
which looks just like the video game to me (but
I’'m no expert) and a neat undersea game called
Return to Atlantis that starts out like a movie
with scrolling credits and wonderful music.

I played Mind Walker from Commodore-
Amiga and enjoyed it but it defies description.
It’s being shipped as I write this.

Brataccas from MindScape is a cleverly and
intricately done game that I liked a lot despite
the fact that I couldn’t seem to control the
character movement very well.

Racter, the crazy talking program from
Mindscape was shown but if you want a
talking game, look into Conversation With a
Computer from Jenday. BASIC source code is
available.

EDUCATION

Several educational developers were there.
They showed The Talking Coloring Book from
JMH Software of Minnesota, Inc., (it looked
simple to me), Scarborough’s Master-Type, an
enhanced translation of the Cé64 program.
Queue, Inc., has Queue Geography and Queue
Vocabulary, How a Bill Becomes a Law and
Starting a New Business, and three from

MicroEd, Inc., MicroEd Point, Vocabulary and
Punctuation.

First Byte

showed three speech programs
translated from the Macintosh: SmoothTalker,
a utility to add speech to other applications

including BASIC, KidTalker, a talking
notecbook, and Speller Bee, for pre-school to
junior high.

PROGRAMMING AND TECHNICAL

MetaScope: The Debugger ($95) from
Metadigm, Inc. is a symbolic debugging utility
with  breakpoint and trace capabilities
supporting the mouse and multiple windows. It
gives the developer a direct to memory
assembler and requires a minimum of 128K
bytes of memory.

Modula-2 from TDI Software, Inc., (regular
$89.95, developer’s $149.95) is a structured

programming language billed as the successor
to Pascal. I haven’t used it but many
programmers I talk to online say it’s a
complete package and easier to learn than C.

Speaking of Pascal, UCSD Pascal from Pecan
Software ($79.95) was there. It generates native
code and will operate with optional Fortran 77,
BASIC and Modula 2 compilers.

THE AFTERMATH

COMDEX was marvelous exposure for
Commodore Amiga but the exultant mood was
short-lived due to corporate lay-offs on both
coasts a couple of weeks later. Although a
casualty and deeply troubled by that action,
Bob Pariscau, former manager of Amiga
software development, remarked on BIX that
the spirit that developed the Amiga lives on,
and I believe it does. Lots of products are
complete and shipping, and many more will be
on your retailers’ shelves -- as they say in the
business -- Real Soon Now.
